A MEMBER OF THE PRESS.

What is a reporter
1 have heard, iu my time, two defini-

tions of a reporter, or, as he generally
calls himself, " a member of the press."
One was from a gentleman who labored
uuder the aiisadvantago (according to Mr.
Saxe's idea) of being "a very funny man."
His definition of a reporter was this : " A
man with a cast iron body and no soul."
The other definition I heard from a lady
who, though not " very funny," was ex-

ceedingly pleasant and agreeable, aud was
often guilty of uttering very good things.
Shu called reporters, expressively and la-
conically, " ink wlgglere." I do not know
which of these definitions is best ; the
reader must choose for himself.

When we come to the qualiti cations of a
good newspaper reporter, we eay that the
rrincip&l one must lie that of impudence,

a modest man to be a re-
porter, or, to speak more correctly, a good
one. There aro a few modest men in tho
profession, but they are soon lost sight of
and forgotten. Aud this impudence on
the part of reporters is of great benefit to
the public, if they would think a moment
on the subject. If it were rot for this
same impudence the readers of newspa
pers wouiu not oe eoinea wan nair the
gossip that is afloat. It is through tho im-
pudence of the reporters that you hear
little items of intelligence of all sorts,
about the Prince of Wales, the inventor
of the Atlantic Telegraph, the Japanese,
Mr. Weston, the Iamous actors anil

the President of the United States,
Wendell Phillips, Anna Dickinson, the
Soroeis, and last, but not least, the " W iek- -

edest Man in New York." While other
people are outside the show, and think.
and wonder, and surmise as to how things
are, tne enterprising reporter goes in to
the great presence (whoever he, she, or it
happens to be) only soon to emerge there-
from with his note bonk filled with an ac-
count of just how things really are and,
sometimes, I fear, how they are not. The
lcportcr must never weary of doing his
duty to that largo constituency to which
ho speaks every day the laraest any man
can speak to the mighty public.

To illustrate what impudence will do
let me relate an anecdote. A message
once arrived at a certain newspaper of-lic-e

that a frightful murder had been com-
mitted in a small village near by, and that
the inquest on the murdered body wa to
be held in the course of the dav. Re
porters were, of course, dispatched from
all the various city newspapers to give an
account of tho affair. On their arrival at
the villago they were informed by the
csroner rather an unusal circumsianco

tluvt he would not allow any of them to
be present at the inquest. The reporters,
however, were not to be put off. They
held a "consultation" among themselves,
and res lived on a course or action. As
each witness came out o( the coroner's
room ho was politely taken in charee bv
a "gentleman of the press" standing near
the door, and ushered into another room
where the other members of the craft
were sitting around a large tabio, looking
very solemn, after tho manner of officials.

Much complaint (and with Justice, too)
'is often ninde by speakers of the imteeu

I remember nn ora-
tor who wa very fond of iu'cii irding his
speeches with Latin quotations, in or lor to
display his learning. One evening he
made a great speech a', the Cooper insti-
tute, 1 believe, something iu tho wv of
coinpo.-i;-i in which he intended should far
transcend anything he had ever been
guilty of before. On this
occasion, he of course could not got along
without giving tho audience a small dime
of Latin. One of his quotations was as
follows: Amifnt forntti, nmirn Vii',,

major fiTil.K The reader may im-
agine the orator's surprise, regret in
point of fact, bis cxt'ome anger when,
on tlie following morning, on reading over
his ppcrch In a prominent New'York
daily, instead of finding this bit of Latin
italicised, he found these words printed in
the ordinary type : " I mav cuss Socrates,
I may cuss Plato, said Major Yerita"."
It is seldom the mistake is as bad as that.
More often one or two words are
omitted which compUtely destroy the
sense of the sentence, or wrong words are
substituted which make it equally nonsen-
sical. To illustrate: Daniel Wi lister," in
oue of his famous speeches, usi d these
words, " Jove among the gods." The re-

porter, in this case", probably not exact-
ly hearing tho, words, wrote them out,
"Job among the gods," which, to sav the
least, was rai her comical.

This is not an easy matter
to do by any means, though those who do
not understand the "noble art and mys-
tery of short-han- d writing" may think it
is not difficult Short-han- notes of rapid
speakers, when taken with a pencil Bnd
written carelessly (as they nearly always
are), are very different reading Iroui notes
taken in the same manner in the ordinary
writing, ijiiiinon, it is true that a good
repo"' r should be able to write out his
note wheu lliey are old ; as nn amusing
friend of mine expresses it. "reporters
should be able, to write out a thing after
it getseold." Very few possess this desira-
ble quaiifleition.

uig win enamo a reporter to correctly
write out notes long after they have been
taken.

You can generally toll a reporter by his
looks and manners. Of course he has a
quick eye, being always on t lie lookout for
news, or a " sensation," and like Micawber,
"waiting for something to turn up"
oftentimes in a double sense He has only
a limited supply of money in the very best
of times more often none at all. You
never heard of a reporter who lived in a
mansion, unless in ttie direction of the
skies, otherwise a garret ; or building a
privato theatre'.Vir owning a rice-hors- or
having a brown stone house or a gold
watch presented to him ; or investing in
lots near Central Park ; nor would you
expect him to make a magnificent endow-
ment to a college or a seminary. He does
not dress very well In fact looks shabby,
because he is poorly paid less probably,
according to the amount of work lie does,
than persons in any other business or pro-
fession in New York. A journalist who
generally had a pretty seedy appearance
tells this story ot hlmsell : " I went
to - the Idrug-stfir- e early one morning
for a close of morphine lor a sick friend.
The night-cler- objected to give it to me
without the prescription, evidently fear-
ing I meant to destroy myself. ' Pshaw,'
said I,' do I look like a man who would
kill himself' Gazing at me steadily for
half a inluutc, he replied, ' don't know.
Seems to me if I looked lifte yon I slionld
