A DAY WITH A LION.

Many years ago, while reeidfng at the
Cape, I became acquainted with eereral
01 tnoee .nierpriHinj traaers who are ea.
gaged in tbe lucrative but ratherhfiard
ous traffic whh the natirea north of the
Orange river.
.

' One of the boldest and mod successful
oCthtse adventurous traders was- - a Mr.

-- liuttoo, a JcsptctAble .English, colonist,
who had accumulated a small fortune by
his excursions among the Namaquas and
the Dammaras, and was talking of retir-
ing from the business. I had heard of
him not only as a lucky dealer and a dar-
ing hunter, but also as btiDg one of the
most intelligent explorers ol South Africa;
and, having been able on one occasion to
fender him a slight service, I obtained
from him in return a good deal of Infor-
mation concerning those parts of the in-
terior with whicn he was familiar.

Home of his own adventures, which he
occasionally related in illustration of the
facts tnus cjmmnnicated, seciacd to me
to be curious and interesting enough to
be worth preserving. One of them I will

. endeavor to repeat as nearly as possible
In the words in which he told it r "

i, " 1 was on my way to Dammars Land,
with two wagous and about a dozen peo-d1- v

,Two,ot'- - them .were Mozambique
blacks,' whom I had brought with me
from Cape Town, and the remainder were
Hottentots and Namaquas that I had
picked up on the way. Most of them I

"got at old Schmelen's Missionary 6tuon,
vn this B.de of the Orange liver. The
two negroes were tolerably good servants ;

they had gained some knowledge of civi-
lized habits in Cape Town. The others
could do little beside helping to drive the
wagons ; though sometimes they were of
service In following 'spoor' traces of
game, yon xnow. viney Anew tne coun-
try well, and, by keeping a pretty sharp
eye upon them, I was able to kmake, them
useful. ' -

" In tracking game, as I said, they some-
times rendered good service; but they
were great cowards, and though some of
mem couia nanuie nre-arm- s toierauiv well.
I never could get them to iace any dan- -

5 gerons snunai --men as a duiuio or a rni- -

noceros, and least of all a lion, with any
teadinus3. I shot two or three rhinocer-

oses with Utile support from any of them,
except Apollo, La young Hottentot, whom
Mr. Hut ton had picked up and betiiendtd
a few years previous to the incident re-

lated, who always stood by me like a
Trojan, tnough his teeth sometimes chat-
tered, and his eyes became like saucers
as we approached the enemy.

" One afternoon," continued Hutton, "I
d near a pool, where many

rmaLs of different sorts came at night to
,'drink. ,.We could see their tracks all
about the margin. The Namaquas knew
the place well, and urged me to encamp at

t.a little distance off, saying that the lions
weie al te kwsad,' or very angry, In that

ijfegion j and that if we rested sear the
water we should be very likely to lose some
of our oxen, and might perhaps be oar-selv-

attacked. For it is a curious tact
" that when a lion has once tasted human

flesh, he seems to acquire a peculiar relish
for it, and wi.l leave all other game
ttoucbed If he has" a chance "of seizing
upon a man. 1 did not wisn to run any

. risk, so far as my people, or my oxen
either were concerned ; and so, after mak- -

' ing them drink heartily, I drove off to a
distance of about two milts, and

in a small valley, out of sight
from the pool.

r "We kindled a large fire to keep off any
i wild beasts that might be prowling a oout,

- and then turned the oxen loose to pick up
"' what little herbage they could find among

the rocks abont us. For myself, I felt a
strong desire to have a shot at a lion. I
had not bagged one for more than three
years. Inlact, I had been unlucky in
two or thr e long shots, and began to fear
that I should get out of practice in that
sort of sport, which requires good nerves
and experience more than anything else.

,' I asked four or five of my best men, in-

cluding Apollo, If ihcy would watch with
me at the pool that night for lions. Three

them consented, and we left the others
with the wagons, with strict injunctions
to keep the fire burning, and not to let
the oxen stray to a distance.

"We reached the water Just at sunset,
and set to work at once with tho spades
and hoes which we had brought with us,
to dig a hole in the sand three or four
feet deep, about twenty yards from the
pool. "

"In about an hour we finished our hid- -
ing-plac- throwing up the earth about it

s W conceal us still better from the
' eight of the wild animals. We then set-
tled ourselves comfortably in the trench,
and lay there witn our guns in readiness,
waiting for the lions.

