Clearing-Hous- e Certificates.

The New York banks have adopted the
plan of settling balances with clearing,
house certiflcalcs instead of greenbacks
during tho present flurry.

General News

THE OLD WORLD.
A telegram was received at the State Depart-

ment, on the morning cf September 19, from
Wm. Kecd, VIce-Cons- of the United States,
at Dundee, Scotland, announcing that the
missing members of the Polaris erevr had ar-

rived there In a destitute condition. Ten
wore brought In by the Ravcnscrnlg, and three
were expected to arrive In the whaler Intrepid,
within two weeks. Consul Reed was Instruct-
ed to care for them snd send them homo by
the first ateaftlcr. They y, after appnrallon
from Tyson nnd Ills companions, the
Polaris was abandoned In a sinking
condition. The party wintered hi Lifeboat
Cove, and hi the spring built two boats of
pine, and in these embarked as soon as the ice
tiroke up. On the 3!M of June they were pick-
ed up by the Uavenecruig.

A dispatch from London, on the 15)th, stilted
that the announcement of the financial panic
In New York had caused great excitement and
wild fluctuations Iu the price of securities, but
no failures had occurred.

According to a Madrid dispatch of the SQd,
the entire British fleet in Spanish waters lind
collected In the harbor of Alicante, which city
was threutcnencd with bombardment by the
insurgent Iron-elnd- The British Admiral,
supported by all the foreign Consuls, had de
mutided a postponement of hostilities for four
dnys. It was reported that the situation of
the Carltsts In the north of Spain had become
precarious, and desertions were numerous.
Demoralization abounded on every hand.
(Juritmld! had offered his sword to the service
of Spain, but this had been declined with
tbuuks. A proclamation had been mude by
the President suspending constitutional guar-
antees, establishing a vigorous censorship over
the press, nnd prohibiting the carrying of
arms by civilians.

A London dispatch of the 20d says that on
the preceding day a desperate contiict had
t tken place in Bury St. Edmunds, between a
mob of Irishmen and a body of policemen.
The ofilcers were compelled to Use their clubs
vigorously, and did not succeed In dispersing
the rioters until many of them had received
severe Injuries. A renewal of the disturbance
was apprehended. During the progress of the
rioting tevcrul houses were attacked and
sucked.

The Spanish steamer Muriilo, which ran
down the emigrant shin Nortlifleet, Borne
months ago, having arrived nt Dover, had
been detained by order of the BritU h Admi-

ralty Board.
A Berlin telegram of the 22d says that ic- -

tor Emanuel, King of Italy, hod reached that
city on a visit to the Emperor. It was said
that one of the objects of his visit was to se
cure an understanding with the Emperor for
Joint action aguinets possible French aggres-
sions, and to prevent the election of a Trench
ultramontane to the papacy.

A dispatch from Gibraltar of the Sid soys
a terrible explosion hud oecurrea on me
steamer Broomliaugh when she was at sea
100 miles off that port. Four persons were
instantly killed and many so seriously scalded
that it was feared they could not recover.

A Madrid dispatch of the Ski tays the Bunk
of France had agreed to advauee 100,000,000
francs to the Spanish Government.

A dispatch from Teheran, Persia, to Lon
don, of the 2:'tl, aunouuees that the Sltuh hud
returned to his capital. The w hole population
turned ont to escurt him to his palace.

Advices from can DouiIuho, of late dutu,
were to the effect that the revolution against
the Government of President Buez hud as
sumed alarming proportions, and thut there
was every prospect of its speedy succees. The
towns of Monte Christl and Guayabin were in
possession of the revolutionists, who were iu
close proximity to Porto Plata.

A London dispatch of the Sid suys that Jay
Cooke, McCulloeh ct Co., of that city, had
thrown out the drafts of Jay Cooke A Co. that
had comu to baud since the suspcusioti of the
latter firm.

A London dispatch of the 24th says the
house of Clews, Hdbrecbt & Co. bad decided
to suspend.

A lire broke out In the Athcnieum, at Man-

chester, England, on the 24th, which hud de-

stroyed 20,000 volumes before it was extin-
guished.

A London dispatch of the 25th says that
i'lS5,000 in bullion had been shipped to New
York on that day. In consequence of the
outflow of specie the Bunk of England hud
advanced its rates of discount to 4 per cent.

THE NEW WORLD.
A dispatch from Philadelphia of the 19th

says that ten other failures had occurred in
that city besides those of Jay Cooke A Co.,
and E. V. Clarke & Co., reported on the day
preceding, as follows: De Haven & Brothers;
Gilbough, Bond & Co.; Geo. II. North; J. P.

H. E. Yerks; Charles P. Bayurd; John P.
Lloyd; Henry 11. Douglas; II. Heber Bull;
T. C. Knight, and U. L. Fell & Bro. Kuns
hud been made upon all of the banks, but up
to the time of clotlng business they
hud paid every dollar demanded.
The most decided attack had beeu made upon
the Fidelity Trust and Safe Deposit Company,
there being a prevalent Impression that It hud
been connected iu some way with the houses
of Cooke and Clarke. The aggregate of funds
druwn out was something over (1,000,000. The
President hud arrived, and it was believed
thut he hud come to offer the sympathy und
probably the assistance of the Goveruraeut to
Jay Cooke & Co.

A New York despatch of the 19th suys the
excitement in thut city had largely exceeded
that of any preceding day. Nineteen addition-
al failures hud been announced, among others,
those of Flsk & Hatch; White, Defreitus
Rutlibotic; Beers Ac Edwards; E. J. Jackson;
Thomas Reed & Co.; V. H. Warren; Green-leu- f,

Norris & Co.; George Alley; Theodore
Bedell; A. M. Kidder; Huy & Warner; Day
& Morse; Fitch & Co; E. D. Randolph A Co,
representatives of Tom Scott, of the Pennsyl-
vania Cetitrul Railway, and W. C. Conner. The
sucriUce of stock vulues had been largely in
excess of the depreciation of the preceding
day. By uoon Harlem had fallen 30 per cent.;
New York Central, 5; Rock Island, 9K; St.
Paul, 9; Ohio etc Mississippi, 11; Western
Union, 10 per cent, from the opening
prices. Money brought extravagant prices,
tho ruling rate being one and a half per cent,
per day, eveu this rate being reluctantly
accctpcd. Strong and persistent attacks
had been made against nil the niouled institu-
tions, uotably the Fourth National Bank and
the Trust Company, of which Richard Schell
wus Presideut. Up to tho close of business,
every demand presented hud been paid. The

ported that Vaiiderbllt had been involved
in the defalcation. The Stock Exchange

ttpened for a iew minutes, but befort the first
call had bhen reached stocks had become, so
demoralized and llie stockholders so dis-

heartened, that, a resolution to adjourn until
Monday wits carried through with a rtlsh.
