The
statile  wuk then unvefled, the people
uh w0 disténce bodng warned of the faot
by a salute of thirteen guns from Fort
Whipple. Hon. Stanley Matthews deliv
ered the oration. The presentation of
the atatue was made asan offering from the
Army of the Comberland to the Natloa, and
Predtdent Hayes aceepted the offering on be-
half of the poople of the Uniced States. [uis
estimated that 5BO00U people werd present,
The willtary featursa of the procéssion e
sald to have surpassed anything thiat has been
seen in Washington since the grand review at
the close of the war,

shinking the mointain to ita center, White
man Linkle and Johnson were brought out
terribly burned and about ten Chinamen all
serlously Injured.  As near as can be lenrned
some thirty Ullinamen are kKliled. The second
axploston wrecked the enging and works, Phy
sloians were dispatehed 1o the scena from Ban
dose, and everything possible (8 belng done
for the sufferera. From additional reporta
concerning the explosion it transpires that
three explosions oceurred. The Hrst took
place at 11:00 p. m., the sesond at 1168 p.om.
and the third st 1330 o m. They wers chang-
Ing the shifts at the tline the first explosion
ook place. Bevonteen Chinamen hasve been
tuken ouly all horeibly barned. Twenty-four
dead remaln in the tunnel.

A Chinaman named Al Wo was takien out
buarned about the chost and (njared (nternal-
Iy,  He wan found dead in lis eabin an hour
afterward-—atrangled with a sllk searf. Chi-
nenen sy he langed imself, but the Indisa-
tlous wre that e was strangled by fflends to
put him out of misery. There s n terrible
sonne of suffering in eamp and rainall aronnd
the mouth of the tunnel.

A Roval Treasurs.

Tarx Spaniards of Pern have always
believed that the subjacts of the Inons,
at the time of the conquest of thelr
country by Pizarro, buried large
smounts of gold, and that the secret of
the places where the gold was buried
has been handed down from father to
son, through successive generations,
the objuoct ,ﬁuing to restore the Ineas
when the rule shall be renewed, as the
Peruvians long believed it should be—
n striking proof that it was o good rule.
This belief was not like that which so
many North Americans have had in the
burial of vast treasures by that roving
Captain Kidd, and which farnished to
Poe the subject of the hest of his
strange stories; but the Spanish belief
had betlter foundation than any that
had been bronght forward in support of
the American tradition. Out of novels
no one has ever found sny of Kidd's
treasure—if treasure that worthy ever
had; but in Peru it has more than once
happened that grest sums have been
found. About s hundred years ngo an
Indian left in possedsion of a woman,
ns security for a small debt, & number
of golden ligures, making her promise
that she would show them to no one,
Wanting money herself soon afterward,
she in her turn pawned them to the
priest of her village, Some months
having elapsed, the Indinn returned nod
elaimaed his images. The womsa roughi
them of the priest, but he suspected
somathing, snd, having compelléd hor
to tell where she got them. the Indian
was thrown into prison, where, having
bewn subject to Lorture, he pointed out
the placo where for 200 years s grest
quantity had lsin conoealed, having
beun buried thers by some noble Pero-
vians, The value of it was 82,500,000

—i vary pretiy profit on such capital as
injustice, falsehood and torture, ‘The
story goes that the Indian added that,
if they dug to a certain depth, u jet of
water would spring up and tlood the
valley, where the tremsure lay under
the rock; and the spot is now covered
by a lake with a small island in the
centor of it.  What became of the In-
dian our authority does not state; but,
judging from the ususl masnner in
whﬁ:h Spanisrds treated such man, it
was probably tragical enough.

Marrying a soldier, she loft her
native village, Sroohef, and settlod in
St Peteraburg, Two vedrs Wefors her
denth she returned to her native pinde,
o widow and penniless, The villagers
wara mueh alurmed ather appearance,
belng afrald that she would cause them

reat trouble, The boldost, or perhaps
the most cowardly of them. wanlsd to
av once shut ap the witeh in her hotse
and burn her. Hut b that time the
villagers did not dure to carty oul this
plan,  Agraphenn was poor and sickly,
and lived chiefly upon charity. Some
of the «illage fmmilies, out of fedr of
the supposed witall, veed to satisfy all
hor wishas; while othord, aspetially tha
poor ones, had to refuse her dempnds,
and were wont to aseribe to her all the
onses of sickness anid all the seeidents
that befell them, While living in St
Potersbury, Agraphens had becomoe no.
quainted with the properties of many
valunble medicines, and after her re-
tarn to the village she often attendad
the sick, sometimes with wonderful suo-
cees.  This only confirmed the populur
belief in her witchoraft. U!lh!l.[)pl\.\' for
horsell, she neither admitted nor de-
nied openly that she was a witeh| per-
haps she proforred to lenve things us
they were, drawing, no doubt, a profit
from the villngers’ fenrs.

