Somsthing About Fiji.

The receipt of the first discovery of
Fiji, published in 1879, suggests some |
remarks about that group, which is
destined to occupy u prominent place
in the future of the Pacific half of our

lobe. The islands are situnted in lat-
itude eighteen degreos south, nearly in
a direct line between San Francisco and
Sydney, 1,400 miles from the latter
Q‘nn. and about the snme distance from
New Zealand, Tahita, Honoluly, the
Muarshall [slands, Caroline Islands, and
New Guinen, and half a8 far from New
Caledonia and the New Hebrides, Solo-
mon, Ellice, Samonn, and Friendly
groups, Amid all these, Fiji is 0 cen-

tral point, with the prospect of great
commercial facilities when Micronesin |
—a nome jpeluding those small islanda |
of the South Proiflo—is well suppl.ed
with stenm-vessels. Five years ago
kiji became a British colony, but the
civilized anthority was so wenk in some
of the smaller iu?&muls. or distriets re-
mote from the seaports, that esnnibal-
ism did not cense till two years later.

The group has an ares of 7,000,000
acres, much of which belongs to the
Colonial Government, and is offered
for sale at five dollars an nore for first-
olass, and less for poorer qualities,
The area cultivated by white sertlers s
13,000 acres, and no mention is made
of the ncres sold to white men, be-
longing to natives, or of unsold of the
first quality. The group has eighty
islands, making an archipelago 370
miles long by 260 wide. There are 120,-
000 natives, including 20,000 available
for work, but, when employed as labor-
ers, they idle awny their time, unless
olosely watched. Their wages are twen-
ty dollars n yeur, besides food, cloth.
ing, and tobaceo, costing twenty dollars
more, making the total expense less
than four dollars & month. Natives of
New-Britain and New-Ireland, hired by
terms of three years at twenty dollars
4 year, are more industrions. With
such wages there is no chance for a
white man to make anything as-a la-
borer, and there is little opportunity to
make much as an employer unless he
hns 810,000 enpital to begin with. The
chief exports are cocoannts, cotton and
sugar, and it is supposed that coffes
will be largely cultivated. The dried
coconnut, called copra, makes up
nearly two-thirds of the exports: and
of the 143,000 acres planted by white
settlers, 6,000 are in cocoanuts, 2,600
in votton, 1,500 in sugnar-cane, 1,000 in
coffee, and 260 in srrow-root. We are
told that all these can be oultivated
[)m!ilnhh,'. Janusry, the hotlest month,
108 6 mean tempeornture of 84 degroees,
with o maximum of 99 degrees in the
shade, and 160 degrees in the sun; and
July fins 5 menn of 77 degrees, with a
minimum of 67 degrees three fect from
the ground, 55 degrees in the grass,
and o maximum of 85 degroees in the
shade nnd 140 degreesin thesun. There
is never a month when the heat does
not go to 140 degrees in the sun. The
coldest month of Fiji is about twenty
degrees hotter than the warmest
weather in San Francisoo, if the adjec.
tive cold ean be applied to any month
in the former place or warm to uny in
the lutter. Though Fiji has 100 inches
of ruin in the nverage year, it has only
150 rainy days, and the chimate is gon-
erally considered a very plonsant one
for those nccustomed to the torrid zone.
There ure no malignant fevers or ma-
lnrial disenses, and the vegetation is
most luxurinnt and beaatiful. Taken
altogether, Fiji will always be consid-
ored a tropicsl paradise.—San Fran-
ossco Alla.

