No amount of kneading, beating, or
chopping ean give good bread, of the
firat quality, from poor or second rate
flotir. The best quality of flonr I8 not
suflicient, either, to make first-cluss
brend §f the yeast is not of the best, Por-
feot flour, the perfection of yonst, will
not do it if the dough is allowed to sour,
or appronch so nearly to souring ns to
destroy the pure swoet flavor of the
wheat. If too much yeast is used no
perfeotion of qunality either in flour or
yonst will secure good bread, It ls n
mistake which most cooks are very
prons to make, unless onrefully in-
struoted by the mistross, to use too Inrge
6 quantity of yeast, It expedites their
work, no doubt, but makus their labor
unsutisfactory. It must bo confessed
that very many otherwise excollent
cook-books make the same mistake,
Some people are color-blind, and others
nre equally deficient in taste and smell;
and such will never make good cooks,
We know honsekeepers who tell us they
con not distinguish between sttong but-
ter or sweet butter; botwoen sour bread
and that whose flavor is ns sweet as new
wheat. And these are the ones, who, if
their bread is light and tender, do not
droam that it may be rained by the
strong taste of the hops and too much
salt, or by too much yeast.

In baking bread the oven shounld bhe
hot enough to prevent any further fer-
mentation, but not so hot s to begin to
brown or bind the crust and prevent its
rising any more. The oven must not be

Winter Care of Stock,

THE time of the year has now come
for every farmer to take into full con-
sideration the advantages of providing
good suitable shelter for wull the live
stook he may have about him to be eared
It is a
difioult matter to caleulate Pm. the
amount of loss that may be suffered in
keeping o Eivnn number of either oattle,
hogs or sheep through a winter senson
in our climate without proper shelter, as
much will depend on the kind of wenth-
er we may hpve during the winter, but
thore Is no doubt but that there is more
or less in all cases of the kind. Alter-
nate freezing and thawing, with a mix-
ture of rain, sleet and snow, makes the
worst kind of weather for live stock to
suffer expogure in, wnd there is hardly
any kind of stock can be expecied to
hold its own in weight and condition
with all the feed that may be given,
where it is fully exposed to such weather
as wo bave described. 1t is not a vm'r
costly matter to provide sheltor for all
the stock that is usually kept on a mod-
arnte sized farm, and we are satisfied
that therp i no inveistment o {armer
could muke that would pay a better
profit in the way of saving than to see
to it that all the stock of every kind that
he may have about him shall have
good, comfortable shelter from all win-
ter storms.

These offéota are for
the majority of peopla most pleasantly
abtnined by bathing in water about
thirty-five to forty dogrecs below the
tomperature of the body—the usial
tamperature of unheatad water in June
and July.
