How News Was Carrled Forly Years
Ago,

If not the oldest of all, Mr. W. F.
Miskoy, now of Medin, Pa., is ceriainly
one a‘v the oldest newspapor men in the
State, His journnlistic éareer bogan in
Ootober, 1856, whon he entered the
servien of the Uniled States Gazelle, of
Philadelphin, which was then published
at I 05 Dook Street. Mr. Miskey, in
reviewing his oarly exporience nsn news

therer draws npon an almost exhast-
oas fund of interesting reminiscences.
One of his achievemonts was Lo git a
copy of Governor David R. Torler's
mossage from Harrisburg to "hiladel-
phiia in time for publication the mornin
afterit was rend, Snow had obstricte
the track, but the conductor headad the
earnest appenls of the solitary messen-
gor, who waa the only passanger on tho
train, and made up time enough to
strike o connocting train at Lancaster,
That conduotor was Johin Brown, now
a olerk in the Philadelphia Postoffice,

York State voting the day after New
Jersey), it was thonght if the result was
favorable for the \Whigs, that the news
should be gent in time to New York to
influence the election there.
