many {nults there may bem othor de-
Thae tigures concerning the
rroal cities are of wspecial signiticance,
heeause ench of them is a center of po-
litical power, and their population is
continuully growing by the influx ol
political advance-

districts who seek more aotive sphercs
for their ventures in logitimate busi-
ness, in speculation, and also in politics.
Looking through the census tables, we
find that Philadelphin has a larger pro-
portion of native inhabitants than any
of the In'go vitles, except somo of those
in the Southern States like Baltimore,
Now Orleans and Loulsville.

In New Yo k the foreign inhabitnnts
arve about forty per cent., in Brooklyn
nbout thirty, in Hoston about thirty-one,
in Chiengo nbout foity (or the same as
Now York', in Buffulo and Jersey City
about fiity, in Cleveland and Nowar
nearly forty, in Cineinnati about thirt{':
while in Philadelphin they sre only
about twenty-thrie per cent. of the
whole population. tn the basis of
these faots it may rightly be claimed
thut Philadelph's is more distinotly
Ame iean than any of the olties nnmed,
Compnrison  with New York oxhibits
the composition of the two cities in
more detail, and we give this condensed
table showing the countries of which
the respective inhabitants of the two
cities were natives at the time the con-
sus of 1880 was taken:

People wrock their
norvons aystom by Irqut fofons habits of
life, and the vesult is unsound sleep,
dyspepsin and conntledy other evila, A
little advice to guch persons may not bha
ont of place, They should, of courss, b
eareful to abandon that method of life
which brings thom into physioal disor-
der. Thoir complnint may bo fod by
tobaoeo; narcotics shonld be avoided.
Ono onuse of their tronble may bo that
thoy take insuflicient outdoor exeroise.
Porhaps they drink too much tea or
coftee or eat too much flesh meat. There
aro s thousand practioes allowed by con-
vontion which are in themsolves harmful
and prejudicial to the health.

The quality of sleep may be improved
by diminishing the length of time spant
in bed. A hot shower bath at bed<time
cleansos the skin and pre-disposes to
sleep. Many a toiling business or liter-
ary man goes to bed tired and worn
ont, only to toss from one side to an-
other. His brainis hotand full of blood,
while his feet are cold. Ho thinks over
again the thoughts that have been en-
gaging his attention during the day, or
dops ovor again the busincas that haa
onlled forth his energics for twelve or
sixteen honrs past.  His night is n round
of tossing to and fro. Is there any won-
der that, failing to find out what is the
truo and naturnl remedy for his pnins,
ho resorts to opintes, which ho knows
will give him tomporary roliof?

Thero is one sure and anfe way to rem-
edy his pains.  If, aftor leaving work, ho
would take a brisk walk of a mile or two,
before going to bed, and then after tho
walk would hold his head under s straam
of cold water, ho would find reliecf—that
Is, mlpposinF he does this when he is
first troubled with sleeploss nights. Bat,
no; if he lives half & mile or more from
his work he takes a ocar home, and,
throwing off his clothes, goes to bed as
quickly as possible, :
