AN "AWFUL EXPLOSION.

Twolvo Hundrod Pounds of Dynn-mlt- o

Explodo with Tor-rlb- lo

EfToct.

Five Men Hlown to Atoms The Shock
Felt Pirtjr-Mtl- Away Trees

and Tclcgrnph 1'oles
Uprooted.

Sunday morning 1,'J00 pounds of dyna- -
Vnlto exploded nt Brooks' Tuniioll, eighty
five miles from this city, on thu llnltlinnro
AOhloroad. tcsiiltlne In the death of flvo
men. Brooks' Tunnel Is being widened to '!

admit of layln? an additional track, a single
track passing through It at the present lime.
The. dynamite was stacked In tin cans on
thu side ot tho hill, a short dis-

tance from the tunnel, with a shed put over
It for protection. Yeslenlay inonitnt a
freight train had passed thiouzhthn tunnel.
nnd was for the passago ot
tho express, due one hour after
tlio arrival of tho freight. Tho crew of the
train, having n lclsuro hour, walked back
on tno tracK.

Tho men sauntered nlong for a short dis-

tance nnd approached to tho vicinity of the
deadly explosive. Robert Hammond, tho
watchman at tho tunnel, was preparing to
go out hunting nnd had n loaded gun In his
possession, tho load having been In some
time. George Reynolds, the engineer ot the
train, concluded to sco whether or not the
load could bo discharged. Ho pulled tho
trigger and tho report ot the gun wns fol-

lowed by the explosion of the magazine ot
dvnamlte. The five men who were near,
viz., George Reynolds, James Fisher, II. R.
Beckwlth, T. II. Dean nnd Robert Ham-
mond, were instantly hurled Into eternity.
The bodies were not only terribly
mangled, but actually so dlslnlcgraded
that they could . not bo recognized.
The foot and hand of George Reynolds, who
resides with his family at Confluence, seven
miles instant irom the scene, were lounu,
and was tho only part of the body of any of
tho victims that could bo recognized. The
torn Umb3 were identified, the hand by a
fmger-rln- nnd tho portion of a leg by the
overalls that clung to them.

Tlio windows of a house In Urslna; seven
miles distant, were shattered. A drummer
was eating breakfast nt Suinmltvllle, at tho
Summit House, eighteen miles distant, and
felt the shock, which rattled dishes on tho
table Sorno of the railroad crew, who llvo
fifty miles from the scene, heard the sound
of the explosion and felt the shock.

The telegraph poles for some distance
around were torn irom the ground nnd
thrown Into tho river. No damage was
done to tho railroad. Tho scene around the
placo of the explosion Is honlhle in the ex-

treme, the rocks, trees nnd ground being
covered with small pieces of quivering
human flesh. The intestines of one man
were found hanging suspended on the limbs
of a large tree.

Thanksgiving Proclamation.
Washington, D. C Oct. SO.

The President has issued the following
Thanksgiving proclamation :

BY the President ok the United
States or America, a Proclamation :

In furtherance of the custom of this people
at the closing of each year to engage upon
a day set apart for that purpose, In a special
festival o praise to the Giver of all good,
I, Chester A. Arthur, President of the Uni-
ted States', do hereby designate Thursday,
tho twenty-nint- h day of November next, as
a day of National Thanksgiving.

The year which Is drawing to an end has
been replete jv'ih evidences of Divine good-
ness. A prevalence of health, a fulness of
liarvests, a stability of peace and order, a
growth of fraternal feeling, a spread of

and learning, a continued en-

joyment of civil and religious liberty all
these and countless other blessings aro
cause for reverent rejoicing.

A Cyclone Plays Havoc with Prop
erty and Human Life

In Louisa nal.
New Ouleans, Oct. SO.

The 's Waterproof spe-
cial says: A cyclone passed over
Catahoula and Tensas parishes this
morning. The first placo It struck
was James Bowman's plantation, on the
Tensas River. Three houses wero blown
down, nnd four negroes wounded. The
next placo was D. D. Miller's highland
plantation; ono house was lifted from
Its foundation nnd carried about half
a mile into tho woods, and n nemo
rluucli was turned half nround. Tim
Davis, colored, had his uoso broken,
and his wife, another woman and two
children were hurt badly. The cyclone
then d D. Stono's pecan plantation,
and a barn, nnd two houses were blown
down. The next place was U. Moses & Co.'s
Helena plantation, and tho root of the over-
seer's house was carried away. Eight cabins
weio demolished, three persons badly
hurt and seven or eight slightly. Mrs.
Bowman's bouse in Catahoula parish was
blown down. Sho escaped, blither three
children have not been found. Tlireo
houses on W. C. Young's place, three on
WaUlio's and three on Penuenter's placo
were demolished.

Disastrous Explosion In a Pennsyl-
vania Coal Shaft.

An explosion of Hie, damp is reported

Insist however, that It is a scheme of her
enemies to Injure her reputation. It is
probable that tho withdraw
and form a separate congregation.
