He repicsculs
twenty-seve- n cnuntie, which compose the
seventh dlslilct, nnd comprise ovei 37,000
squaro miles ot territory, leaching from
Oilvrstnn, on Ihe Gulf, tu Eiglo Pass, on
the Upper Rio Grande. lie was elected
to Congress ns an Independent by a major-
ity extiedlng 3.CO0 voles oier Findlay,
the Ueinncinlic cumulate.
