TORHENTS OF BAIN.

New Onueans, Mareh 18 —A violent
storm of wiml, attended with torrents of
rin, swopt over Lonislina yesterday from |
the Gulf Const to the State lne.  There
with nogood deal of damage done o proper-
Ly, e In this ety fepees mud signs were
blown down and bulldings unroofed.  Bome
Infury was also done to the shipping in the
port, cansed by vessels broaking loose from
thelr moorings and falling foul of each other,
but no grave disasters occurred, and there
was no loss of 1ife,  Publle interest was
centered on the river levees, which are
already oppressod by the great weight and
foreo of the mighty river, which lashes its
barriers, and s constantly eating tem away.
Under the influence of the wind, the waves
waore driven over the Tevess at twenty pluces |
along the city’s front, and bat for the num-
bors of anxious people gathered alotg the
banks proparved  with tools and  material
to stop the Inelpient  erevasses, many
sprfons  distaters would have  oecourred.
Tiio worst of these was in the parish of
Woest, DBaton Bouge, whero s serlous
brenk hid ocenrred, and  which In splie of
all exertions was vapldly widening, It Is
on the west pide of the river, In a rvich
sugar country. At Mulatto Poinfy just
above Bel Sir plantation, o crevasss was
discovered in the morning. 1t was rapldly
widening, defylng every exiertion from ox-
petienced planters to stop It It will inug.
dnte many miles of conntry on the wesl
biunk of the river, It was sevenly-five feel
wide at dark,  The ¢revasse ot Fashilon
Plontation on the west bank, twenty-nine
miles  above the elty In the parigh
of St Churles, 18 a  sevions  break, |
and there Is bot Hitle hope that it can be
closed at the resent  bigh stago «f
wirter, nnid In the fee of o rising river. A
very serjous erevasse Is annoupesd in
Orlenns parish, on the west bank on the
Fluther's place, sevon miles below Alglers,
It wios sixty fect wide and ten feet deop,
und will tax the utmust stlorts to close it
Amang the minor brenks seven are roport-
@l in the St James Parlsh near the court-
house, and two opposite this clty, one at
Froetown  fewry, and oneg near the Texis |
Pacifie Ratlroad stock yards,  They were |
taken In thue, and will probably be secured.

The especinl
objeots of thesn associations aro Lo give
ndvancos and oredity to seqiire raw
materints nnd to open storos; to mann-
facture snd to sell scommodities; to pro-
dupe the nocossition of lito and of pro-
duetion wholesale and to sell thom in
rotail; to boild dwellings for their mem-
bers and to enltivate Innd.  An original
enpital i tirst formued by those who dn-
alre to Institatoe an associntion by meaus
of subsaribing for shares.  Theso, nl-
thongh remnining the property of Lhose
who subseribed for them, cannot be
withdrawn durisg membership, A re-
serve fund I8 also formoed to preserve
the share-capital Intact in case of losses,
Membisra of each associntlon  belog
liable for the delits and oblightions con-
tracted by it people who would not
think of tristing any individunl mem-
bor are willing 1o trist an assoolation
the mumbors of which are responsible
for each other. Thus the man who

alone cauld got no erodit, if of respeot-
able charnctor and antesedons, is ad-
mittal & mombor of an nssocintion and
nt once obinins an mdvanea in propors
tion to his menans,  Those who thus ob-
taln oredit biod themsolvos to ropny the
stm oredited to the association with all
thair property, jointly and separately,
The formalities of admision to the as-
soeintion are clear pnd distinet, snd are
stringently ubseryed; otherwise moems
bars would try to disprove their mem-
bership where such procedure wonld be
to thn'lr advantazo. No eénse of bank-
ruptey ovonrrell among these associn
tions in 1882—n fuot which speaks for
itself.  Thele erodit ix oousequently,
vory high, and they can always obtain
more. money than they ean use, S0
much o that they are continually re-
ducing the vate of interest on deposits.
The average rato of interest demanded
of borrowers by ations in tho
voears 1878 to 1882 wns 6,57, 6.0, 6,18,
009 and 620 por  eent. respoctively.,
Many of the rvegistered nssocintions
combione in districts for the better safe-
interests,  These ns-
sist one another in  collecting bills and
mutually giving oredit.  Besides thesa
combinations of sssocintions there is
the **genernl association,'” which, nsits
name implies, is o combination of all
the veglstered associations.
