The deceased], whowe maiden name wus
Misn Eloise C. Bacon, was korn o Lines
buro, Berkelire county, Mass, August 16,
1814, and st the time of her death  wan in
ber 70t vear. She was married st the
age of 26, to David Ladd, st Tientun,
Queida connty, N, X, Ociober 10, 1840

The newly muarvied pair smnediately
took up their residence at  Pervysbury,

children—Lonise B, wife of W, W, Price,

Muyw. Loadd's long residence in  this com-
munity numbers ier among the  respected
pioneers of the Valley. She wis o woiman
of exemplary clinpieter and serling worth,
beloved by all who koew her, aoil bier loss
will be keenly felt by o large circle ol
Traends, A physician was fial called 10
nitend her in her lost illuess, 1en  weeks
sloe; a wevk =fn slhie wun  taken with u
congentive enill, from the effeets o which
slie never recovered.

The bhdies of Captain Roby, Wis  wile
and ehild were Lranght to I’er:uhnlg wn
Weldnesday following the disaster, The
bodies of Captain  Roby's wotlier, Mrs,
Alice Wilkinson and the Hittle dangh
Mr. Irresel Champion were tnken to Mau-
mee Clty,  The luneral rites were vbserved
in Mawimee, in the furenoon of that day,
n:l-l thome of Cu]rlm'lu Roby wnd his fnmily
in Perrysburg, in the shernoon, Thess
were deposlied in one common grave,

Captuin Roby was msrried in 1830, and
i thab year was a clerk for Gen, Ilulil.
afterward wansieward on the Commedore
Perry, nud advunced 1o that of eomman-
der of thestenmer Iodlunn., In 1840 Le
tinilt the stenmboat Wave which run be-
tween Taledn and Sandunky City.
