While Yankee
ingenuity is being put to its best to devise
fire escape, n new kind of hoiror presents
itself, against which there can be no pro-

tection nave the faithful discharge of the
duly of tho'C assigned lo look after just
such specimen of rottenness as this.

By the second volume, of llio "Blue
liooK," which lias just in ado its nppear- -
ance, wo nre made acquainted wllh n good
many of the minor details of office holding
which fail to reach us through the oali-na- ry

channels. The "Blue Book" no longer
ngo than tho reign of Mr. Buchanan, was
a volume, containing not more than one
bundled and sixty pages. Tho enormous
multiplication of offices necessitates now
two volumes of n thousand pages nnd nioie
each, which are published every two years
for tlie uso of Congress. The second vol-

ume which pertains distinctively to the
Post Office Department, informs us that
there nre upward of 60,000 potmnsters in
the country, who receive salaries ranging
fi om nine cents, received by llio postmas-
ter at Itedalia, N. C, lo S8,000, received
by Ihe postmaster nt New York City,
There aie 2,000 of these, postmasters who
each receive a salary oi lest Hum $10 per
annum, nnd yet not one ol the 2,400
would rclgn except under the weightiest
kind of a consideration. When postmas
ter were paid silirieu in proportion to
the number of stamps sold, there wns u
lively Interest In bing no-it- inter even
at the Hinallesl cios road ollice, and the
demand fur stamp from llicxo Hllinll office
uecaine so great Unit UiiCie bam begin an
invcsliEiitioti, only In iiiitl that postage
stamps had become the staple currency of
'lie ienl and entered into all sorts of trade,
co.uineico nnd barter. Then Congress
stepped lu and said Unit silarie should be
paid lu accordance with tho number of
stamps canceled at the office, mid this has
canceled much ol Ihedesiieto boa country
postmaster. Beside the nine cent nnstiuns
lenn North Curolinn, there are Ihiity-fou- r

olhein lu tlie country whose aalmy does
not ic.ieh SI per year, and a duzeuof these
are in Ninth Crolina which Stale contri
butes just ns much postal reve
nue as Ilm cost of transporting her mall.
Oidinarlly the work of mikiiii; un a nuar- -

lerly icpoit in a country posioflice, r- -
quirr- - a mum, a patience
beyond that of Job, and a full week of
lime. In ninety-sev- en cases out of one
hundred, Ihe work I not then done lo Ihe
satisfaction of the department, mid the
whole business is relumed lo the
exasperated postmnslcr to be done all over
again, and that postmaster does not live in
the United Stale who sends hi repnit to
Washington without serious misgivings,
nnd, I might say, certainly that it
will come hick for readjustment. A hun
dred jeursif po-l- service in which ihe
method nf keeping l accounts have
not received tho slightest simplification,
have, furnished our md houses with must
uf Ihe inmate thnl politics and religion
liavo to answer lor.

THE MEN OF NOTE.
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0URNK1T MIMSTCttTO wrUJIANi".

Tlio Hon. Joint A. Knssoii, oriovra.

Hon, John A. Kasson, who was lately
appointed as Minister lo Germany, was
born nt Iimlington, Vt, Jnnunry lllh,
1822. Ho acquired the rudiments of his
education in tlio public reboots of his
neighborhood, nnd when twenty yeirs of
age graduated from the University of Ver
mont. Upon leaving this institution he
determined to study law, nnd pursued a
course of rending in Massachusetts ; and
nfler being admitted to practice he removed
to St. Louis, where he engaged in his pro-fes- lon

until 1673, when he settled In Dcs
Moines, Inwa. in the following year he
was elected Stale Director in the organiza-
tion of the Stnlo B ink of Iowa, and in the
nxl was Stale Conimmioiier to investi-
gate and report on the condition of tlie
Executive Department of Inwa, At that
lime lie wns elected Chairman of the

Stale Committee, mid in I860 lie
wns both a deleg ite to the Chicago Conven-

tion and tlie Representative ot Iowa on the
l'latlorm Committee. Upon the inaugur-
ation of President Lincoln, Mr. Knssoii
was appointed First Assistant Postmaster-Gener- al,

a position he occupied until the
lull of 18C2, when ho reigned to accept n

.nomination for Congres, but in the ensuing
election was defeated. In 1SC3 he wns np
pointed United States Commissioner to the
International Postal Congtcs, held in
Pari. On his return ho wns elected a

member of tho Thtrly-EIch- th Congress,
and at the close of that was chosen for the
Thlrty-nlnl- In 1807 ho visited Great
Britain, Franco; Belgium, Holland, Ger-
many, Switzerland and Italy, as Commis-
sioner on the part of the United Stales tn
negotiate postal connection, and succeeded
in inducing all the Government excepting
Hint of France to sign the preliminary
agreements. From 1SCS lo 1873 he served
ns member of the General Assembly of
