dinver sl Felix Argenti's in 1854, since
when it rings in my earm and bringy tean
to my eves, Truth is, indeed, stranger
than fiction, for in 1848 Norvell died, |
was sppointed United States district attor-
ney lur Miehigin, snd st once 1 started
again fer Daniel Brown, the counterfeiter,
and ha, 10 escape me, fled to Callfurnia in
18560 Jiaking with Lim $80,000 of spurious
and counlerfeit bank bills of the Btate
Bank- of Misouri, that never suspended

wmyments, tnd in the mountaine ol Cali-
’mun he exchanged all his connterfeit bills
fur Californla gold slugs, and hurried back
to Cleveland and Akron, paid off Lis coun-
sel oo, K, P, Spauldingatill living there,
prid off the incumbrances sn the Lwelve
hnndred acreaul land on the islund, gave
L« wother several thousands of duollars,
and then died of consumption, 1o which
he hind always & strong tendency, and wus
buried. But that s not the end. The
Misouri Pokes, an we eall them in Calic
fornis, in aluost three months found that
theirr $100 Mimouri bank bills were wertls
Jewr, mpuricas, and courterfeit, and so they

gat tugether, wppolnted n  committes of
three to follow Dan Brown howme 1o Cleve-
Landd, eompell him to relund their $80,000
or Kill him in his trucks, And howe Lhe
commiiles came.

Going to Cleveland, they ealled on Judge
Spaulding, who was amuzed 10 see mich a
body on ssch an errand. He explained
Brown's arrival, the disposition of his
money and hin death,but they were inered
wlocs, and so they went 1o Akron, tLiking
Judge Spaulding with them. There they
found Brown's msther acd Lils widow, but
their money was gone, und Dan Brown
was in Lis grave, ns it wan snid, but they
would not believe it, Bo they went 1o the
cemetery, had the body disinterrad, the
voffin opened. when sire enongh Danel
Bruwn was Leyond the reach of eaurta, vig-
ilance commitiees, and even Misomi gol.l-
diggerse, They went buck, resolved that
hencelorth, like old Thomus Beaton, they
wonld be balliunisis only.
