It is evident Itom stthrcrjucul develop-men'- s

that tho Democrats of Henry
county volcd for Senator Norton, Hepuli.

Tho Fifth Step Jn tho conspiracy wna
the act ot July U, 1870, aulhorltlng the
refunding of tho puhllc debt. And II
should bo noticed that tho vesy Idea Im-

plied lu fundine n debt-th- at It is not to be
potff. These desperate men secured tho
passage of Ihe law, March 18, 13(10, mak
ing all Iho bonds.paynble In co1ii,lhcreforn
for the then present, making it impossible
for the government lo pay ns II had not
Ihe coin, But this was a dangerous con"
dltlon. It was n high-hand- ed outrago,
such nn infamous robbery as had not be
fore been given to the conspirators.

The consphntuis were nfrnid In rely on
that act tor fear of lis lepcsl. So the old

must not be paid but rcliinded ex
changed for bonds ol lower rnlca, and this
the holder of the bonds demanded, Tho
funding act and tho supplemental acta
were Iho results of (Ins echemo ot robbery,
and fifteen hundred million dollars were
authorized to bo refunded.
