Cincinnati, April 7. Tho municipal

election resulted in tho of
Mayor Mosby (Republican) by a major-
ity of about 400, and tho.entlro republi-
can ticket. Theodoro Horstman. repub-
lican, candidato for corporation counsel
ran ahead of his ticket, his majority
will probably reach 0,000 when the re-

For board of
legislation 81 republicans and 9 demo-
crats were elected.

STRIKERS SHOT.

Terrlbla Riot in tho Oolro Roglona
of Pennsylvania.

Deputy Shoring Ordered to Fire Upon
Mob Ftent Upon tlio Destruction of

Property Ten Itlotorn Killed nnd
Forty-iove- ii Wounded.

Pirrsnunaii, April 3. Tho following
telegram was received at tho Frlok com-
pany's office in this city yestorday:

"Tho strikors marched on Morevvood,
early Thursday mornlnrr, and Clawson's
deputy sheriffs tnet them." llcsult,
seven dead strikers and several
wounded.

Ono of tho clerks in the office atMoro-woo- d

reports that they got infomation
they were to bo attacked from three
points, and the deputies wero divide into
three squads, ono stationed at tho barn
under Capt. Lour. Tlio crowd passed
the store and threw stones into tho win
dows, but they wero allowed to pass on i
unmolested.

They then went to tho gate leading
into tho barn and wcro breaking it
down when Capt. Loar commanded
them to halt.

Their response to his command was to
fire. Loar then ordered his men to fire,
with the result al.ove stated. It is said
that they fired twlco before the rioters
dispersed.

Tho crowd numbered abo nt GOO and
left Standard at 3:50 o'clock a. m., and
before leaving broke down tho tele-

phones so that Morowood could not bo
communicated with, but tho Standard
men fixed up tho line and notified More-woo- d

of tho movements of the mob.
GnnnN'snuuG, Pa., April 3. Thursday

morning, about 3 o'clock, about 300 riot-
ers at Morevvood approached the com-
pany's stables intent upon malting a
raid upon the deputies stationed there.
None of the rioters would hcod tho dep-
uties' entreaties and at once mado a rush
for them, when the deputies opened
fire, killing seven and wounding twenty--

one of the Hungarian strikers. At 0
o'clock another riot was precipitated in
which three more Hungarians were
killed and about twenty-fiv- e wounded,
some of whom will, it is thought, die.
The sheriff and two deputies arrived
home on the 9 o'clock train, having two
of tho rioters in custody, one of whom
was" wounded in tho leg. Doth wero
lodged in jail.

Sheriff Clawson telegraphed Gov. Pat-tiso-n

for the militia as he feared tho
Hungarians and other rioters, who num-
ber thousands, would arm themselves,
overpower the deputies and kill them
all before they could realize the situa-
tion. The officials hero aro greatly
alarmed over the situation, which ia

hourly growing more serious. A report
has reached here that tho Huns have
the deputies surrounded and their
friends are almost frantic lest they are
all killed.

Gov. Pattlson has ordered tho Tenth
regiment, of Washington, Pa., and Eigh-
teenth regiment, of Pittsburgh, to as-
semble and proceed at onco to tho coke
region.

The latest report places the number
of persons injured in yesterday morn-
ing's riot at 50, three of whom (names
unknown) have since died, making a
total of ten dead. None of tho dead
wcro naturalized.

Mt. Pluasakt, Pa., April 3. Atmid-nigh- t
Morevvood was under military

control, the entire Tenth regiment, in-

cluding staffs being on the ground. Two
companies of tho Eighteenth arrived at
1:30 this morning.

NOTED MAN DEAD.

Albert Tike Dies at His Ilomo In
Washington, Acod 81.

Washington. April 3. Gen. Albert
Pike, prominent as a mason and poet
died at his home here at 8 o'clock last
night Gen. Pike was 81 years old last
December. He was a man of remarka-
ble vitality, splendid physique, being
six feet four inches in height and until
last fall when ho was prostrated was
never known to have been sick in bed
for even a dav. Gen. Albert Piko was
born in Boston in 1809. In March, 1831,

he went on an exploring expedition to
tho far west. In 1833 ho became editor
of the Arkansas Advocate at Fort Smith.
During tho Mexican war he commanded
a squadrou of Arkansas mounted volun-
teers. At tho beginning of the civil war
he became confederate commissioner to
negotiate treaties with the several In-

dian tribes and was commissioned a
brigadier general in the confederate
army. At tho close of the war he prac-
ticed law at Memphis and became edi-

tor of the Memphis Appeal. In 1808 ho
removed to Washington where he has
resided ever since.

WAGE CONFERENCE
Or Ohio nnd Western Pennsylvania Coal

Operators tn Monslnn nt Pittsburgh De-
mands of tlio Miners.
PiTTfliitntoii, April 8. Tho sixth an-

nual wngo conference of Ohio and west-
ern Pennsylvania coal operators and
mincrB begun yestordny. Thoro were
T8 operators present and 78 delegates
f iom tho mines. Over 35,000 miners aro
dircutly represented, while tlio result of
tho conference will affect a total num-
ber of 75,000 miners. Alexander Demp-
ster, operator, of Pittsburgh, was unani-
mously president of tho con-
ference. Patrick Mcllrydc, miner; J.
Morton Hall, operator, and F. S.
llrooks, operator, wcro elected secre-
taries.

President Dempster in his opening ad-

dress said the occasion was tho most
critical in the history of the business,
and tho utmost candor and wisdom
would bo needful to effect a settlement.
It is belioved that both sides will net
conservatively. Tho rules of the last
convention will govern the proceedings.
Delegates outside of Pennsylvania nnd
Ohio will ho given a voice but not a
vote. The outside delegates of Illinois,
Indiana, West Virginia and Kansas who
nro attending the convention will con-

fer with the operators In their respect-
ive btatcs on a scale based on whatever
ngrccment may be reached by tho con-

ference. These outsldo states will each
have their separate scale. They are
competitive districts to Ohio and Penn
sylvania and tho scales will therefore
be modified only by local conditions.

