Pa., July 22, 1807, and. wus thoroforo
ut tho time of Ids dcnlh 85 years, 8
months and 8 dnytJ old. Ho with hlB
parents moved to Hancock county In
nn early day, whoro thoy lived for
many years. In 1804 deceased camo to
Wood county nnd purchased what was
thou known as tho Capols farm, whoro
ho roslded till tho day of his death,
having heen n rcstdont of Wood ctunty
for tho past 2!) years. Uncle .Too as ho
was fnmlllnrly known, was stck
hut very llttlo during his long life and
his last illness was of short duration
and to all appearances void of pain.

Tho funeral sarvlcos woro hold at
tho M. E. church on tho 27th, Rov. J.
C. Shnw of Porryshurg ofllclntlng.nttcr
which a Inrgo concourso of pooplo fol-

lowed tho remains to old Bellvlllo
Kid go comotory whoro thoy woro do
posited by the sitlo of his boloved wlfo
who proceeded him to tho grnvo some
three years.

Uncle .Too Egbort will bo greatly
missed from this neighborhood as ho
had made hosts of frionds during his
long residence here. As I had occasion
to say in a former communication to
tho Journal aftor Mr. Egbert's birth-
day anniversary last July, ho was a
reraarkablo man as it is certainly a
very remarkable thing for a man to
llvo lu this world for moro than 83
years without having had at
Toast ono miarrol with ono or more of
his neighbors, but let it bo said of
uncle .Too Egbert that ho s too red clear
of all conflicts with Ills neighbors. All
men woro the same to him tho beggar
on tho street was recognized by him
tho samo as tho man with his thous-
ands. Your correspondent has been
intimately acquainted with deceased
for forty years, and during all that
timo I have never known him to turn
any ono away from his door. What
was his was his neighbors and all man-
kind were his neighbors.

Mr. Egbert was tho father of eight
children, six of whom are living, all
being present at tho funeral except the
eldest, Henry, who resides at Nolt-on- s

Point. Plumas county. California, hav-
ing wrnt there in ISbO during tho gold
excitement. And thus ends a long and
useful life and the end was calm, and
sweet and peaceful.
