TURKS IN RETREAT.

They Suffer Defeat by the Greele
Forcea at Rovenl

Edhem Pasha, Thelr Leader, Narrow-
Iy Eseapes Relng Taken Priasoner
—Miloann Pass Still Ocenpled
by the Sultan's Troops,

Lorissn, April 20.—The Greeks have
defeated the Turks at Reveni and two
Gireek brigades have entered Turkish
territory in different directions and
penetrated to Damasi, northenst of
Zarkos, Another division is trying to
flank the Turks, who are retreating in
disorder. Heavy fighting is in progress
nt Gritzovall. 1t has been going on since
noon, The Greeks are trying to re-
eapture the place,

Athens, April 20—A telegram Te-
ceived from Arta soys the troops have
left that point for Janinw. The sen oft
Prevesa is very rough, The firing there
Monday wns desultory

Gen. Smolenitz, ex-minister of war, is
in cormnmand of 14,000 Greeks at Reveni,
not far from Tyrnavos, northwest of
Larissa, At this point Edhem Pasha,
closely pressed, was nearly taken pris-
oner, His plan was to foree the pnss of
Reveni, toenter the plain of Larissa, to
cut off the retreat of the Greek army
with his cavalry and thus take Larissa
without resistunce. But this plan was
defeated. Gen, Demopotlos, at the head
of one Greelk division, forced the Turk-
ish line at Doughazi, close to Tyrnavo
and Gen, Mavromochals broke through
nt Koniskos, The two generals united
thelr troops near Damasi.

The news of this success at Neveni
and of the imminent fail of Prevesi hus
changed the dismay caused at Athens
by the loss of Milouna into the wildest
rejoicing. The latest advices are that

In Command of the Turkish IForces,

the Greek troops are advancing to re-
oceupy their positions at Milouna and at
Gritzovuli, the latter of which, it is
alleged, was abandoned owing to n mis-
understanding by the general in com-
mand who interpreted as on order of
retreat whont was really intended as an
order of ndvance,

Loundon, April 20.—A digpateh to the
Daily Chroniele from Athens, dated
midnight, snys Gen. Smolenitz, in com-
mand of the Greeks at NReveni, has
pushed Edhem Pasha toward Damasl.
The suspense here is extreme. Every-
body is waiting for the list of killed and
wounded., Patriotie bankers and others
have offered the government over £1,-
000,004,

The Greeks have occupied severnl
strategic positions nround Damasi, in-
eluding Viglia. Three thousand armed
peasants have joined the troops. It is
alleged that 22,000 Turks attacked
RNeveni, It is feared thnt a muassacre
has taken place at Prevesa during the
bombardment.

The dispateh from Athens continues:
While the incidents of the day along the
eastern

vicinity of the Albanian frontier have
become miore favorable for the Greeks,
The bombardment of Prevesa was re-
sumed at daybreak, with but feeble re-
plies from the Turkish batteries at
Hamidieh and Pentocratoros. The po-
sition of the Turks is untenable, and
it is believed that the town will fall
into the hands of the large tireek forces
in the vicinity, which is waiting for
the demolition of the remaining batter-
fes, The Greek battle ship Spetzia has
taken the lead in the bombardment.
By un order received at Prevesa from
Constantinople at noon Monday the
Gulf of Arta was officially closed to
el! but Turkish ships,

Capt. Tagrade, who wns wounded a
Gritzovali, shot himself in order to
avoid falling into the hands of the
Turks, The Greeks report that the
Turks lost 7,000 killed nnd wounded at
Tteveni, but this estimate is probably
excessive. 'I'he Greek engineers con-
structed a bridge at Puchyskulos to en-
able their troops to cross the river, It
is stated that the Turkish forees at-
tacking Reveni numbered more than
10,000 men,

In & general way it cin be =ald that
the day's events were in favor of the
Greek armies.

Ax further indieating thut affuirs on
the frontier are considered serious by
the Delyannis government is the foct
that Prince Nicholus Lns been ordered
to the front.
