endowment funds aggregate $151,000,-00- 0,

and their annual income for edu-

cational purposes Is $28,000,000. As
the purely technical sellout is an In-

stitution of comparatively recent date
it is impossible to give comparative
figure which will properly show tho
growth of tills branch of education
alone within the last 30 years. The fig-

ures which include the .students in all
school for higher education are, how-
ever, available and are equally inter-
esting. In 1ST.') there were in tho
United States but 373 college students
to every l.OOU.OOO people. Tlure are
to-da- y no less than 1,100 to each mil-

lion, more than twice ns many as 30

years ago. In this large increase the
btudentsat the technical chools rep-- l
resent by far the largest percentage
of growth and the greatest tendency
is in favor of a further increase as
compared with the purely classical stu-
dents. The allowing is an impressive
one, and should be a sufticleut answer
to people whose business in life seems
to be to find fault with present condi-
tions.

Nearly a million pcnulonora vera
upon tho United 3tatc3 rolls when tho
fiscal year closed Juno 30, tho exact
number belnc VJ7.735, a not gain of
4,20(5 for tho year. Tho total amount
paid to pcnsloncro Just as tho first
payments on tbo nllowanco of their
claims during tho fiscal year 1901 was
$9,034,704, or ?10G,238 more Uiau tbo
preceding year. Tho pensioners under
tho act of 18D0, as amended May G,

1000, received $00,975,481, an Increase,
over tho preceding year of $1,207,402.
Tho pension bureau issued 109,003 cor-tlcat- cs

of all classes In tho year,
44,225 being for original pensions.
Thoso payments compioto tho four
fiscal years of McKlnlcy's first term,
and make tho largest payments with-
in that period ever mado to pension-
ers, tho total for tho four years be-

ing $500,000,647, an annual average of
$110,000,137. This makes more in a
slnglo year nt prosont paid out In pen-

sions than the ontlro amount paid out
In Grant's first administration, or In
his second administration In tho whole
four years. During Grant's first term
tho aggregate of ail pensions paid was
$110,136,275, and during his second
term tho aggregato amounted to $114,-305,35- 7,

or $20,000,000 less for the four
yearo than tho average, for a slnglo
year under McKlnloy. A comparative
tablo shows that the roll for the year
Just closed is tho high water mark in
tho history of the pension bureau, tho
next highest number having beon
reached In 189S, another McKlnlcy
ycar.

the state of Ohio rule its authorized
oiuclals, or shall they tako their or-

ders from the mayor ot Cleveland and
his single tax satollltsa? Bemis, the
Chicago professor who does the flgur
Ini? nnd (rupqalnir for Tom Johnson.
wU, contmuo to enrn nls wages by
making a pcrpotual nolae over Ohio
valuations; but all the clatter that
johnsou can keep up, and all of the
estimates that his hired man may
make, will not affect, for one instant,
the fact that tho law provides that
the state board of equalization shall
only equalize values returned to it by
the county auditors, and that It la en-

tirely beyond the province of this
state board of rovlslon to increase or
decrease the aggregate Bum of tho
values returned for taxation from the
88 counties of tho stato.

It is this fact, that must be fully
known to Johnson and his assistants,
If they know anything about tho sub-
ject, that makes their clamor tho
cheapest demagogy. The troublo with
taxation in Ohio is in tho stato consti-
tution itself, and there is no remedy
for It except to amend that constitu-
tion. Novor, until tho Republicans
took up tho problem some years ago,
was tbero any rolicf provided for tho
people from the fettering that the con-

stitution Inflicts.
The Republicans, single-hande- d, de

vised additional sources of revenue for
tho state, and have cared for Its ex
panding needs from corporations,
without adding anything to tho state
tax rata for tho people at large, and
tho Republicans' In doing this wero op-

posed at evory step by tho Democrats
in tho legislature. All that could bo
dono in that direction within tho con-

stitution has now been accomplished,
und none of tho things that Johnson
talks about can bo secured by any
party without an amendment to the
constitution.

The other six
tat brenthlcss while sh? told the ta'.c,
their tittle faces u!l interest and aston-
ishment. Often the good country folk
who take these waifs for a short visit
become vry fond of their little vis-
itors and adopt them. In this way they
fall into good homes and are well cared
for. After 0 time they grow-- accus-
tomed to the country, but at first they
are usually very lonesome, "became It
is so quiet and there's so much room,"
as one little girl expressed it.
