from the classics have been
quoted which appear to some to be ref-
erences to platinum, but this applica-
tion is in every case very doubtful,
says Science.

A much stronger argument against
the probability of platinum being
known more than a few ccnturicH ago
is that until this discovery of Berthe-lo- t

no trace of the metal has been
found in any ancient remains. Had
platinum been known, it is hardly con-
ceivable that apecimenB of it should
fall to be found somewhere amoup; the
multitudinous remains of antiquity.
This present discovery really empha-
sizes the argument, for it would seem
from the description given by Bcrthe-lo- t

that this specimen of platinum was
used by the workmen unwittingly, re
sembling as it does some of the palo
goia oi .cgypt.

A second interesUng point is, that if
Berthelot's conjecture be true thnt this
is native platinum, obtained from the
alluvial deposits of Nubia, or the upper
regions of the Nile valley, it is the first
recorded occurrence of platinum in Af-

rica, with tho single exception of an
observation of Airae, in 1838, tiiat some
of the galena, from Algeria oontains a
trace of platinum.
