Years Old at the Time of
Her Death.

There has just died at the home of
her grandnlece, Mra. Willinm Vianen
of New Westminster (hersell 76 years
of age) the last of the royal line of
the Chehalis Indlans, in times long
past a strong natlon occupying the
country contiguous to Harrison Lake,
a Montreal Herald's Victorla (B. C)
correspondent says. Queen Jeanie was
raeputedly 132 years old at the time of
her death and until guite recently in
full possession of all her [faculties.
She was a young woman 31 years of
nge and the mother of five when
Simon Fraser made his historical ex-
pedition In the course of which he dis-
covered the great river to which he
gave his name, and Queen Jeanie told
with pride of giving the strange white
man hospitable enterininment, In
recognition of which the Scottish ex:
plorer presented her with several pret-
ty trinkets, which have ever since
been preserved as family heirlooms.

Queen Jeanle had for years been |y
ing in a lowly hut on the Indlan reser-
vation at the west end of New West-
minster city, forgotten by the busy
world and almost forgotten by the
scattered remnants of the nation over
which In its unity she once ruled. For
the Inst year or more she has been
specchless and utterly helpless, walt:
ing for the summons to the happy
hunting grounds. Her grandnlece,
herself 76, 56 years ago married one
of the province's earliest ploneers,
Willlam Vianan, better known as
“Duteh BN the first white fisher
man on the Fraser river, His death
ocourred about three years ago., No
such case of Indian longevity as that
of Queen Jeanle has been known In
this part of the world.

GUILTY OF CONTEMPT

HIGH COURT WILL SENTENCE SIX
MEN INVOLVED IN LYNCHING.

Head Tribune Has Discretion to Either
Fine or Imprison the Men or to
Y Infilct Both Penalties.

Washington, D. C.—The unusual
procecding of an arraignment for sen-
tence at the bar of the supreme court
of the United States will ba witnessed
November 15, in accordance with an
annonncement just made in the cases
of Jogeph H. Bhipp of Chattanoogsa,
Tenn., and five codefendants charged
with contempt. The court denied mo-
tions for a rehearing of the cases,
The cnses originated in the court’s de-
clding in March, 1906, to consider the
appenl of a negro named Ed Johnson
from a verdict of the Tennessee
courts, holding him guilty and sen-
tencing him to be hanged on a charge
of criminal assault. The night after
the determination of the supreme
court to review the proceedings in the
case was wired to Chattanoogn, where
Johnson was confined In jail, a num-
ber of people stormed the jail, took
him out and lynched him,

The court was incensed over the
Iynching and, at its Instance, the at-
torney general Instituted proceedings
against Shipp, who was the sheriff,
and the jniler and 26 others, supposed
to have been Implicated in the lynch-
ing, charging them with contempt of
the supreme court., Only six were
found gullty. These were Sheriff
Shipp, his deputy, Jeremiah Glbson,
who wns the jailer; Luther Williams,
Nick Nolan, Henry Paggett and Wil-
liam Mayves, residents of Chattanooga.

The finding was announced in May
just before the close of the last term
of court, but all the defendants en-
tered motions for a rehearing, which
had the effect of postponing action
until the present term. The court has
the discretiod to either fine or im-
prison the men or to inflict both pen-
alties.

FOUR MURDERED FOR MONEY

Burning House at Bluefield, W. Va,
Discloses Quadruple Killing—
Heroic Work of Boy.

Bluefield, W, Va.— The charred
bodies of three members of the
famlly of George Hood, an #aged

white man, wera found in the ruins of
the Hood home at Harper and the
body of George Hood was removed
while the flames were at their helght.
The house was destroyed by fire the
night before for the purpose, the po-
lice belleve, of covering up a quad-
ruple murder:. Robbery is belleved to
have been the motive of the crime,
The burned bullding was a two-
story frame structure, the upper floor
being occupled by the Hoods, while in
the rooms below wis a restaurant con-
ducted by 2 negro. The theory Is that

the house was fired after the Inmates '

had been murdered, though there is
not the slightest clew as to the per-
petrators,

A younger Hood was attending
services at a chureh near the home
and it was from the church the flames
were first seen. Hood rushed from
the church, fought his way into the
home, which was already a roaring
furnace, and forced his way up the
steps until he stumbled over the
corpse of his father., He managed to
drag the body down stairs and out in.
to the yard, but when he attempted
to go for his sister, brother and little
child, found every entrance cloged by
the furlous flames.

for cash on elther twins or triplets,”
and the Philadelphia mothers paid
thelir $§30—and a little proudly, too.

the latter’s choice for the wvacancy
that was later filled by the appoint-
ment of Willlam H. Moody of Massa-
chusetts. Mr. Taft was secretary of
war when he made the recommenda-
tion of Mr. Lurton to President Roose-
velt, and was, it is sald, very much
disappointed when his old associate
and Intimate friend was not appoint-
ed. Mr. Lurton is now about 62
years old and would have ten years to
gerve before retirement,

12 KILLED IN' MINE

TERRIFIC BLAST IN COAL SHAFT
FATAL TO DOZEN MINERS.

THREE GAIN SURFACE SAFELY

There Were Fifteen Men In Main Tun-
nel at Time of Explosion—Those
Who Lost Their Lives Were Suf-
focated by Gases,

Johnstown, Pa—Twelv men, all
foreigners, met their death.in a ter-
rific explosion in the coal mine of the
Cambrin Steel Company near here,
They were making thelr way out of
the shaft after completing their day's
work. At the time of the explosion
there were 15 men in the main tun-
nel and but three are alive to tell the
gtory of the disaster,

Almost before the echoes of the sub.
terranenn blast had subsided rescuing
partles rushed to the mouth of the
ahaft, but could not render asslstance,
as the tunnel was filled with poison:
ous gas, which belched upward in
thick, dugt-laden clouds, while falling
slate and rock thundered down into
the depths,

While the rescuers were eagerly
waiting for an opportunity to begin
clearing out the shaft to reach the
men fmprisoned threa heads appeared
nbove the surface. Three exhausted,
wounded and wellnigh unconscions
miners “nd suceceeded in climbing up
the long fire ladders to safety above,
although they were almost suffocated
by the fumes, and gashed, torn and
terribly bruised by the storm of slate
and small stones, that poured Into the
mine after the explosion.

As soon as practicable, n large force
of men, working In shifts, set to work
to clear out the shaft. THhey worked
for hours with demoniacal energy in
the hope that the miners imprisoned
helow might still be alive. After the
last barrier of rocks had been pene-
trated, however, they found. the 12
men lying huddled In death, which
had been enused by suffocation, as
none of the group had been seriously
injured by the explosion itself.

Their escape had been cut off by
tons of fallen rocks, which had closed
up the air passages and tunnel and
their death must bhave been a matter
of only a few minutes,

The explosion, which is supposed to

have been caused by dynamile, was
felt for miles around, and many win-
dows were smashed in  the village

near the shaft. None of the
have been identified.

The two heavy explosions coming
almost  simultaneusly, shook the
great bulldings in the loop distriet to
thelr foundations and created a panic
all over the down-town district which
has not been equaled In recent years.
From hotels, theaters and bulldings
people poured into the street, the
crowd continually growing denser,
reaching the point where the loss of
lives was imminent.

The darage to the State strecl
building was slight, only windows be-
ing broken, the wrecking of the in-
terior amounting to little, Estimates
of the damage were placed at $1,600.
The damage to the bullding on Mad-
ison street was placed at $10,000.

Troops have been thrown around
the minigtry of marine, and busine
Is practically sugpended in the ¢
ftal.
