POSTAL SERVICE

Government's Biggest Business
Concern Now Run on Mod-

ern Basis.

PENNY POSTAGE POSSIBLE

Economy and Efficiency In Adminis-
tration Under Hitchcock Make

Cheaper Postage Rates Immi-

nent Policies Should Be
Continued.

No branch of tho public service
comes closer to tho peoplo than tho
postofftco department. In this depart-
ment the Toft administration has ac-

complished results which have ren-
dered this servlco more efficient than
at any other timo in the history of the
country.

In thorough accord with tho policy
of economy and efficiency of the Taft
administration, Postmaster General
Frank H. Hitchcock has put an end to
the annual deficit In tho postofilce de-

partment and made possible the seri-
ous consideration of further reforms
and improvements, not' tho least im-

portant of which Is tho imminent pos-
sibility of penny postage. Many oth-
er reforms that have tho support of
President Taft will bo Inaugurated
this year. Another term of the Taft
administration would place this $210,-000,0-

business institution complete-
ly on a business basis.

At tho beginning of tho present ad-

ministration the postal servlco was in
arrears to tho extent of $17,479,770.47.
tflilch was decidedly the largest de-

ficit on record. Last year tho reve-
nues exceeded tho expenditures by
$210,118.12.

The wiping out of the deficit has
been accomplished without any cur-
tailment 'of 'facilities. On the con-
trary, there has been established 3,744
new postoflices, delivery by carrier
has been provided in ISC additional
cities, and 2.51C new rural routes, ag-

gregating 60,079 mjles, have been au-

thorized. Meanwhile the force of pos-
tal employes has been increased by
more than 8,000, and lest year the
total amount expended for salaries
was approximately $14,000,000 greater
tlian two years ago. The average an-

nual salary has been Increased from
$869 to $9C" for rural carriers, from
$979 to $1,082 for post office clerks,
from $1,021 to $1,084 for city letter
carriers, and from $1,163, to $1,183 for
railway postal clerks. Thus a marked
extension of tho postal cervice and
Increased compensation for Its em-
ployes have gone hand in hand with a
vanishing deficit

Postal Banks Great Success.
By persistent effort the present Re-

publican administration secured the
passage on June 25, 1919, of the act
creating the postal savings system,
which is now In operation at prac-
tically all the 7,500 presidential post
offices. Preparations are being mado
for Its extension to 40,000 fourth-clas- s

postoflices. It is confidently
anticipated that the deposits at tho
close of the present fiscal year will
aggregate $50,000,000, and that the In-

come of the system will be sufficient
to pay all operating expenses.

Under President Taft the postofilce
department has engaged in an aggres-
sive crusade against tho fraudulent
use of the malls. Last year the In-

spectors Investigated many cases in-

volving the sale of worthless stock in
Imaginary mining companies and oth-
er fictitious concerns. There were al-

together 529 indictments and 184 con-
victions with but twelve acquittals.
Tho other cases are pending. The con-
victed swindlers had defrauded the
people of many millions of dollars. A
great number of similar concerns
have gone out of business owing to
the rigid enforcement of the law.

Bureau of Mines Marks Great
Step Forward.

SAVES HUNDREDS OF LIVES

Discovery of Danger of Coal Dust Im-

portant Handling of Explosives
Made Safer Government's

Experimental Coal
Mine.

The saving of many lives annually
he lives of miners throughout tho
United States will bo one of tho
3plendld results that will follow the
establishment of the bureau of mines,
ane of the great achievements in the
Interest of labor by the administration
of President Taft. The formation of
this bureau Is likewise a notable
achievement, and will prove

in its effects to a class of wage-earne-

which has been In great need
of some practical relief.

The excessive and unnecessary loss
of life In tho mines of tills country
was one of the primary causes for tho
creation of this bureau. For years
hundreds of miners were killed In
mine disasters, and practically noth-
ing wa3 done to check the terrible loss
of life. There was also need for an in-
vestigation to determine what could
tie done In the way of handling the
high explosives, as well as to improve
tho conditions under which tho men
worked.

Spurred on by President Taft, an
act creating tho bureau of mines was
passed by congress and became effec-
tive on July 1, 1910. John A. Holmes
of the United States geological sud-ve-

was appointed as the first direct-
or. Mr. Holmes was reputed and cer$
titled to be the best trained man for
tho placo obtainable In tho United
States. Tho chief experimental sta-- I
Hon was established in Pittsburg,
where tho Investigations of the prob-
lems entrusted to tho bureau havo
been prosecuted so successfully for
nearly two years.

mine, 3,125 miners lost their lives.
This represented 4.8G men killed
for every 1,000 employed. In coal
mines In Europe less than two miners
are killed out of erery 1,000 employ-
ed. As a result of the work conducted
by the bureau of mines, and the wise
use of an appropriation of $150,000
made by congress, tho death rate has
already been reduced to practically
one-hal- f of what It was In 1007.

Ono of tho notable achievements of
tho bureau of mines was the demon-
stration of the fact that coal dust In
a bituminous mine is more dangerous
and deadly than gas. It has been tho
belief, heretofore, that gas or firo
damp was the greatest menace to ttio
miners, and little attention was given
to the accumulation of coal dust. Tho
bureau of mines proved to the satis-
faction of tho miners as well as opera-
tors that coal dust would explode, and,
unlike Are damp, carried no warning
with It, The keeping of dusty mines
wet, as recommended by the bureau of
mines, was found to reduce materially
the chances of an esplosion of coal
uust.

Good Work of Bureau.
The number of deaths In the mines

has been greatly reduced as a result
of the testing of explosives under tha
direction of the bureau of mines. In
the year 1908 the coal lines In tho
United States used two million pounds
of short flame explosives, and at pres-
ent nearly seven times that quantity
is being used with greater safety, due
to tho of the coal opera-
tors and the bureau of mines.

The establishment of an experi-
mental coal mine at Brucetown, Pa.,
twelve miles from Pittsburg, is still
another notable achievement of the
bureau of mines. It places the United
StAes In advance of other nations
with respect to this research and ex-
perimental work In mines. Numerous
tests are made at this experimental
mine, from which many excellent re-
sults are obtained.

Still another important work which
is conducted under tho auspices of the
bureau of mines Is tho rescue of en-

tombed miners. Since the creation of
the bureau many hundreds of lives
have been saved. At tho big mining
disaster In Ohio oho oi! the rescue
corps of tho bureau of mines arrived
at the scene thirty-tw- o hours after
the disaster. Three men were res-
cued who had been given up as dead
and allowed to remain In the mlno.
At another time ono man was found
alive among ldo dead, and today he Is
the solo survivor of that terrible ca-

tastrophe duo to tho splendid work of
tho rescue corps.

Before tho bureau of mines was
mado possible by tho Interest of
President Taft, which was followed
by the necessary legislation for Its es-

tablishment, there was, no organized
effort In saving tho lives ofentorabed
miners. Time and again, men havo
sacrificed their lives in vain nttempts
to rescue their companions. This un-
necessary sacrifice of life has been
stopped by the of tho
state authorities with the fodoral res-cuer- s

attached to tho bureau of mines.
An Investigation of tho fuel resources
of the United States Is also being
made with a vlow of checking tho
wnsto, and increasing tho efBclenc?
with which fuel Is used. This latter
phase of the work Is a part of tho
practical conservation policy of tho
Taft administration.
