NEW KIND OF TRUNK.

Top Tray Slides Out at Side Instead
of Lifting Out.

An Improvement to the ordinary
type of trunk has been designed by
a Virginia man. The Improvement
consists In a top tray that slides out
sideways Instead of lifting out, as
most of those trays do. The tray does
not set down In the body of the trunk,
but has a flange and rollers along its
bottom, and slides backward and for-
ward In grooves along the top of tho
front and buck of the trunk. The lid

Shelf Along One End.
Is deep enough to receive it, of course.
The merits of such nn arrangement
will bo readily apparent. When any-

thing la desired from the bottom of
tho trunk, it is not necessary to lift
tho tray out, carry it to some other
part of the room and carry it back
again, but merely to slide it to one
side. As heavy objects are seldom
placed in tho top tray, there is no
gioat strain on the guidoways. An-

other featuro of this trunk Is a shelf
arrangement on tho end, which ordi-
narily folds close to tho body of tho
trunk, but which can bo lowered and
used in various ways. Boston Post

An Ancient Lizard.
Tho tuatara lizard found in Now

Zealand is ono of tho most ancient
forms of animal Ufa now found on
earth. Originally this lizard posses-
sed four eyes, but in the course of
the ages It has lost ono pair and must
now got alog with two. Tho tuatara
lays eggs which nto remarkable In
that thoy require fourteen months to
hatch, tho embryo passing tho winter
In a state of hibernation.

These Btnall survivors of past ages
are found only in a few localities and
are becoming very scarce, collectors
from every part of tho world being
continually on their trail. Thoy are
about two feet in length, and in com-
mon with other lizards have the o

characteristic of being nblo to
replace portions of their limbs or
tails which have beon destroyed. It
Is asserted that ono of these lizards
owned by a naturalist had tho mis-

fortune some tlmo ago to loso an eyo
and that a complete now eyo, perfect
in every way, has grown In tho placo
of tho old one.

FIND GOLD IN HIDDEN TOWN

Wealth, Burled by Old Residents and
Long Sought, Believed to Have

Been Located.
Blythc, Cal. Throo strangers camo

into Blythc in an nutomobllo. Thoy re-

mained hero a day and tho next morn-
ing thoy crossed tho riyor at Enron-bor- g

ferry. Slnco that tlmo reports
have reached hero that they went di-

rectly to tho old town of La Paz, ten
miles northwest of Blytho on tho op-

posite of tho Colorado River, and after
a search thcro in tho ruins of an old
adobo building, in

and carrying away gold to tho
amount of ?60,000.

That tho men went to La Paz, nnd
did considerable excavating InBldo tho
old lulns and that thoy claimed to
hnvo found ?GO,0 0 has boon verified.
Tho fact that the old building In which
they dug was the principal store and
saloon of the town In tho early and
palmy days of La Paz gives credenco
to tho report of tho wealth the three
men found.

The saloon was owned and conduc-
ted by ono Francisco Rabana, a Por-
tuguese.

Raban, In addition to conducting a
gencial store and saloon, was tho prin-
cipal buyer of gold dust in La Paz,
gold dust being the common medium
of in the camp in those days.

One day while at the Goodman mine,
which he owned, Rabana received seri-
ous Injuries, from which ho nevor re-

covered and In a few days died.
Rabana had no family, his wife hav-

ing died previously, nor any very in-

timate friends. It was
known that ho had much gold dust
stored about tho place, as that was the
only way ho had to keep it, there be-

ing no banks and transportation was-slo-

People had seen this gold in
Rabana's possession, which he kept in
sacks, dishes, and cans.

However, when Rabana died tho
only thing found on his person or
about the premises was a deposit
check in a foreign bank for a small
amount of money. No cash or gold
dust of any considerable amount
could bo found.

Tho fact that no gold was found on
the Rabana premises led to numer-
ous efforts on the part of many to
search for tho lost treasure.

Like all things of this nature, tho
fever became contagious, and men
have spent years, looking and digging
for Rabana's gold, which, so far as
known, was never found.

After the Government had declared
La Paz to be located on an Indian
reservation, and the inhabitants were
forced to move off, many a man re-

turned and dug in tho old town, look-

ing for lost treasure, and In this way
the earth about tho old Rabana house
has been turned over many times.

One hole excavated by the last par-
ty was dug to a depth of about twelve
feet, where water was encountered.
An old resident of La Paz tells that
Rabana had a well at that point to
furnish water for the store and saloon.

Gold was first in La Paz
wash In the "fifties." Government and
private records show that more than
?2,000,000 were taken out during the
life of tho camp. Tho gold camo prin-
cipally from placers, and nuggets were
frequently found valued at more than
$100 each.
