In Ohio this work is being done in

with tho Agriculture
College Extension Service .at Co-

lumbus. Directions for treating
may be had on application. The
treatment is easy, simple, effective,
and pays for itself many (times
over. Ohio counties in which oats
were treated last year report a
saving of from 50 cents to $4 an
acre. Although the smut is widely
distributed in many locafities and
reduces the yield as much as 5 to
25 por'cent, thisloss can easily be
prevented.

Every colony of bees that sur-
vives the winter should bo man-
aged so that it will produce as
much honey as possible during the
coming summer. Since-th- o sugar
supply is limitecLon account of the
demand abroad thcro is no danger
of overproduction of; honey for
some timo to come. Prices offered
for extracted honey today arc
.three times what they were a little
more than a year ago. Bees are
worth giving tho best of care, and
colonies now in inadequate hives
should be transferred to modern
ones at fruit-blossomi- time, bo
given plenty of room for brood
rearing, and be provided with a
storage of honey. Bees arc the
only agents capable of recovering
the tons and tons of. nectar that
will be available from all sorts of
flowers during the growing season.
Without bees all this is wasted.
