Over 100 years ago when Eng-

land was battling for her life in
the long Napoleonic wars, the
great naval victory of Trafalgar
came as a flood of sunshine burst-
ing through black clouds. "When
the news reached England a Guild-
hall dinner was given
Pitt, who kept his courage through
dark years when his courage was
a priceless national asset. Pitt
was acclaimed the savior of Eng-
land. He responded in these simple
words that Englishmen have al-
ways remembered: "No one man
could save England; England has
saved herself by her exertions anTi
will save Europe by her example. ' '

How truly both England and
France could make that statement
today 1 No one man, no one
group of men could save France.
France lias saved herself by her
exertions and will save the world
by her example. No one man, no
group of men could save England.
And Belgium ! Belgium, with one
little foothold on her devastated
and ravished land. It mav ho. ton
early to say whether or no Belgium
nas saved herselt by her exertions,
but surely it is not too early to say
that Belgium has saved the world
by her example.

Our task is to see that the nxnr--
Ktions of the Belgians, the French,
the Jinglish and the Italians shall
riot have been in vain. The people
of the United States must save
themselves by their exertions;
they must help save the world by
their example. No public official
however able, however diligent'can save them.

No ordinary financial operation- -

win produce the sums of money
that are needed. The people of
this country must do as France
and England have done they
must put into this .fight the exer-
tions of a whole people.

"We are going tofind, as we get
further and further intothis war-- ,

that there, is nothing magical
about public finance. The govern-
ment must be supplied with money
to pay for the goods and services
it needs. But the only way that
the government can get the goods
that it needs and the services that
it needs is by getting the people to
do without those goods and ser-
vices.

The peculiar significance of the
War Savings campaign is that it is
not designed primarily to get
money, but to enable the govern-
ment to spend money. Wars are
not fought with money; wars are
fought with goods and services.
Wheri a peace-lovin- g nation, a
peace-traine- d nation, goes to war,
that war is largely fought with
goods produced and services ren-
dered after it gets into the war.

What the WarSavings move-
ment asks is what the President
has phrased as "a reasonable and
practical economy .J's It is not a
question of what we individually
can afford to spend; it is a ques-
tion of what the nation can afford
to have us spend. Tho President
lias set the fundamental problem
clearly before us in words. that be-
come more' and more apt as the
days go by: "Let every man and
every woman assume the duty of
careful, provident use and expen-
diture as a patriotic duty, as a
dictate of patriotism which no one
can now expect ever to be excused
or forgiven for ignoring." '

Tho ease with which the country
will adjust itself to compulsory
doing without will bo determined
largely by tho extent of the econo-
mies that tho people of the country
voluntarily impose upon them-
selves. Tho voluntary rolls are
now open. All the men, all the
women, all tho children lmvn t.lin
opportunity to become part of the
TUIUUUIl illllij'.

LETTER FROM DEGIER

With Areo Students at a Now
Camp in Tennessee.

281st Aero Squadron
Park Field, Memphis, Tenn.,

March 18, 1918.
Dear Mr. Blue: Several months

have now passed since leaving the
old Burg, and thought I'd drop a
line just to inform you that I was
still alive. I get the Journal
about every week and usually see
several notes concerning various
other Perrysburg boys who are
now in the service of Uncle Sam.

It sure is nice and warm at this
camp, only the nights" are' a trifle
chilly.

This is just a new camp and isn 't
very large and consequently is
quite a lonely spot, exceptfor the
Y. M. C. A., and there one can al-
ways pass away the idle hours, al-
though in the army,, one finds very
few idle hours.

The.re hasn't been any aerial ac-
cidents of late although during tho
first two weeks here 8- - men were
killed; one day alone, three men
were killed andsix machines
smashed,

It is quite interesting to see
from 20 to 30 aeroplanes in the air
at one time and the noise from the
engines is quite deafening.

We have no military training
down here at all, only guard duty,
we had about six weeks' military
training while at Camp Grant,
Rockford, 111., and it sure was cold
out there. All the time that we
were there the temperature stayed
from 10 to 30 below and when we
moved to Memphis, there wasn't
a man that wasn't glad to say good
bye to Rockford and its great
snow fields.

It is now dinner time, so guess
I'll bring this letter to a close and
will write again when I have a
few minutes leisure.

Prove His Loyalty.

The government at Washington
has sent out tho call for the third
Liberty Loan, the opening cam-
paign to commence on Saturday,
April 6th, the first anniversary of
the entry into tho war of our
grand old Uncle Sam.

The campaign to be waged is not
to be of the mild variety that has
heretofore been tolerated it is to
be a record making contest that
will provide the administration at
Washington with a record of the
standing of every citizen of this
country in relation to his attitude
toward the country that provides
him with an abiding place.

Federal agents have been busy
securing the exact standing of
every citizen and his ability to buy
bonds. An index card will be pro-
vided the solicitors and when Mr.

is called upon he must
either buy or refuse and if he re-
fuses his card will be sent to the
Federal agent, who will investi-
gate and learn the "Reason
Why." The solicitors will not
make second and third calls or do
any special cdaxing; they will
merely ask you "How much will
you take?" and your answer will
be recorded. Nor will it bo pos-
sible to lie out of it as many did on
the last loan, by saying, "yes, I
have bought." The solicitor will
be required to ask of whom you
bought and when, and your
answer will be recorded and the
truth or falsity thereof proven by
investigation. There is no way
out of it. You must declare your-
self either for Uncle Sam or tho
Kaiser and you must prove the
declaration. It will not be wise to
offer insult to the solicitors the
men who are working for Uncle ,
Sam are not supposed to take any-
thing of that kind. They are his
agents and must be treated with
courtesy and respect.
