. Many Wood county farmers are
interested in feeding steers. Most
stecr feeders are interested in the
most, economical rations obtain-
able.

In order to answer inquiries
most satisfactory, April 16th has
been designated ‘‘Steer Feeders'
Day’’ by the County Farm Bureau.
At this time five or six farms on
which steers are being fattened
will be visited and a comparative
study made of the daily gains, the
cost of producing the gains, the
finish of the steers, and the profit
per steer at the present market

The trip is so arranged as to be
of specidl interest to men who are
wondering if silage can be used
successfully in a steer’s ration.
Farms will be visited where no
silage has been used, some where
silage has been used part time, and
some where no silage has been fed.
The trip will cover about thirty-
five (85) miles and will start from
the farm of J. L. Herman near
Lemoyne at 9 :30.

In Memory of Millard E. Daven-
port, Frederick L. Yeager
