iion to shoeing, and flatter myself that the
;: horses under my care are as well sliod as

any in her Majesty's service. '

The shoe I found in use here was made
v concave next to the foot, and flat on the

ground surface, than which, in my opin-- i
ion; nothing could be worse. This shoe I

j
' have had reversed, making the latter as

. . concave as the foot will possibly admit of,
leaving only sufficient room between the
shoe and the foot, for the pricker to pass
freely around, to remove dirt, &c To the
heels of the shoe I have given an inclined

: plane outwaids on the foot surface, with
three nails on the inside and four on the

; outside. The Vels, instead of being cut
off straight, are well sloped, and about
the same thickness as the toe. The shoe,

- one-thir- d as thick at the heel as the toe,
; recommended by the late professor, the

Balky Horses.
; Bulky, or jibbish horses, are not only a

source of great annnoyance, but too fre-

quently endanger the property and peril
the lives of their owners. An East India
gentleman one day took his seat in one of
the omnibuses, in London, at the time of
starting all the efforts of the driver proved
unavailing, owing to a balky horse attach-
ed to the vehicle. The poor animal be-

came more restive in proportion . to . the
tortures inflicted upon him by the driver,
and several other whip-me- n who assisted
on the occasion. The streets became
filled with spectators, and the interception
of other carriages. Great danger was to
be apprehended. The East India gentle-
man above referred to, surnrcsted to the
driver and hiiassistants, that if he would
try the East India method of fastening a
cord to the horse's fore-foo- t, and cause
a person to pull forward, the animal would
start right away. : The suggestion was
received with contempt. However, after
all other efforts failed, a long cord was
attached to the animal's fore-foo- t, and
the moment the man gave a strong pull
the horse started off as if nothing had
been the matter.

off the centre of gravity by the 'propul-
sion forward, is taken by surprise and

-- shoes at the toe sharp which, if rounded,
will in a great measure prevent over-

forge; or "carry the hammer and pincers,'

'as it is termed, leaving the horn project-
ing over the shoe, is, in my opinion, good
as a general rule, not only preventing that

Age of Sheep How Determined. j

The age of sheep may be known by the
front teeth, r They are eight in number,
and appear all of a size. In the second
year the. two middle ones fall out, and
their place is supplied by two large
ones. In the third year, a small tooth on
each side. In the fourth year, the large
teeth arc six in number. In the fifth year
the whole front teeth are large. In the
sixth year, the whole begin to get worn.
In the seventh year, the whole fallout, or
are broken. It is said that the teeth of
the ewes begin to decay at five or six,
those of weathers at seven.

Preserving Frcit in Bottles.
Strawberries, raspberries, currants .peach-

es, in fact any fruit may be preserved in
air-tig- ht botles, so as to retain its natural
flavor, with but little labor or expense.
The following is an excellent mode:

"Fill the bottles quite full with fruit not
quite ripe; place them with the corks put
lightly into them, in a copper with cold
water up to the necks, and gradually raise
the temperature of the water to 1 60 de-

grees, and not exceeding 170 degrees
Fahr. Keep them at this temperature
half an hour; then take each out separate-
ly, and fill it up with boiling water from
a kettle to Avithin an inch of the cork; --

drive in the cork firmly, tie it over, and
dip it immediately into bottle wax, and
lay the bottle down its side, to keep the
cork always damp. To preventfermenta-tion- ,

turn each bottle half round twice or
thrice a week for two or three weeks; af-

ter that they will need no further care.
The corks should be soaked in water two
or three days before being used."

Another mode is to tie the corks before
putting the bottles in the water. The heat
expels the air from the fruit. ' As soon as

the bottles are cool enough, apply the sealing-

-wax. We have eaten peaches in win-

ter w7hich were cut up and bottled, and
kept in this way, almost as good as when
cut up for the table fresh from the tree.
The secret consists in exhausting the air
from the bottles, and making the corks air-

tight. X. Y. Trihune.

For
your sheep you should provide a trough,
under cover; on the bottom of this spread
tar, sprinkle salt freely repeat this at
east twice or thrice a week.

iWGKRiNG Cabbage Plants. If you
have cabbage plants set out, see thatthey
are regularly worked and kept free from
grass and weeds. There is no liquid man
ure that suits cabbage better than soap
suds. Occasional waterings with it will

ensure vigorous growth snd destroy ver-

min. Dustings at intervals with plaster
serve a good purpose. Maine Farmer.

Cooking Tomatoss. Tomatoes make,
but an insipid dish unless well cooked and
properly seasoned; but when properly
prepared are universally esteemed.' ; Af-

ter having selected good nearly ripe fruit
scald, peal off the skin and slice them;
placa them on the stove in a tin dish, and
cook slowly for at least an hour and a

half, two hours would be better; add sugar
salt and pepper to suit the taste, with
crackers or crumbs of bread.

