There are a few old-fishion- houses

from. which the spinning wheel is not yet
entirely abandoned. The inmates of such
do not always kuow how to cleanse the
gum out of merino wool, before sending
it to the carding machine. ' Let them cut
out and preserve this direction, by which
we have cleaned many a hundred weight,
some of which was almost as black as my
hat, with dirt and gum; characteristic of
all fine wool sheep. .

For 100 lb of wool, take 4 gallons of

urine, and o gallons ot rain water, mix
and heat a little above blood heat until
the skum rises, which skim off. Keep it
at the same heat in a kettle on coals or a
little fire out of doors. Put in what wool
the kettle will conveniently hold, and let it
remain about 5 minutes take it out on a
board that will drain the liquid, back into

rthe kettle,' or else put it in a basket over a
tub, so as not to waste the liquid, for it
will be equally; good for the last batch as
the first. . When it is drained, put the
basketunder a stream of water running
on it if convenient, or in a running stream
it you can, or else with plenty of clear
water. in a large tub, it will wash .very
easy, and be as "white as wool." - ;

Don't forget tp sprinkle the dirty liquid
upon the poorest spot in the garden, for it
is a powerful manure.' ;

High Prices, of Stock. ; :

' .The high price of beef, about which ev-

ery body is complaining, is an illustration
of the trite remark, that the removal of a
very small quantity of ; any article from
the market, will greatly enhance the price
of that which remains. There is no doubt
for example, that the enhanced value of
beef, apart from the general rise m prices
of. all commodities, from the increase in
gold, arises from the trade in stock,, car-

ried on with California by the. Western
States. " From Missouri, Illinois, Indiana,
and even Ohio, immense droves annually
move off, across the plains, to supply the
Californians; many farmers following this
exportation of cattle to the Pacific Coast,
as a regular business, to the exclusion of.

every thing else. Before the discovery of
the gold mines, there was no market for
this Western stock, except at New Orleans
or herein the East. 7"

7 These being the chief causes of the
high price of beef, there is no pros
pect of its cheapening while the causes
continue; and the best informed stock- -

raisers aird cullers in the West see no

chance of any change, from rediiCvd ex
portation, for four or five years at least.
From the same cause, horses and mules
also are deaf, and will probably remain
dear for years to come. Cattle, horses
and mules, in fact, are products of slow
growth: they cannot like grain, be bro't
into the market within the year; but a
scarcity in them having once occurred,
several seasons are required to supply the
deficiency. Phil. Ledger.

' Fattening Sheep.
It is sometimes an object to fatten sheep

rapidly in summer, and also to fatten off

old sheep which cannot be readily fatten ¬

ed on pasture alone. In either case, good
pasture and the feeding of a moderate
quantity of grain daily, will generally ef
fect it very advantageously. One bushel
of grain fed to sheep in summer, will

make as much fat as three or four fed in

winter; hence they may be fattened off

most rapidly, with least expense, in sum

mer and fall. Canfield.
