Morgan ednght her and endeav
ored to intimidatle her by presenting
a pistol to her face, but she wonlidn't
?and yelled the londer. The
Marshal gave her a push over the
bank, aud rushing down the creek
found Price secured. Tha Ilatter
was sitting down feeding a sorgo
mill, when Shelton and Spears came
up. He asked Morgan why he was
arrested, and the Marshal told him
that he had broken into his slore,
hack of South Point, and had some
enlico and a pair of fine boots in a
carpet sack, that he wanted back
Price said if that's all, he could
examine the earpetsack, In the
meantime they had arrived at the
honse, and the women hearing them
talk abount the carpet sack, stealthily
hore it away, bul the Marshal eaught
them emptying it of cigars, &e, and
immediately terminated their ma-
neuvres. The fine boots, the Mar-
shal pretended lhie was after, could
nof be found, but the coarse ones,
whichZhad been taken from Hilgen-
berg’s, were, as was also his revol
ver. :

The Marshal then took Price and

as is usnal in soch cases, surmiscs
began to float through (he commna-
nily, angd suspicions bezan to find
their home. So, on Tuesday night
of last week, Marshal Alargan started
for Ohio Furnace, to ent off the re-
treat of certain individuals who had
been reported as directing their
steps that way. Finding nothing
there, this officer went to the Tun-
nel on his route further to the East.
Staying there all nizht, he was join-
ed by Peter Spears, wlen the twe
started for Vesuvius furnace and
thence toward Mearion. .

Peter Spears, however, volun-
teered to show where Andy Sgears
was, the latter individasl being un-
der strong suspicions. Marshal
Morgan and his associate, riding at
night, came out on the pike, three
miles thisside of Marion, near where

|

Andy lived. Learning that Andy
had been there that day,. they weat
Lo his house, which isina hollow
back of Eliza Willis's. Tindine
Spears at home the BMarshal pat
irons upon him, and then tosk him
apart, and asked him about the

“murder serape,” but Spears denied
all knowledge of it. Bat, upon the
Marshal promising not to maken
witness of him, and let him go, he
said that a man by the name of
Andy Price, had told him on Thars-
day, that he was going to kill Iil-
genberg on Eriday night, and that
he was told by Price on the follow-
ing Sunday that hie had killad him

Andy Spears said that Andy Price
stayed at dr Rbodes’s, eight miles

beyond Marioa. The Marshal and
Liis posse started thither, having

pressed in a horse for the prisoner
to ride. But Price had not been at
Rhodes’s. nor was he known there.
Mr. Rhodes, however, went with
the Marshal to Andy price’s sister,
some distance off, and learned ihat
Andy had left there Tuesday mor-
ning at daybreak. It now being
night, Wednesday, the Marshal so-
journed at Rhodes’'s and starled
next morning for theriver. Within
five miles of the river, at a forks of
the road, Marshal Morgan sent tlhiree
of liis posse to the mounth of the
Symmes, while he with Peter Spears
and the prisoner pushed forward
toward Proetorsville. Here learn-
ing that & man answaring to the
deseription of Price had crossed
the ferry Tuesday morning at 11
o’clock, the Marshal sent the man
whom he had arrested to Ironton,
and with Peter Spears started into
Virginia. Hearing that Price had
gone from Guyandofte with an, ox
team, the Marshal went seven miles
off from the Barboursville Road to
see if the ox driver knew anything
of Price.

All that he could ascertain was
that the ox driver left Price one
mile this side of Barboursville.—
Morgan then started for Guyan-
dotte river, several miles above
Barboursville. Here he began to
deal in cattle in order to conceal
his mission,and wasdirected to Major
Shelton- Finding this individual a re-
liable gentleman, the Marshal told
him his purpose and was informed
that such a man as Price had been
in that neighborhood, and had in-
quired for Anderson’s. Major Shel-
ton agreed to accompany Morgzan
and Spears. They went to Ander-
son’s, and the Marshal seeing a wo-
man washing in the ereek pear by,
asked her if there had been an old
grey-headed man there lately. The
woman replied that there had Dbeen
no one there but Andy Price, and
he was no grey-headed man. Mor-
gan said he new better, where upon
the feminine became deeply enraged
and cursed the Marshal roandly.

In the meantime, Maj. Shelton
had gone into the house, and com-
ing out said it was all right. He
had told some women there what
they were after, and the women
came to the door and begged them
«“to take Price, for he was a thief,
murderer, &c.”” The expedition
then crossed Mud river, and went to
a grist mill, where they learned that
Andy Price had been seen at the

started for the river—passed throuw’
Barboursville at 12 o'¢lock at night.
and reachod Guyandette at 3 in the
morning, when they took tlie steamer
Crossley andarrived at Ironton be-
fore noon, Saturday.

