The cherished dream of the young
is to meet with a wholly congenial
spirit—ran_-echo ol the heart—a
vounterpast. «of sell. " Whao Cever
Iived that did not hope to find the

found it? It is a truism which
every one will acknowledge, that
no two persons were ever wholly
alike ; and yet every ongin youth
recoils: from the necessary deduc-
tion that, therefore, he ecan never
find a counterpart of himsell. And
s0 we go on, desiring, craving,
seeking sympathy to the last! It
is'n melmcholy instance, tife yearn<
ing for sympathy scems inherent in
the temperament of the poet. Ex-
actly as he tinds his finer and more
subtle ideas or feclings uncompre
hended by the crowd, he sighs for
the Imagined One to whom he van
pour them fourth, or who ean
rather understand them best in si-
lence—by an instinet—Dby a mag-
netism—~by all that invisible and
electric harmony of two souls, which
we understand by the word “Sym-
puthy,” in its fullest and divinest
sense.  Yet in proportion evidently
to the rareness of this poetie nature,
i3 the improbability ef finding a
likeness to it. And if the poet snes
cecd at last, if he do find another
being  éqnally sensiti-\'(‘-——-n‘qn;ill‘\‘|
wayward—equally acute and subtle
—instead of sympathizing with him,
it demands only sympathy for it-
selt. The one most resembling a
poet would be apoetess. And a
poctesss is, of all, the last who
would long to sympatize with a

poet. T'wo persons linked together,
eqoally selt-absorbed, suscepfible,

anil exacting! Mephistopheles him-
gelf could not devise a union more
unhappy and more ill-assorted !
Thos we observe in biography, |
that the friendship belween great
men is rarely  intimate or perma-
nent: 1itis a Boswell that most
apprecintes o Jolinson. Genius has
no brother, no co-mate; the love
it inspires is that of a pupil or a son.
Hence, unconscious of the reasons,
but by that fine intu tion into na-
ture which surpasses all philosophy,
the poets nsually demand devotion
as the most necessary attribute in
their ideals of love; they ask in
their mistress a being not of lofLy
intellect nor of brilliant genius, but
engrossed, absorbed in them—a|
Medorn for Conrad. It was well
to paint that Medora in a sava-e
island—to exclude her from the
world. In civilized life, poor erea:

The Wey-Stone of Gen. Grant’s
Administration.

The success or failure of Genersl
Grant’s Administration canh be pre-
dieted with a good degree of c¢gr-
tainty, when the country knows who
is to De its Secretary of the Treasu-
ry and its commissioner of Internal
Revenue. 'Those departments of
the Government which control the
collection and disbursement of the
revenue, are the dépirtments which
will make or mar it. They holdthe
same réfation to the Government
now, which the War Department
held during the rebellion: and their
proper management demands sub-
stantially the same qualities,—a
thorough comprehension of the ne-
cessities of the country, a practical
knowledge of men for appointing ex
ecutive agents of the Government
and unflinching ‘courage, both phys
icil and moral, in meeting emergen-
cies and dangers as they arise.

The collection of the revenues of
the country,—the honest, prompt
aud energetic enforcement of the
Tax laws,—will be the first and fun-
damental condition of success for
the new Administration. Under
the existing laws the appointment
of tne men who are to perform  this
work rests nominally with the Pres-
ident, but actuslly, so far as the
practical perfurmance of the duty is
concerned, with the Secretary of
the Treasury and the Revenue Cowm
missioner. The Supervisors are
the most important of the subordi-
nates, on whom the detailed enforce
ment of the Tax laws depends. If
the Seerctary and the Commissioner
are men who will make it their busi-
ness to find ont accurately and for
themselves, “*who are the very Dbest
men to fill those places,” and will
then see to it that such men are ap-

| pointed in every case,—mo matter

who may like it: or who may dislike
it,—the taxes will be collected, the
burdens ol the debt will be fairly
distributed and the machinery of
the Government will work easily
and well.  Buatil they are men who
weigh character by letters ol recom-
mendation,—who think that a candi
date with a thousaml signatures to
his applieation, mmust of necessity be
more it for the place than a man
with a hundred, or one with none
at all, who ask the party whow they
may appoint and who listen and
obey when the party tells thewm
whom they must not appoint, then
we shall have these places filled with
hungry aud unscrupulous adventu

