and if & majority of the votes cast were
requisite to a nomination, the primary sys-
ten woald be the ideal method, and conld
not be objected to

But there is bardly ever a primary held
by the Republican party (the Democrats
do not hold primaries) in which Demo-
cratic votes are not smuggled in, or rushed
in, or sworn in il every precinct, more or
less numerously according to the pliability
of the respective sets of judges. This prac-
tice often defeats an expression of the party
wajority’s will and nominates the wvery
candidate whom the Democreis want put
up tor them to beat.

Then, n very large percentage of the
party can not be got to vote at the prim=cy
They are either too careless to attepd or 100
much disgusted at the use « money hy
the candidutes to commis themselves, as
they would by voting 10 support & nomi-
nation procured 3 such menns.

The man who
buys votes to nominate himsell for office,
arto elect hims-ll to office is expected to
repay himsell our of the office for his ex-
pense in getting it; and the voters whom
he has bought are indulgent of his pecula-
tions and are not shocked when he steals.
Money is getting to be used 1o such &
scandalous extent in the primaries that
the best citizens are refusing to run for
nominstions wnd the best citizens are re-
fraining from voting at them. So the
candidate who has the most money and
the leasi conscience in its employment is
generally the nominee,

Aud ne is generally the nominee by a
minority of the votes of the party. When
only two men are contesting for the same
nomination, even then the successtul man
has & majority of only the votes that are
cast; and these are frequently, by reason
of the careless and disgusted absentees
aforessid, not more than two-thirds or a
balf of the party's strength. But, when
there are four or five for the same office,
the saccesstul man is nominated in many
cases by & third, or fourth, or fifth of the
party's vote.

How can a candidate so nominsated be
said 1o be the preterence of his party? A
man noeminated by onefourth of the votes
cast ot & primary election is in no sense
the choice of & majority of the party; and
if he is distastetul to such mnjority, may
they not very well claim that they are not
bound by such election?

SHUT YOUR MOUTH.

A Suggestion Well Worthy of Publiclty—

In & Winter Atmosphere.
[Chicago News. |

A paper recently read before the Canada
Medical association, in Montreal, treats of
the causes, serious consequences, prevention,
and cure of what the writer terms buccal
treathing—in plain English and mors cur-
rectly, breathing through the mouth.
As is the fate of all hobby-riders,
soongr or later his hobby has run
away with him, and he undoubtedly
exaggerates the serious conssquences of the
babit against which he inveighs Neverthe-
less encugh remains, after making due al-
lowanee for his enthusiasm, to warrant both
the public and the medical profession in
paying more attention to the subject than s
usually done. Athletes, professional train-
ers, hunters, mountaineers, all physically
strong and perfect men, habitually breathe
through the postrila One may  breath
mephitic gases, or the smoke of a burning
building, for a short time through the nose
if the lips be kept tightly clossd when he
would quickly suffocate if he attempted to
breathe through the open mouth,

The function or sense of smell, which is
commonly considered th s chief end of a man's
nose is really a very subsidinry part of its
business. Through the nose the air is puri-
fied, temperad, and rmolstensl lefore it
reaches the sensitive laryux and lungs  For-
eign and irritating particles are arrested in
their passage through the nasal cavities;
the temperature of the air is raised to that
of the body, while it is moistenol by the so-
crations of the membrane which lines its
labyrinths and of the glands which it lodges
The dust which loads a city’s atmosphere—
tilth is an impalpabls powder—finds ready
access to the upper portion of the air-tubes
and gullet through  the mouth, but is almost
enlirely deposited on the moist mucous sar-
faces of the winding, sbell-like nasal
pussages in proper breathing.

Ihe ususl effect of the first mouthful of
cold air in a sharp winter atmosphers is to
provoke a cough and & prompt closure of the
lips to guard the sensitive structures of the
larynx and vieinity, as there are few who
have not awakened in the morning with dry,
harsh tongue, throat and palate, when from
any cause nasal respiration has been impeded
during sisep, the secretion of the mouth be-
ing peither suitable nor sufficient to keep the
surfaces moist under such circumstances
Catarrh and throst affections are much less
common among those who keep the mouth
shut and hnbitually breathe through the
nostrila.  This of itself, whers the diseases
are so prevalent as the result of our elimatic
conditions, should lead to the gensral adop-
tion of a practics which has many other and
cbvious advantages,

THE HORSE RADISH TRADE.

Considerable Information About the Root
and the Way It Is Ralsed.
|New York Times]

The seller of all sellers of horse radish has
s store in Third avenue. He does businoss
by the wholesale, selling es much as twenty-
four tons & year. The business bas descended
to him from old Capt. Post, who first ped-
died borse radish in New York more than
fifty years ago, The captain started with
only a basket; now the business employs
wagons, drivers and clerks The captain
wus famous in bis day, as much on aecount
of bi= jollity and good nature as the excel-
lent quality of his horss radish  He was con-
spicuous as o politician, always taking part
in processions and celebrations, and some-
body thought enough of him to write a book
about him. In early dags rools were small,
short, and otherwise poor in comparison
with roots nowadays  Before he died a man
astonished him in Avenue C one day by
showing to him a root that weighed four
pounds  An incident that his Jdescendants
are proud of is that he was the first man in
New York to put springs on a wagon.

“Wao supply about 200 hutels and restau-
rants,” the present dealer sald, “and we get
orders from o great many citied. 1 bad an
order the otber day fram New Orleans. Oh,
no, we don't depend on 1-uck farmers for
our supply. We have it yaised for us in New
Jersay. The demand is sp  constant that we
keep the roots the year round, and besides
the truck farmers don't reise enough for us
It takes a whole season to grow, and is gen-
ernlly due in September. There has been as
much progress in raising horse radish as in
raising strawberries alimost. Here's a root
from our supply farm.  See how long the
end is, and bow round and full the head
That bad 1o be cultivated, Thirty years
ngo you couldn’t pick out four roots like
that in two barrels Here are fow
without stopping to pick.
