It is often said, and it is quite true, that

"Business is Business" (when it is) and
that "Fun" of the right sort is Fun, and
that Business ought always to be business,
squarely and honestly, and that Fun ought
to be genuine and hearty. But there
seems to be an impression which is almost
if aot quite universal that the two institu-

tions are inimical: that Business ought to
be earnest and solemn, with no Fuu in it,
and that there ought to be no Business in
Fun, except, perhaps, on the stage. But,
really, there is no reason why there Rliould

not be a good deal of fun in business. If
business is honest and straight and of
a wholesome nature, there ought to be a
good deal of satisfaction and some
merriment in conducting it. Business of

this sort is beneficial to community and
the man who conducts it is, therefore a
public benefactor. If this is true, and it
is, why should the man who conducts it
go mourning and growling all his days?
Business at best is somewhat trying and
wearing, but if carried on in a solemn,
cheerless way it is always especially hard
upon the nervous system. Cheerfullness
and humor d spirits brighten up
business, aSord needed relaxation and lu-

bricate the details, so that what, in other
circumstances, would be dry if not an-

noying, is really enjoyable.
One notion about trading another

name for business is that two par-

ties come together to squeeze
each other until each has
extracted all the juice from the other; to
cut, and chisel, and cheat This, as a
matter of course, is serious, solemn
business there is no fun in this for the
man who gels the worst of it, and none
for the man who knows that he has cheat-

ed his neighbor.
Indeed, there ought to be more in busi

ness than mere money-gettin- than the
idea of the accumulation of wealth, by

methods that show no care for the welfare
of community or the'rights of individuals!
Such business may be successful after a
sort; the men who conduct it may get
rich, but they will have mighty little fun
and that not of the right sort and, there-

fore, will have little genuine satisfaction.
That is to say, business of that sort may
be remunerative, in one sense (cenls) but
really does not pay.

The men who are honest, and generous,
and are willing that other people should
be allowed to live and prosper while they
live; who are cheerful and jolly, and who

make honest trading a source of enjoy-

ment; wbo greet their customers as friends,
and treat them and hold them as such;
these are the men who make money and
enjoy themselves at one and the same
time. Ihey keep their hearts pure and
warm and their minds clear and brisk,
and preserve, intact and in good working
order, their nervous systems; and other
things being equal lengthen out their
lives until they reach a green, vigorous
and enjoyable old age. This is the sort ot
life that pays it pavs the man who leads
it and all the people with whom he comes
in contact and has to do, and no other
kind of business life ooea pay, Th
power to create and the capacity to appre-
ciate fun are the gilts of God, and should
be made available by all men who wish to
make the most of tbis life, if not to make
easier the pathway to a better life here-
after. And this is a point for preachers
and doctors, as well ua 'or merchants and
other tradeeoien.

HOW OUR STATESMEN DISPOSE OF

DR. LORING'S CROPS.

A Correspondent's Peep at tiio Seed-IM-

trltiutlnc Industry of the National
Capital The Good Which Go

to the Granger.

Washington Cor. New York Sun.
CongroOT votes $100,000 annualy for seeds.

Two-third- s of this sum goes back in scodf
to the 400 senators and roprrsontlve, and
tho commissioner of agriculture distributes
the rost through other channels, ach con-
gressman is allotted 50,000 papers of flower
seeds to begin with. In addition, tho mem-In- n

from tobacco districts have received
in tho past years 500 paper of imjiortod
tobacco sec! each: tho cotton-be- lt mombors
have each had 200 quarts of cotton seed; the
winter wheat men have had 200 quart
aptoce of thoir sample grain; the spring wheat
representatives have boon equally favored,
and the corn congressmen have boon
blessed in abundance with kernels of choice
maize. All tho congressmen received in
July, about the time the nominating conven-
tions were held, 1,000 papers of turnip seed
each; and grass seed, three or four burets
to the member, was showered alike upon the
just and unjust Sorghum and sugar-boo- t

seeds were sent also to favorable districts.
Tho peculiarities ot statesmen are often

indicated by the manner in which they dis-
pose of Dr. Loring's crops. Some latitude
of choice is allowod, and memliers who are
well up in farming and gardening get thoir
quota in the one or two grains or vegetables
that are staple articles in their districts, and
thus make solid for years. There
is Joe Blackburn, for instance, wbo moves
over from tho house to the senate on the 4th
of March, whose enduring fame in Ken.
tucky is in no small degree duo to tho fact
that ho takes out all his allowanco in hemp
seod, and induces the commissioner to give
him several bushels over.