, "We stayed there all night to no pur-- .
pose. A good many animals came down
to drink, but noliocs. There were spring-
boks, gtmsboks, zebras, quaggas, sad
some ether creatures, but we did not
waste our ammunition upon them, as we
were in no want of meat; and, besides, a
single snot wouia nave aiarmea tne uons,
and prevented them from approaching
the water. However, as it happened, we
fared no better for keeping quiet ; and

wAoon. After dawn we.jCamo out of our
.o'grayey stiff, sleepy, and sulky, without

Laving had a glimpse of a lion, though
we had heard them roaring In the dis- -

, ... . .' ' tancn. ,. i i

"They had probably been attracted by
pui1' wagons and oxen; for they were

"'.'prowling about them all night, as we af-

terward learned. The people whom we
had left wilh, them were in mortal terror,
but had sense tmougu to keep up a good
blaze. .. The oxen, iu their fright, crowded

" almost Into the fire, and by good luck the
lions did not venture to attack them.

' I now guvo upftll hope of meetuigthe
same I had borao out for i but I was

' tcrmiucd not to return to the wagons
. without sunwthliig to show for our bight's

watoufug, . We had gone but a few rods
from the nool. when a small herd of Borinsr- -

buks caniQ bounding through a thicket of
, wiorn tries jiui in ironi 01 us. i ney ran

and ltaptd as though something had
frightenud them; but without waiting to
sue what it was, I fired both barrels In
among them, and knocked over one of
the largest. My men all blazed away at
the same time, but without the smallest

' effect.
"I had Just taken my gun from my

shoulder, when an enormous lion walked
'. out of .the thicket aud came slowly to- -

, t ward ua He was not more than ill yards
. oil. and there was no time to, re load. 1

wus Uikn so completely by surprise that
lor Hie nrst lew second. I sioou quite m
tUltA And uncerUlu what to do. Hut I

'. thun saw there was but one course for us.
When a party of natives go out wilh
their assagais and knives to attack a Uon,
aa they sometimes do, their custom la,
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when they see a lion approach, (o sit down
on the ground In a cluster.
Tho linn, if he Is In fighting mood,
singles out one of them, s

npon him. Sometimes the unlucky man
Is killed at onco bythe first grip of the
lion's teeth and claws, but more often he
only receives severe hurt. Then the other
natives throw themselves all together
npon the animal ; some seize his tall arid
life him op,' which prevents him from
turning npon them, while others stab hlra
w ith thoir assagais and cut him with their
knives ; and frequently they managft to
kill him without any loss of life in their
party. But sometime! the victory is on
the other side ; the lion hills two Or three
of the natives, and the rest take to their
hcils. It seemed to me Just possible that
by sitting down together, and showing .a
bold front, we might intimidate tne lion,
and prevent him from Attacking Us until
I had time to reload.

"I called out loudly, Slt t sit P and knelt
down myself on one knee at the same
moment, preparing to reload if there
should be time. ' Bat, casting a hasty
glance around, I saw that all three of my
men bad taken tnemselvts on at : lull
speed as soon as the lion appeared, and
were already half way to the hllL which
was just on this side of the wagons I

"Apollo had started with the rest ; but
he told me afterward, and I have no doubt
with truth, that he thought I was running
also, only, not being so light footed as
they were, I could-no- t be expected to
keep-u- p with them. Aa the poor fellow
did not dare to look around, he did not
discover his mistake until they reached
the wagons, '

" In this way t was left alone to face
the Hon. It was useless then for me to
run. If I had started with the Namaquas
he would have had one of ns, and most
probably myself, before we had gone fifty
yards. My gun was discharged) and
while we were digging the trench, I had
given my hunting-knife- , which incom-
moded me, to Apollo ; so that I was at
that moment completely disarmed.

M I gave my sell up for lost, as a matter
of course: and, aa I was kneeling there,
1 just said, 'God help my poor wife and
children!' and waited lor. the lion to
spring. But the fellow did not "seem to
be in any hurry. He came slowly up,
slackenine his race by degrees, and at last.
when he was about twelve feet off, he
stopped and tat down on the ground like
a cat, looking me full in tho face. I sat
down also, and looked at him in return,
fixing my eyes upon his, and staring as
bard as I could.

" Wben I was at school I had read that
the lower animals could not endire the
steady eaze of a man: and although
cannot say that my own experience had
ever confirmed this opinion, it occurred to
me to make the trial with the lion. But
I really don't think it had much effect
npon him. Now and then he would shut
his eyes or look around to one side or the
otner, out tnat was aii. rresenuy ne lay
down, wuh his paws drawn Tap under
him, and his head resting on the ground,
exactly like a cit watching a mouse. At
the same time he kept occasionally lick
ing his lips as though he had instftuhhei
a m?al. I saw at once '.what-th- e rascal's
intention was. He had just been feasting
on some snimal be baa Allied, very HKeiy
a spring-bok- , and was not hungry. But
he had made np his mind to have me for
his next meal ; and as Uons like their food
fresh killed, tho scoundrel was keeping
me until he had digested his breakiast.
Wasn't that an agreeable predicament for
a Christian man, as the boys say ?"