In January, 1870, a young woman
waa suddenly taken sick and died; then
two other women were prostrated by
some kind of nervous -”I!mum. They
eried that they wore **spolled™ by the
witeh., Their parents ttied te propiti-
ate Agraphenn with their tears and
presenis, But to all their entrestics
she simply nuswered: ** Ldid not injure
them, nor eun | help them." Then there
arose a grent Indignation; the men of
the village sssembled and decided to
shut up the witch in her house, to feed
lier there, but on no account w allow
her to visit any other house. This
plan was to be oarried out immediataly.
Ou February l6th a doaen of the vil-
lagers went to the honse of Agraphena,
They took along with them nails and
planks, Arriving there they senrched
the woman's trunks for charms; excapt
several phials of medicines, they found
nothing nuu\:iuloua; but w the simple-
minded and excited pensunts these
seamed to be the most positive proof of
witchoraft. To make a long story
short, Agraphenn was shut up in the
house, the door and windows were se-
curely closed and nailed, snd, though
this had been no pavt of the original
[)lu.n. the house was set on fire, The
alnae attracted at once a erowd of peo-
ple; many expressed their gratitioation,
and nobody daved to interfers in behulf
of the vietim.  Among the others eame
the brother of Agraphena. He rushed
to the door and tried to break it in: but
was not allowed to do so. * The Mir
have so decided, let her burn,” eried
the mob. Some of the more humane,
however, approached the window nnd
shouted to the woman: * Qonfess thy
vrimes, and we will save thee.'t But
she kept silent. To her despairing
brother she nnswered; ** Brother, I am
not guilty.” One of the crowd suid
aloud: * There Is yet time to save the
womnn; letus do it ot ones, or we shall
suffer severely.” * Don’t touch her,"
said n septungenarian; ** [ answer for
this deed with my head,” The fate of
the woman was sesled, nobody thereaf-
ter tried to save her.

The Horge---Ailments to Which Ha i

Liable an Oold Wenther Sota In.

It is now quité lmportant to watoh
the condition, not enly of the working
horses, but also of those in pasturd,
such o8 are allowed to remain out in
storms and in the night time. If the
horae lave n heavy cont,und many
horses have at this time of the year, it is
of the utmost importance to drive them
maoderntuly, na they are linble to sweat
oonsily, snd if allowoed to stand in a
draught of air will be veéry liable to
take cold, Horsea with extra henvy
ooata are very lisble to be soft, and
In such a condition take cold
very easily. Many horsemen and
some  veterinarians, advise clipping
the eoat in such a ense, rensoning that
by lessening the warm covering, the
perspiration will pass off promptly,
thus keeping up the vigor of the horse,
preventing taking cold,

Horses found to be pm‘.ﬂ‘:ll‘ing‘ easily,
wspecially if they seem to be at all dis-
turbed in theie breathing, should not
be pushed. To hunrry a bhorse in this
condition is quite likely to fasten lung
difMealty upon him. You will observe
this by the quickened breathing, and
after the horse is put into his stall, es-
pecinlly if the wenther is cool, he is
very likely to have a chill. This s a
congestive stage, the blood leaving the
surface and concentrating upon the
Iungs, bronehinl tubes or throat, or
upon all three ut once. This should be
gunrded against by rubbing the surface
dry ns soon nd the horse comes ofl kis
drive, on no account allowing him to
stand for one moment in a draoght of
cold air, Rub him dry and blanket him
well, observing carefully whether or
not he stands with his back humped np,
and whether he eats his rations or not.
If e stands in the position named and
leaves his fead untouched, then you
have resson to anticipsate trouble, Re-
netion will come on and yon are linble
to have u ense of peute inllammation of
the throut, bronchia or Inngs, and to
determine  which, being abh! at the
same time to institute o safe plan of
treatment o competent velerinnry sur-
geon ghonld be onlled.