A New Bouth Oarolina Method,

The Bourbons of South Carolina have
hit upon a new method of disfranchis-
ing the Roepublicans of that State.
Hitherto bulldozing and  ballot-box
stufling have been the agencios used
for this purpose. The negross have
been intimiduted by loss of employ-
ment, indiotments upon tromped-up
charges, midnight raids, threats of
death, perseoution of every deseription,
and Ko-Kluxism in its worst forms, un-
til they have befn afraid to exercise
their privileges of citizenship. To com-
plote the work of disfranchisement, the
tissue-paper ballot wns resorted to st
the last election, and packuges of these
were dumped into the boxes, in some
places excesding the entire registered
votes of a precinot or district, so that
there should not be an obstacle in the
way of filling every office in South Car-
olins, from the highest to the lowest,
with Bourbons. This work was se-
complished; not only was the Republie-
an State Government overthrown, but
avery petty office was oceupied in pal-
pable violation of law, and the State
sent to Washingion five Bourbon Repre-
sentatives, three of whom misrepresent
strongly Republionn districts in seats
which they have stolen by the most
burefaced frands ever perpetrated in
this conntry,—frauds which mighteven
have put Tammany to blush in the
pulmicst days of the Tweed-Tilden
regime, Bulldozing and ballot-box
stufling, the methods of the rifle-clubs
and midnight riders, and the tissue-
paper swindle have been so thoroughly
exposed and so clearly proven that
the Bourbons of Sonth Carolina dare
not resort to these methods in anoth-
or election.  They know that it would
arouse 4 storm of indignation from one
end of the country to the other. Some
other method must be devised, and this
has been accomplished in the special
session of the Legislature,  1tis impor-
tunt to note at the very outset that the
Bourbons do not attempt to deny that
the State is Republican. The Charles-
ton News and Courier, which defends
the new infamy, says: **The colored
people arestill here. They are still the
majority. They can on the color line,
which is likewise the line of ignorance,
and prejudice, alect their candidates in
1880, as they elected them from 1868 to
1874, The voles are there (o do sl
And again: ' As surely ns water seeks
its own level the negro gravitates to-
ward the Republican party.'” Thereis
no hesitation in the statement that this
Republiean majority shall be overcome,

The snme paper says, ** With these
faots beforo us, and starting with the
assumption that it is the settled pur.
pose in South Carolina that the invelli-
goent and responsible citizens shall rule,
whethor they are nominally in the ma-
jority or not, what course shull the peo-
ple of the State tnke to make them-
selves safe sod avoid the horrible strain
of such elections as the |ast, with their
uncertsinties and manifold anplensant-
nessas?'

The course has been determined upon,
It is the passage of a regiatry law dis-
franchising every elector who onnnot
read and writa, and, as the Bourbona of
that State for twelve years past have
not only afforded the negroes no oppor-
tunities for ¢dueation but have mani-
fested the most bitter hostlity to it, itis
easy 6 see where the burden of this in-
fumous law will full with the heaviest
woight. According to the last census
there was u toial male white population
above the nge of twenty-one in that
State of 62,547, of whom 12,480 were -
Hterates, and & total male colored p-
ulstion above that age of 85.475‘.‘)0!
whom 70,830 were illiterates. Admit.
ting that the lnw mukes no discrimina-
tion, it would disfranchise one-fifth of
the white Democratic electors and more
than four-fifths of the colored Repub-
lioan eleotors, 1t may be suid that some
of the negroes must have learned to read
and write ~ince 1870, but thiswill make
no differesos in the appliostion of the
luw.  All the laws of South Carolins
are supposed to  be operated in
the interests of every citizen, snd yet
it is notorious that a negro guilty of
a certain offense oun be punished and
a white man cannot. The statutes visit
the hlack man with the full penalties,
while they can be sufficlently strained
to ullow any white man to escape, 1t
will not be & severe tax upon the quali-
ty of South Carolina justice to demand
that s colored man who says that he
can resnd snd write shall read well and
write distinotly, and we have svery rea-
son to infer that his exsmination in
these tests will be of u searching ohar-
soter; while any white man who osn
make his mark will be admitted to the
right of suftrnge. There is no feature
of this new methodof disfranchisement
which is not ns Infamous sndas corrupt
s the old methods, Itis a deliberste
declaration that the Republioans of
South Carolina shall not vote at the
next eleotion. [vis s bold aod villain.

fora. In » recent letter to Mont-
gomery Blair, a Demoerat of Missouri
onlls attention to the fact that cironlars
adverse to Mr. Tilden have been dis-
tributed in that State, emansting ap-
parently from Tammsc =, but bearing
the frank of SBenator Veut. He states,
too, thut Senator Cockrall, during his
last visit at home, urged strongly that
the nowmination of Mr. Tilden waa
impracticabls, and wounld prove if
made, most fatal. These two Senntors,
it will be remembered, were active
Confedarates, one in tho rebel Con-

e48 and the other in the rebel army.
Then the writer observes that if an
other man than Mr. Tildan should be
nominated, the Convention might as
well declare publicly that Mr. Tilden
and his unexampled “ cause’ lind been
put aside to plense ** John Kelley and
the Confedernte Brigadiers.' This
seems o be a little strained, but there
is truth in it