A DOUBLE SUICIDE.

Tot Ilnmlsnmo Young "Women Shoot
Themselves und UIo In Each Others
Arms.
Santa Fe., N. M., April 8. Details of

an Easter Sunday tragedy at White
Oaks, N. M., reached here yesterday,
the affair being a double suicide m
which two handsome young women,
formerly of Liberty, Mo., wero the
principals. The names of the women
are Mrs. Howard Doylo and Miss Jessie
Kidgley. Mrs. Doyle had been separated
from her husband for some time and
had made a confidant of Miss Ridgley.
It is thought that Mrs. Doyle was de-

spondent und had prevailed upon Miss
Ridgley to commit suicide at the same
Jtime.

Tho bodies of the women were found
in a lonely part of the town. Over the
heart of each was a bullet hole. They
were clasped in each other's arm-- and
between them was a revolver, which
usually had a place on the mantel in
Miss Ridgley's bedroom. Their hats
hung on u post near at band; their
cloaks had been neatly folded and served
as head rests and to each cloak was
pinned notes to various friends. Ono
letter expressed the desire that they bo
buried in the same grave. None of tho
letters gave the reason for the rash act,
only "Death is sweet and we prefer it to
life."

COMPETITION ENDED.
Agreement llrarhert Hotwcon Clans

hpreckli'S anil the hugnr rrusi.
Philadelphia, April 8. Af ter a flght

of over three ycarb Clnus Sprcekles and
the sugar trust have como to an under-
standing by which there will be no fur-

ther competition between them. The
negotiations, which have been going on
for some time, now at New York and
again at San Francisco, wcro virtually
concluded in this city on Sunday. Theo-
dore Havemeyer, of New Yorlt, presi-
dent of the sugar trust, went through
the big refinery of Spreckles' on that
day and made a careful examination of

it Mr. Scarles, of New York, secretary
of the trust, and other gentlemen inter-
ested in it, were also in the city, and it
is understood that the agreement
reached at San Francisco last week be
tween Claus Sprcekles and J. Craig
Havemevcr were indorsed. By this
agreement Spreckles is not to sell his
sugar in that part of the country east of
tho Missouri river and tho Havemeycrs
aro not to invade the territory west of
tho Missouri. The trust's refinery in
San Francisco and that belonging to
Spreckles aro to alternate monthly in
closing, and in this way it is expected
that tho production on the Pacific coast
can bo ho regulated that thoro will bono
difficulty in maintaining prices.

Nino Llvoo Lost In a Burning Tono-mo- rat

RocniCBTEit, Po., April mosto
frightful calamity that has over befallen
this placo occurred early yesterday
morning and as a result nino lives were
lost Between the lloso building, cor-

ner Brighton and New York streets, and1
tho railroad crossing, wore a row of
cheap frame tenement houses, tho first
floors of which wcro occupied na busi-
ness houses. Shortly aftor mldnighb
fire was discovered in the lower build-
ing and an alarm was given. The firo
gradually spread to tho second nnd third
houses and in a very few minntcs all
wcro In flames. But few of tho citizen
were on tho sccno until the firo was well
under headway and cffort3 wcro mado
to save property, but with poor effect as
tho buildings being of highly inflamable
material, burned rapidly. In tho midst
of tho hottest part of the flro an Italian
girl, about 10 years of ago, appeared at
the window of ono of the burning build-
ings and leaped toward the ground, two
of the firemen catching her before she
struck the ground. Between her sobs
she stated that all her father's family
were yet in the burning house but a
tho flames now had full control of tho
building it was impossible to save them
and seven persons porished in the Itali-
an family.

Tho rooms occupied by the Italians
were in the center of tho building and
when it was found that lives had been
lost a careful inquiry was made regard-
ing the occupantsof tho first buildingto-tak-e

fire. It was inhabited by a shoe-
maker named Edward ,T. Keenc, with r
family consisting of a wife and three
children. Nono of tho family could be
found for a timo, but during tho height
of tho excitement Mrs. Kecne with two
of her children arrived from Pittsburgh
on train No. 3. It was then feared that
Mr. Keeno and tho eldest son, Walter,
a boy 8 years of age, was lost. Bravo
men at once went to work among the
burning timbers and soon discovered tha
charred rema ns of father and son close
together, but burned to an unrecogniza-
ble mass. Tho corpses, with thosi? of
tho Italians that have been recovered,
arc lying in a stall at nayes' lh ery
stable.

It is thought that tho Italians became
so confused that they could not find the
stairway, which was a narrow ono and
to reach it required the opening of two
doors in the rear of the building, and
they wero burned to death. Tho Ital-
ians wero very intelligent and worked
in tho Rochester tumbler works.

The fire originated in Kceno's kitchen.
All the household goods, together with
Edwards' tea store, Hall's millinery and
Keene'8 shoo shop, aro destroyed. Thoro
is insurance on all the stores. The
buildings belonged to John F. Smith
and were not insured.

Tho names of the victims are: Ed
ward J. Keene, 50 years old; his son
Walter, 9 years; Buttito Ceapio 45 years?
wife Anna, 35 years; son John, 11 years;
daughter Riasa, 8 years; Victoria Ccapun
a brother, and Joe Romio, ages un-

known.
The nino bodies aro so badly burned

that they aro unrecognizable. There
has also been SoOO in gold found among-th- e

ruins which belonged to the Itali-
ans. Tho Italian girl, the only one
saved, says S500 is still in the ashes.