Household Economy.

been found valuable.

If you happen to live in a house which
has marble fire-place- s, never wash them
with suds; this, in time, destroys the polish
They should be dusted; the spots taken off
with a nice oiled cloth, and then rubbed
dry with a soft rag.

If you wish to presorve fine teeth, al-

ways clean them thoroughly after you
have eaten your last meal at night. We
have preserved half decayed teeth many
years by washing them after every meal
and rubbing them once a day with fresh

ftharcoal from the fire. .

- About the last of May or the first of
June, the little millers, which lay moth
effjjs, bejjin to appear. Therefore brush
all your woolens, and pack them away in
a dark place, 'covered with linen. They
should be well wrapped in linen. This is
easy and very efficacious. The same
book recommends tobacco, as repulsive of
moths but it failed entirely on trial.
Solid camphor sncceeded well.

. If you have a strip of land do not throw
away suds. They are good manure for
bushes and young plants.

Suet keeps good all the year round, if
choped and packed dowrn in a stone jar,
covered with molasses. Mince pie meat
may be kept equally well, if boiled, chop-

ped, aud similarly packed.
Do not let knives be dropped in hot dish

water. Thousands of dollars worth of
nife-handl- cs are spoiled every year, by

carelessness in this particular. - - ;

Straw beds are much better for being
boxed at the sides, in the same manner
upholsters prepare ticks for feathers.. If
straw' beds are stiched through like mat-trass- es

they are greatly improved, and
need no stirring up. .

How to Catch a Sheep.
In catching sheep.never seize them by the

wool on the back, as it hurts them exceed-

ingly, and has in some cases been known
to kill them, particularly in hot wreather,
if they are large and fat. Indeed the best
way is to avoid the wool altogether, and to
accustom yourself to take them by the
hind leg, or what is better, by the neck,
placing one hand under the jaws, and the
other at the back of the ears, when by lif-

ting up the head, a child may hold up al-

most any sheep. But. much depends on
how a flock is treated. Few people are
sufficiently gentle with sheep. In Mary
land, and south of it, sheep are rarely ap-

proached near enough to touch or catch
them, except as farmers are themselves
treated, in all countries, and alike by ty-

rants and demagogues, when they are to
be sheared or slaughtered.

By kind and gentle use, and occasional
salting, a man may have his sheep so tame
that he may play with them, as every
man that has a heart will sometimes do
with his dog. At any rate the feeling and
thoughtful farmer, will never suffer his
sheep, or anything else under his guar- -

diaiiship, to . be unnecessarily terrified or
otherwise ill treated. Wool Grower.

Saving Seed from Garden Vegetables.
The first vegetable peas fJr snap beans

that appear, saAre for seed;. the first stock
of okra that shows a pod, let it all go to
seed; the first cucumber, squash or melon,
save for seed. In this wav, we may suc
ceed in getting much earlier vegetables
than by following the usual method of ta-

king the refuse of all our garden crops
for seed. Save the earliest and best of ev
erything for seed. Our egg plant might
be brought into bearing much sooner, if
we would save the first for seed. . Who
can stand it, with all the long year's
dearth of delicious morsels, to save the
first roasting ear or tomatoe, that appears,
for seed; and yet if we would bring for-

ward the whole crop two or three weeks
earlier it must be done. Let it be a set
tied maxim of the gardener the first and
best of every thing for seed.

Experience in Making Soap.

Mrs. .ijatehan; 1 will give you an
item of my experience in soap making
for the benefit of the house-keepin- g de-

partment. I once heard a German wo
man say, "The reason I always has such
goot luck making soap, I purns all te pones
I can find, for my ashes." . Last winter I
tried the experiment, and not a few such
subjects of animal mortality, which are
rather unsightly to appearance; I hurried
them in the cooking stove as I could find
them. The result was that one barrel of
such ashes would make more than a bar
rel of soap; and the best soap The soft
soap I could carry in my apron a mile, if I
wished; and the hard soap, which was a
better kind of grease,is as white as tallow

My soap grease was not of the choicest
kind; it consisted of scraps pressed to a
cheese, mouldy meat skins smoked, refuse
of bacon, and in fact, refuse of every
kind, which had been kept an unusual
length of time. In consequence of my
ill health, my soap, which ought to have
been made in March or April, was not
made until the last of May. Ashes burn
ed of the same kind of wood, without
bones, in the same way, that is, in the
cooking stove, would not make soap at all
I tried both to my satisfaction.