Un their way here Price confessed
the wholeaiTair to the Marshal—that
he and Andy Spears Committed the
murider—that he did the striking
with the hatchet and Spears ent the
German,s throat—that for their
awinl erime they obtained some old
clothing.a jug of whisky and eighteen
cents.  He was lodged in jail with
his associate in crime, to await his
trial.

For thisimportant arrest, Marshal
Morzan deserves

CALAMITY IN SWITZERLAND.

Appeal to the Swiss and to the

Friends of Switzerland in the
United States..

-

A calamity has befallen  thereiti-
zens of Lessin, Valais, 8t. Gall, and
Uri, which in its immensity, stands
unenuallediin the annals of Switzer-
land. On the 27th " of "Septeémber
rain heganto fall in torrents along
the Northern and Southern slopes
of the alps, and countinued to de-
tseend, bat with little intermission,
for eight days  Daring  all this
time a powerful South wind raged
furiously amidst the masses of snow
and ice, which had lain undisturbed
for centuries in their inaeccessible
Alpine strongholds. Ewvery moun-
tain rivalet swelled into a rusbing
stream, every stream into a torrent
earryiing appalling destruction in its
eourse. The rivers of Tessin, the
Rhione, the Reuss, the Rhine, and
the Inn, in their rclentless power,
obliterated many of the eloicest
beauties of nature,impoverished shou
sands of families, and hurried hwad-
redsto 2 watery grave. Heartredding
and vain was the struggle of homan
hands , against the overpowering
force of the watery element. On it
came, in the dead of night, terrible
in its might, scattering destruetion
far and wide, and piling up in the
meadows the mountain debris of
ages. Rocks weighing hundreds of
tons were torn from their resiing
places, aud in their - course joined
the revelry of destruction. Wheole
forests, vinyards, and meadows—
stacked with grain, have disappear
ed, and in many places, nota 'wves-
Ltige of roads, bridges and fences is
left ; honses, mills and factories are
torn from their foundations, and
even cemeteries and cliarnel-houses
kave been invaded, and their con--
tents seattered along the cowrseof
the devastation. Thousands ofeat-
tle lie choked in the mud, and thou-
sands of our fellow beings are re-
duced to abject poverty. Along the
Rhine, village upon village lies half
buried in the mud and debris, and
every article of beding and wearing
upparel has either been swept away
or rendered useless in houses where
comfort, and even plenty reigned;
while their verdant meadows, pro-
ductive orchards, and.beantiful gar
dens, are one mass ol greyish mud.
Sixty millions of franes will fall far
short ot the loss sustained. On such
extraordinary oceasions it is meet
that unusual measures be adopted
to alleviate at least in part the suffer
ing of nur brethren. The federal
goverment of Swilzerland, promp-
ted by a feeling which it knew wonld
meet with a hearty response from
its people, at once dispsatched its
President to the suffering localities
aud ordered to the scene of devasta-
tion the wvarious corps of sappers
and miners to reader all possible as-
sistance. Ere this one million of
franes will have been appropriated
by the federal government, anda
like sum will have heen contributed
by the several cantons. Already a
couvention of delegates from all
cantons have assembled in Berne,
and relief associations have sprung
up in every section of the ‘land,
whose offerings will be distributed
by the Central Relief Association,
organized under the auspiees of the
federal government. Many individ-
uals have given most liberally, and
the people of adjacent countries are
also bnsy. heart and hand, in the
noble work of relieving want. A-
mong others the King and Queen of
Wartemberg made at once a remit-
ance, and organized a relief society
over which they will preside. And
we, fellow countrymen and breth-
ren, shall we stand aloof? Shall
we leave unheeded the ery of distress
the pleading eye cast over from be-
loved Switzerland ? No, no, never,
never must be the ready response of
every heart. The painful tidings
from our sorely-visited brethren will
find an echo in bountiful blessed
America. A mite from every feeling
heart, a gift from every generons
hand, and this visitation of Almighty
God will afford another proof of the
truthfullness of our conntry’s “mot-
to,” “One for all and sll for one.”
The unusunal exigencies of this na-
tional ealamity make an appesl to
the philanthropy of his countrymen
and his country's friends, on the
part of the undersigned, virtaally
obligatory. Fellow-country men in
the United States, up, then, and be
doing in the work of relieving our
suffering brethren!