rers whe will use their power to fill
their own pockets, or else with men

ture! ecaps afid bonnets, an opera
box and Madame Carson would|
soon have sharved her heart with |
her Corsair! Yet this species of
love, tender and unearthly though
it be, is not sympathy. Conrad
could not have confided in Medora.
She was the mistress of his heart,
not, in the beantiful Arabian phrase,
“the keeper of his'soul.” It is the
inferior natures, then, that appre-
ciate, reverence, and even eompre-

hend genius the most. Yel most
men lbave briel passages in  life

when they fancy they have attained
their vhijuct ; when they ciy “Eure-
ka!" when they believe that their
counterpart, the wrath of their
spirit, is before them! Two per
sons in love with each other, how
congenial they appear! In that
beautiful plianey, that uneounscious
system of self—sacrifice whieh make
the <haracter of love in its earliest
staged, each nature seemes blended
and circumfused in each—they are
not two natures, they are one!

Death is the great treasure-house
of Love. #here lies Jburied the
veal weanlth of passion and of vouth ;
there the heart, once so prodigal,
now grown the miser, turns to con-
template the hoards it has™ hidden
from the world. Henceforth it is
but the common and petty coins.of
affection that it wastes on the uses
and things of life.

The coarser and blunter minds,
intent upon common ohjects, obtain,
pechaps, a sufficient sympathy to
satisfy them. The man who does

nothing but hunt, will find con-
geniality enough whenever there
are heunds and huntsmen. The

woman whose soul i3 in a ball-room
has a bhost ofintimate associates and
congenial spirits. It was the man
of the worlil who talked of Lis
numerons friends—it was the sage
who replied sadly, “Friends!” "Il:ls'
the word a plural? T have never
seen but one.”

There are two remedies for the
craving after sympathy; and the
first may be recommended to all
literally men as the great means of
preserving the moral health. Itis
this: we should ecultivate, besides
onr more intellectual objects, some
pursuit which we can have in com-
mon with the crowd; some end,
whether of pleasure, ¢f Dusiness, of
politics, that brings us in contact
with our kind. Solitnde then be-
comes to us a relief, and our finer
thoughts are the seraphs that watch
and havnt it. How many brilliant
thoughts have flashed upon
how many divinest visions have
walked by our side, that wonld
have mocked all our eilorts to
transfer to the inanimate page ¥ To
sit eoldly down, to eopy the fitful
and sudden hues ol those rainbow
and evanescent images varyingo
with every moment—nn! we sre
not all so cased in anthorship; we
are greater than mére machines of

us—

The sauthor is
inferior to the -man!  As- the L-eati
part of Besuty is. that which no
picture can express, so the hest
part of the Poetis that which no
words have told. :

Hard is the thought that, for
want of sympathy in those arpund
us, our purést motives, our noblest
qualities, must be misunderstood.
We die—none have known us! and
yet all are to declaimon our charae-
ter—measure at a glance the dark’
aliyss of .our souls—prate of us as
il we were household and haekneved
to them from osr cradle. One
among the number shall write
our biography—the rest shall read
andl  condeive, and Dbelieve they
know us ever afterward. We go
down to our sons’ sons, darkened
and disguised ; so that, looklng on
men's coloring’s of our mind and
life, from our repose on the bosom
of God, we shall not recognize ohe
feature of the portrait we have left
on ecarth!’

to weak to be bonest and utterly
powerless against the agencies ol
corruption that will be brought to
bear upon them.

It is not enough nowadays that a
man in ollice will not steal himsell;
he must bave the ability -and the
pluck to stop others from stealing.
k6 requires, in these later days ol
the Republie, ten times the talent to
be an honest oflice holder in even
the humblest eapacity, which it did
to make a man a greabstatesman fif-
ty years ago.  Honesty in ollice, in
‘_I_!ih sSeuse. l]:[g Lecoms eno of the
rarest, as it is one of the highest, of
lmmun gifts. The men who stand
well in society.—who e.joy the re
spect and conlidence of their neigh-
bors,-——who have lived quiet, blame
less lives, but have shown no  spe-
cial force or talent anywhere or in
anything, who likes every body and
whom everybody likes in turn, are
olten deemed the fittest recipients
of pablic favor and the most proper
men for publie office.  And compa
atively speaking they donbtiess are.
As things go, it is almost a matter
for public thanksgiving that we have
some ollices not filled by notorious
scowndrels and koaves.  But this is
not enough for the coming pecessi
ties of the country. We want in
high oflice men of nerve, as well as
of good intentions,—men who can
not be deceived and who will not
bie bullied,— men who will give pow
er to men too weak to wield it, or
so facile and complaint as to let it
slip trom their grasp pr be wrested
from them by andacious and reck-
less men.