Ben Lefevre, who comes back to tho houso
term with steadily increasing majorities, ii
particularly strong in turnip seed, althuuzh
his gallant bachelor heart always prompt
him to sow a few choice flower soed in the
gardens of his lady admirers. Blount, of
Georgia, runs entirely to cotton seed, and is
solid with his 'constituents. Sunset Cox of
course distributes beautiful flower seeds to
bis constituents who have summer homos in
the country. lie gives part of his allowance
to southern members. Hon. Jack Adams
gives his in the same direction. Hon. Abram
S. Hewitt takes whatever the commissioner
gives him, and sends the packages to his
New Jersey country seat

Hon. John H. Ketchatn is perhaps tho
most ablo seed distributor in tho houso. In
the long years ho has ten here ho has never
made the mistake of sending turnip seed to
the Foughkeepsie aesthetes or flower seeds to
homey --handed acts which
often fill a congressman's soul with bitter
thoughts in after years. Ketchman knows
the tastes ot hfs constituents better than
they know them themselves, and not a seed
grows by the wayside or among thorns.

Frederick Kick Mueller nover sends any
grass seed to Battery park. He gives his
order to brother congressmen who bavo
ground to put the seed in. Hon. Samuel J
Randall has all his seeds sent in a bundlo to
Bryn Mawr. and attends to their distribu-
tion when he gets home. Speaker CorluJo

not so methodical. Whenever a constitu-
ent asks him for seeds he sends the letter to
Commissioner Loring, and asks him to at-
tend to the request He is careless about
getting his full allowance.

The champion seed distributors of the
house are Taylor ot Tennessee, and Jones of
Texas, with Lanham of Texas a good third.
These congressmen represent big and grow-
ing districts, with innumerable wants. They
are omnivorous. They exhaust their own
allotments of seeds early, and then get at
many assignments of orders from otbor
congressmen as they can. A literary con-
gressman wbo wants to swap seeds for doc-
uments is a great find for a seed congress-
man. The average congressman sends from
ten to three hundred names of seed con-
stituents to the commissioner. Occasionally
tho lists reach 1,000 names, and there have
been members who have sent in 5,000 names,
with tho request to vend one paper of sood
each!

Hon. Thomas Porterhouse Ochiltree was a
great seed-hunt- before he was a congress-
man, but having onco been elected, he ne-

glected his constituents in this particular
strangely. In reply to the last notification
uiai secus nero awaiting nis order he re-

plied: "My constituents don't go much on
seeds, but they are mighty fond of part-
ridges." You may send a few coops around
to my rooms." Dr. Loring is looking up the
law on the subject to see if he can comply
with the requisition. CoL Ochiltree says if
a member can have cologne and suspenders
charged to his stationery account, he sees no
reason why partridges can not be enumer-
ated nnder the head of turnips and Jerusa-
lem artichokes.

The senators di aw their seeds with as
much punctuality as representatives. War-
ner Miller does not send out small sapplings
that will grow into wood-pul- p trees, as has
been supposed. Ho has a very complete list
of to whom Dr. Loring franks
choice flower and vegetable seeds. Mr. E.
G. Lapham sends his crop chiefly to agri-
cultural societies. Nevada Jones has a con-
stituency that grows nothing but quartz
rock. He gives away his seeds to his swarms
of friends. Edmunds is as formal and mys-
terious in the seed business as he is in every-
thing else. Nobody ever sees his list of bene-
ficiaries. He does not send it to the depart-
ment, but orders the seeds sent to his room
in bulk. He then goes into executive session
with himself, and before coming out makes
a solemn oath nover to divulge what has
happened.

LEARNING THEIR BUSINESS.

Apprenticeship in a New Form What
ltnllmad KipecU to Accomplish.

Engineering and Mining Journal
Tho Baltimore & Ohio Railroad company

has taken a step toward the practical solu-
tion of the apprenticeship question. An
order has been issued establishing a techno-
logical Mihool at Mount Clare, Baltimore,
"for the promotion of a higher course of in-

struction for tho apprentices than now pur-
sued," with the view of affording the young
men in its employ opportunities for obtain-
ing a liberal technical education far superior
to thoo enjoyed by the of other
railroad .

All apprentices are embraced under the
following general designations, and graded
into throe classes; the first or junior class of
apprentices, tho second class or cadets, and
the third or senior class of cadet officers.
The company bears the expense of the edu
cation of the apprentices and cadets, and in
consideration thereof expects the privilege
of availing itself of their services, at fair
salaries, for at least thrue years after gradu- -
ntinn r?nitn lm iIiiit ntna !.,,: .1.

MEXICO'S CAVALRY.