There was no denying that it was a ter-
rible situation Indued. But I had read in
some missionary work, of a Hottentot
who was kept prisoner by a lion in a
similar way, and was watched steadily by
him for a whole day; but at night, if I
remembered rightly, the Hottentot, was
overcome by exhaustion and went to
sleep, And when he awoke the lion was
gone.

"Yes," replied tho trader, "I have
heard of the story. The Hottentot was
a lucky fellow. 1 on see, the lion, in his
disposition and habits, isnothingmore nor
lesB than a great cat. Some people speak
of the lion's magnanimity, and ascribe
some noble qualities to the beast ; but that
is all nonsense. When a lion is not hun-
gry, if he meets with game he will fre-
quently pass it by without notice. He
will seldom kill out of mere wantonness
and cruelty. But neither will a cat unless
it has been taught to do so. A cat, when
it is not hungry, will sometimes play
with a mouse; that, yon would think,
must not be from a cruel disposition ; but
in reality it is only keeping the creature
alive for its next meal.

' 'yon.
" The natives say that, in such a case,

the Uon usually waits for the man to go
to sleep, and then watches mm till be be-
gins to move and show signs of awaking.
when he pounces upon him. In the case
of the Hottentot, the Uon must have been
frightened away by something that oc
curred while the man was asleep. For
myself, I did not doubt that the creature
was watching me with the intention of
wailing until I should fall asleep from ex
haustion, and then springing upon me at
the first movement I made. I was safe,
nough, so Ions; 'as I could keep my eyea

open ; but if I went asleep, I should cer
tainly awase in tne lion s jaws.

There was something so peculiarly
irigntiui, as weu aa unexpected in the pic
ture thus conveyed, that I could not re.
strain a shudder and an exclamation of
horror 1

O don't bA alarmed on my account."
Said Hutton, with a laugh ; " yon see I
am here all alive and whole, I only want
you to understand what the danger really
was oetore i ten you now i escaped, l ou
know I had bten up all night, and .was
tolerably hungry and tired. I had brought
a flask full of water wilh me, and had just
cmDtied it that morning : so that, by
good luck, I was not at aU thirsty.. But
tor that, l do not Know bow l anouid
have been able to bold out through the
oay. ', it."The sun came up bright and clear, as
it usually is In thoso deserts, with a blaze
of heat, which was reflected from the
Band about me unlU it seemed to burn my
skin. I had a broad-brimme- felt hat.
witn oaincu learners around it, wnicu
warded off the oirect rays; but still
think I nver felt the sun more onrm-- s

sive ; purhaps it was because I was weak
Rom lisuog and; want oi rest. Htm
kept mr and was constant
ly on the watch to take advantage of an
opportunity lor my escape. -
- V Thero was just A chanoe that . my" m.oii
might muster courage enough, to come
down in a body to my rtUof : but J be-
lieved them to be ' too chicken-hearte- to
approach within a quarter of a mile "of i
Uon, and besides, there was the probabil-
ity that tho bxuto, if he should see them
approaching, would spring npon me and
put me out of suspense at once."

I asked " if he did not try to load hig
gun t"

" Of course I did," he answered, " but
at the first motion I made, tne old scoun-
drel lifted hla head and growled, aiiuuch
as to say, 'None of that, my boy, or, if
you do r it t naa peisisied, it was clear
that he would have been upon me before
the powder was in the barrel, lie was
huge old fellow I think tho lurgest linn
I ever saw; with A long, grlsicled mau,
aud very knowing uok.

"These eiponeuct'd o.a lions are
amazingly cnnnfng; Ha knew perfectly
well that my gun wna a weapon of some
kind or other i and I have no doubt he
knew, too, of my people being in the

I'lii.T
neighborhood; for every noi and then
he would look ahnfply in the rTfreotiotJ f
the wagons, On such occasHui oouitt
reel my ncart neat violently,, sua ma
perjpiration would start to my skin."

And no wonder. "But did the lion,"
I asked, " remain perfectly quiet through
out the wbolo day f"No, unluckily he did not," answered
the trader. H His restlessness kept mo in
constant anxiety. Once a troop of aebraa
came suddenly by us. When they saw
the Hon they wheeled quickly abowt,
snorted, and dashed r ft' furiously in an
other direction,' rl he 1U rose to his feet
in an Instant, turned halt round, and look-
ed hard at them. Liont are particularly
fond of the flesh of the zebra, and I had
strong hopes that he would leave me and
go after them. But I suppose, the cun
ning rascal redacted that a Dird in tne
hand was worth two in the bnsbr fbr he
turned back and lay down again, grum-
bling, and staring harder than ever at
me, as though he meant to sicy.-'Yo-

u see,
my fine fellow, I have lost a zebra through
you; and now I mean to make sure oi
you.' You may btlieve that In my heart
1 bestowed a few witch's blessings on the
beast ; but I thought it best to Keep
silence.