Thore sre other dificulties that are
linble to set in at this senson of the
yenr., Thus, the feeding of new grain
genorally disturbs digestion. A degree
of internal irritation and disturbanes
sets in, and in o corresponding degres
the skin and kidneys, important outlets
for refuse matter become inetlicient and
refuse to net ns in health, Impurities
enter the sirodlation, the animel be-
comes dull in spirits, the heart nots in
n disturbed manner, the return of the
venous blowd from the extremities to
the heart is impeded. The legs swell,
the hindmost first, mainly becsuse
these are farthest from the source of
power, Thisswalling comes from tardy
and ineMeiont action of tho heart, the
blood thereby being allowed 10 remain
too long in the extreme vessels, filters
through into the adjacent cellular tis-
sun, In this wny horses get their
swollad legs, Bandaging, rtﬁ;hiug. or
brisk exercise osuses the swelling to
abate, either of the meuns named pro-
moting the absorption of the infil-
trated fluid, and its retorn into the
circnlation. The mere abatement
of the swelling need not boe taken
ns evidence of relief of the system from
the genoral vitlated state, [t 8 no evi-
dence of this nnless the dissppearsncs
of tho swalling be neoompanied by re-

A Stupendous Awindler

Towarp the end of 1874 Phillippart
burst like o meteor on the [inancial
horizon of Paris. He crested the
B:mfpm Franco Sollanduisé, became
President of the Credit Mobilier, and
artached himself to many other com-
punies, He onme to grief, and was de-

| olured a bankrupt both nt Paris and

Hrussels, his linbilities amounting to
28,000,000 franes. Four years elapsed,
and this ostastrophe wns sinking into
oblivion, when Phillippart resppenared.
It wns noised nbeut that he had settled
with his creditors, not in cash, but -hﬂ
showing them that he had scted wit

sincerety, and had not enriched himself
ab their axpense, and had worked con-
scientiously, but had succumbed to =
great conlition sgainst him of the great
railway companies who sought to pre-
vent hﬁn from grouping all small hnes
into the seven gruu: compuny. His
creditors believed him and absolyved
him, and he resppearsd in the financial

world. He created the new bank,
Banque EuroPlcmnﬂ. and wns empow-
ered to raise ita capital to 100,000,000

francs, and issned shares ut a consider-
ble premium, He mmle no promises.
He simply rominded the publio thut it
wus he who invited it to subscribe.
Elis tirst issue was of 40,000 shares
of 500 frumcs, nominal at 700 francs,
They were subscribed four times
over. A genernl mecting held at Brus-
sols authorized him to continoe his is-
sues and 17,000,000 francs entersd the
coffers of the Banque Europienne. Then
commenced a kind of race sgsinst
Bourse speculations, Phillippart bought
un enormous number of shares of Credit
Mobilier, the Chairmanship of which
he wished to revover. His name was
mixed up with a variety, of schemes,
and in .‘r!lui‘t he shone more hrilliung.id);
than over, and, as if endowed wi

finsncial ubiguity, ot the sottlement of
October 18th it wns  whispered some
difficulties had impeded his operstions
sod that he had to  pay very dearly for
money. The settlement, however,
passed over four days sgo. He an-
nounced to the Board of the Bangue
Europienne that the coming settlement
would be difficult; thet ke found it hard
to ralse money, and thet he wis going
to Lioge, in Belgium, to procure money.
He started and news from him was
anxionsly expeated, but two duys passed
without tidings. Tuesday evening the
Europisnne Board met, snd a telegram
was sent him. Thers was no reply.
The Bangue's logal ndvisers were sent
for nnd the state of things examined
into.  Phillippart's liabillties to the
Banque smounted to three or four mill-
on irunua. but the Bangue held an
enormous quantity of Crediv Mobilier
shares, snd it reckened its shares in
the purchases of the Grand Hotel and
the hotel Scoriba ns an usset of three or
tour million francs. The position of
the Banguse was therefors on the
vondition of the bonds it sold pot being
thrown on the market. The statutes
provided that no operstion of Phillip-
part should bind the concern unloss en-
dorsed by two Directors. The Board
doeided {t. hlel?i l?lmi mpl;g the repon-
sibility of ppart’s Bourse opera-
1iunn.ty On the d's decision and
Phillippart's disappesrance becoming
known on the Bourse the efect was like
a thundercinp. Phillippart was ** ede-
crated,” as it 1s called, the balnnece due
by him reaching 6,500,000 franc. Thurs-
day evening it was aftirmed that a com-
promise was sbout to be effected be-
tween the Bangue Europienne sad the
brokers ou s baals to be ngwd upon,