When Mr. Tilden is set aside, no mat-
ter at whose demand, the Demooratio
party loses n grievance which it has
counted upon as of inealoulsble import-
ance. It virtually confesses that it did
not elect a President in 1876, and that
it has been howling ocontinually for
nearly four years, and accusing its op-
ponents of fraud without the & ighwut
renson, It confesses that Mr. Tllden
was not really elected when it refuses
to nominate him ngnin; confosses that
the devioes by which pretended majori-
ties in certain disputed States wers se-
cured wers, in fact, dishonest and
fraudulent; confesses thet it has shame-
fully slandered lesding Republicans in
obarging that they procured false and
dishonest declarations of the result in
those States; and confésses that the
subsequent attempt to buy Electoral
votes had not the poor excuse that
grime could be defeated only by crime,
but was, in fact, an impudent sad
wicked attempt to swindle the conntry
and to defent the will of the people, In
auch a position, is it possible that the
Demoecratio ;:uu'ty could command its
full strength? Its leaders know better.
What Mr. Tilden may do to svenge
himself upon his associates, if they
treat his claims with contempt, is an-
other question. The one thing certain
is that the party would lose, and that
very heavily, if it should set him aside.
He knows the fact, and trades on it.
But other men know it also. Without
any further effort on his part the Demo-
eratio party must suffer severely if it
nominates any other candidata.

Then it is nlso true that Mr. Tilden
and his friends would have nomathlng
to say. Openly, perhaps, they woul
make no sign. ut there are man
ways of stabbing a Presidential candi-
date, especinlly when the Electoral
vote of one State is absolutely neces-
anry to his suocess. Many active und
influentinl Democratic workers are ful-
Iy convineed that Mr. Tilden has baen
wronged. They have from him or his
friends personal pledges; they expect
to share in the fatness of the land if he
ghonld be electad. To them, it would
seem 8 grievous personal wrong to set
him aside. Thersafter, they would be
cold and lukewsrm, and s campai
would have to get off without their mid,
or not at all. r. Tilden does not neod
to utter a word of complsint. Disap-

ointed friends would make it very hard
or any other Democratic eandidate to
suooeed, though he should never lift s
finger to restrain or guide them. And
the whole contest will turn upon the
very State in which Mr. Tilden and
his most intimate friends have the
groatest power. 1f the Demoornts can-
not oarry New York, with Mr. Til-
den's friends discouraged and angry,
and with Mr, Tilden himself in no help-
ful frime of mind, they know that they
ecannot win at all,

On the other hand, if they nominate
him, what is to be done? Public opin-
ion has some powaer, even in the Demo-
eratio parcty. Thefeeling that a candi-
date ought not to need continual de-
fense will have its weighl. Every day,
from the beginning to the end of
the cumpaign, Demoerats will be
compelled to explain and defend. The
non-psyment of income tax, the busi-
ness arrangements with Mr, Field, the
relatlons with Mr. Hewitt, the cipher
dispatches and the attempls to buy
Electors, and all tha phuses of politieal
trickery bi whioh Mr. Thurman has
Leen slanghtered in Ghio, and Governor
Garoslon hns been encoursged in Muaine,
will be thrust upon the sttention of
Democrats continually. It will betire-
some for them to be alwavs on the de-
fensive. Mr. Tilden, too, fails com-
pletely to represent either wing of the
party. He will not commit himself to
the soft-money notions of Western
Democrats, nor will he consent to favor
Southern claims, nor Western river im-
provements, for he cannot without
throwing away his last chanoe in New
York. And yet Mr, Tilden does not
command the confidence of his party
on these questions, Eastern Demo-
ornts do not foel that thuy can trust
him, as opposed to inflation, or repudi-
atton, or Southern olaimuy, or Southern
and Western jobs. Between the two
glements hoe must fall, distrusted by
hoth.

In this State, where Mr. Tilden's fate
would be decided, if he should be a can-
didate, he has to reckon with Tammany.
He alone has made the warfare impla-
cable between himself and the Tam-
many ohiefs. They have learned that
his success wonld be death tothem, All
conceivable pledges would go for noth-
ing, in the estimation of those who
have made the fight nst  him.
N that he onn say or do will
lond them to trust him.
ooeds at all in this State, il must be
with the merciless anml? of men who
control seventy thousand Democratic
votes in this State, To fight against
such odds would seem madness, but for
the fact that the would have to
faoe a different but almost as "
peril if it should nominste anybody
else.— N. ¥.