The Treasury Department is the
key of the whole position. It isnot
enotigh that the coming Secretary
be a man of sound views on finance.
or correct notions on the curreney,
or a ‘trne Republiean. He mnst
be one who knows & knave at sight,
—who ean detect & humbng or a
pretender as quickly as experts de-
tect a connterfeit bill,— osnd who
will never, under any cireumstances
or any  pressure, put & third rate
man-in-a flrst-rate place.” The coun-
try was fortunate during the war in
having such a man as Stanton in
the War Department,—a man who
had intellect, energy and courage,
He may have made mistakes—pro-
bably he did: but he made things
move, and they always moved in the
rieht direstion. He held no terms
with dishonesty or with imbecility
It was as great a erime in his eyes
to be incapalle as to be unfaithful,
—for the one damaged the nation
quite as much as the other. We
need just such a man in the Treasi-|
ry Department as  Stanton  proved
himself to be during the war., We
must have a man ofiron will,—fear-
less, clear-beaded, and just in dving
his own dunty, and in compelling all
subordinates to do theirs. Weak
ness, timidity, or, to put it more
wildly, au excess of  caution, has
been and still is the hescttine sin of
the Treasury Department, under the
present Administration. The polit-
ical complieations  have added to
the ditlieulties of the ease, and have
contributed to  inefficiency of the
Department.  3Mr. Rollins isa warin

Republican, and his sympathies are
alt with that party. 'Fhe President
is opposed to it, andlooks with dis-
teust upon all its nominees. My, Mo-
Culloeh tries tos please both, or at
least do whut neither of them ecan,
or will, find much fault with. Tha
result is vacillation, hesitation and
collisions, -thatend-in appointments
that neither command public respect
nor promote the public interest.

All this should, and we donbt will |

be changed. We Lope we shall
haye a Secretary who, to begin with
hasg the full confidence of General

Grant, so that bis section may com-
mand the prompt assent and approv
al ot lns only superior:—and who,
in the xext place, has the . intelli-

—

gence to see, and the courage to do, lCLO’[‘HING! CLOTHING!

what the public service needs most,
—no matter who or what may stand
in the way. And we trust we shall
have a Commisssioner of Internal
Revente of the same ealibre and
the smine qualifications. For upon
the management and administration
of our Finances, more than upon any
other one department of the Govern
ment, will depend the success or the
failure of the new Administration.

After the eata-
bles were disposed of, a terrible
raid was made on bottles, and ne-
groes who dispensed liquid refresh-
ments were almost frightened outof
their wits, as they were besciged on
every hand by eager and excited
wenrers ol shoulder straps, cham-
pagne eorks flying as thickly as bul-
lets in a battle, and nacks of” bottles
were snapped offin every direction
by those who were too thirsty to
wait for corkscrews and waiters.

In vain Gen. Sherman essayed to
bring his subordinates to order.
His march to the seawas an easy
task when eompared to an attempt
to restore quiet among that army of
Generals.  He rapped, shouted, and
finaly made himselt heard by a few,
and announced that the rezular or
der o' proceedings would com-
mence.

The poem by Colonel Pierce was
not lnished, and the remainder of
the programme, down to the re-
sponse of Genernl Logan, was, af
ter vain atlempts, abandoned by
reason of the incessant riotous con-
duet. Shouts and screams were
continnous: alleys were choked by
a surging crowd; tables and floors
were strewn with glass, champagne
bottles were stuck into boiled hams,
and anarchy reigned supreme. Goy-
ernor Oglesby begged the assem-
blage to be quiet.

James H. Bowen called on the
Chairman to urge the police to the
taithfnl perforwance of their duties.
A dozen general and stafl oflicers
rose simultaneously to plead for or-
der.