THEIR DINGY ACCOUTERMENT8 AND

Y STEED&

Personal Appearance of the Men Uniform
and Foot-Oe- Food of Itlder and

Horse) Thirty Cents I'er
Diem Liberty.

The soldier hold almost as bad a position

in tho social seals as the actor doei in China,
where his rank is lowott of all other profe-
ssionsa pretty fair test of tho culture of the
people. The same Is true of this land of
God and Liberty" from which I write.

Some companies of the Eleventh Mexican
cavalry are stationed here, and I have an
ample opportunity of studying the soldiers
of the republic at will. Thoy are all shades
of color, from almost white to a dirty
black, in nearly all tho Indian blood can
be distinctly traced, and In many the
type is so strongly marked as to
dwarf all .there. The is not
handsome. It consi-it- of a kind of heavy
blouse mndo of coarse black cloth, with red
facings, an 1 pants of the same material, and
fatigue ca similar to our own. The men
are not measured for their uniform nor
anything ele. There are three sites ot uni-
forms, and one of the three must fit If it
does not it doos not matter, as tho officers
seem utterly indifferent to the personal ap-
pearance of their men. In foot gear the
poor fellows are worse oil than hi anything
else. The government serves out brogans,
but I notice many brave defender! wearing
old moccasins in a state of dilapidation that
would excite tho contempt of a Papago In-

dian. It is chilly just now in the mornings
and I obsorvo that many of tho soldiers
have coMs in their heads, which is very un-

fortunate for them, as up to date tho repub-
lic has omitted to supply thorn with pocket
handkerchiefs.

The Mexican cavalry borso cannot by any
stretch of fancy bo called a noble steed. He
is not a Tartar of tho Ukraine breed, nor ot
any particular breed to spoak of. He is
mustang broncho at that His coat u
rough, and judging from its appearance 1

would argue that the stable call is seldom
sounded in tho Eleventh cavalry. In- - bar
rack: his ration of hay is small and his al-

lowance of corn frequently a negative
quantity, which mathematicians demon-
strate is less than nothing. la the field he
lives off tho face of the country, and how he
continues to livo where an American horse
would starve is an equine mystery. But it
is the capacity of both man and horvj to
live on little and bear hardship that makes
the Mexican cavalry better Indian fijhters
than our own. Tho Mexican cavalry horse
has little impediment to carry. A light hair
lariat that cannot be eaten by cayotes, sup-
plies the place of our heavy picquet rope and
plin, ho has neither side lines nor hobbles, a
poncho supplies the place of blanket, and
nearly all tho weight on the horse is that of
the rider, his ammunition and his simple
field ration. As the horse can live on any-
thing that a burro can, the long wagon or
mulo train is unnecessary. No oiu save
those who have seen tho Mexican horse on
service can imagine the little ho will live on
and the long he will make. Almost
as sure footed as a mule, he will climb the
steepest mount tin-sil- and finds refresh-nien- t

ami nourishment in the tough and
wiry gramma grass.

Mexican rations are not fixed by the gov
ernment, and being his own coramUary he
has no complaints to lodge against tUj de-

partment of subsistence. He, gets 30 cents
per diem and be Suds himself as well as his
slender pay will admit In the field ha lives
on pinola (toasted corn ground to fine flour),
corno seca (jerked moat), pinoche (.i kind of
candy made from dirty brown sugar), with,
as a luxury, a few tortillas thrown in by his
sweetheart or wife. Strange as It may
seem, there are men in the Mexican army
who on 30 cents a day manage to "support"
a wife and an odd babe or two.

The pinola is meat and drink. Mixed with
water it makes a nourishing beverage, hav-
ing a slight acid flavor which makes it very
agreeable in the heat of a semi-trop- sun.
The pinoche and tortillas may bo looked
upon as a rough attempt at pastry and des-
sert. In barracks this hard fare is varied
by a little chile con came, an article which,
I see by a recent order of the secretary of
war, has been, in my opinion, unwisely
omitted from the subsistence stores ot the
American army. On the Mexican frontier,
as in all warm climates the stomach needs
a stimulant much better suppliol by chile
con came than by tho "cow-boy- s' cordial
with a bite," sold in and around our military
reservations.

The lot of tho Mexican soldier, like that ot
Gilbert's policeman, "is not a happy one."
In the vast majority of cases he is a crimi-
nal serving out a term of imprisonment in
the army. The uniform he wears brings
with it the ignominy of the striped suit of
the penitentiary. Liberty he has none, ex
cei.t in cases of exceptionally good conduct
and he is guarded by his
officers and his more lucky comrades during
the few hours that he is allowed to exercise
or make hia poor little purchases on the