"The next alarm came from the direc
tion of my wagons. I aaw the lion look
earnestly in that direction," as he had
done once or twice before, and then rise
to his feet and niter an angry growl, as
though he saw something that did not
please hiin, X learned aiterwara tnat my
men, urged on by ApoUo, had : armed
themselves to the teeth, and advanced to
the too of the hill - Standing there; with
their wonderfully keen sight, they could

the lion keeping guard over me
Ecrceive did they see the brute rise
and turn toward me than they ail scam
riered back to the wacons and lumped
into them, frightened almost out of their
wits. .

"After . a little while, the Tiofl ttouched
down again before me, stretched out his
paws, yawned abd winked. And I thought
seemed to be growtcgtirea oi ms watcn.
But it waa clear that he had made np hia
mind to remain there tUl night, otherwise
he would have Battled my account with
out further delay.
J Toward evening I heard alow' toar-
In sr. which seemed to be at a great dis
tance. .It appeared to dis' n 5 my lion a
good deal. From the sound i knew it to
he the roar of a lioness ; and I thought it
likely that the old fellow's mate waa
looking abont for him. He got np and
lay down again two or three limes, mov-ins- r

about uneasily and sniffing the ground
as though he was troubled in his mind ;

but he remained silent, and at last the
voica of the lioness pissed graduaUy out
of hearing. This, I think, was the most
anxious moment ot the whole day to me.
For if the Uon had answered his mate
and called her to- - him, she would most
likely have been hungry, and in that case
would not have delayed an insUnt in
seizing upon the nice supper wh eh her
husband, waa keeping for himswlf. I dare
say the cunning old rascal was of the
same opinion, and so thought It best to
keep his own counsel.

" At last the night came. The stars were
bright, but there was no moon. I could
see objects Indistinctly at a short distance,
and could Just discern the outlines of the
hiils to the eastward. The lion lay quiet,
in a ahacirv mass, a few yards from me. I
knew thHt he was wide, aw.ke, and that
he saw distinctly every motion I made.
Occasionally I could see his eyes turntd
toward me, shining like two coals of fire.
My last hope now waa mat Dy remaining

"Two or three hours after the darkness
had set in. I could hear the animals com
ing to the water to drink. Home ot them
passed at a Utile distance from me, bnt
did not get a sight of any. The lion saw
them rjlainly. but he only mcved his head
a liitle as they trotted by. There was ns
chance of his leaving me and going after
them aa I had hoped. All at once he lut
ed hia head, looked toward me and begin
to growl. Now, I thought, the ttme is
come 1 He rose on his feet and growled
louder, aU the while looking hard at me,

It
waa vhtln ha waa nmncr thia tha.t ftnn linn
became so much excited but Apollo left
him no lime to act, for he dashed in
UDon us. ss I have told you, "with the
frying-pa- n on his head and a burning
st.uk in his hand, and routed the enemy
at once.

" So now you know the reason why I
feel such a particular regard for the little
Naroaqua. I really believe he showed
more ingenuity and courage in saving my
lite than be could have mustered to pre
serve his own.

Apollo had certainly behaved Iifa most
creditable manner, am! I was ready to ad
mit that be deserved all tbe good that hia
master could do for him. As for the lion.

Yoa are mistaken there, said Hntton,
"I have the beat part of him now at my
house.

Chances in Battle.

In the daya of the old fashioned musket,
or " Brown Bess," aa it waa popularly
nicknamed, the chances of a man'a being
hit by a bullet were slight. It has been
estimated that in Wellington's campaign
In Spain it took eight hundred buUeta, to
kill one man, but much of thia waste of .
lead and powder waa due to carelessness
and Ignorance on the part of the men ;

some fired so high that the balls avent
over the heads of the enemy, others ao
low that they went into the ground.
Even in our own recent war, with greatly
improved firearms, the number of kuied
and wounded waa very small compared
with the immense number of shots fired.

Mr. Francis Galton, in his recent work
on hereditary genius, presents some cu-

rious calculations aa to a man a chanceor
being Btruck by billets in a battle. . One
man Hitf-r- a (mm another in height and
in n.i,iii thrrfitoTft. the chance oi the ono
as compared with that of the other, vafiea
as tbe aectional area of his body that is
to say, as hia height multiplied into his
average breadth.
