Holland, the ancient Batavi, a war-
like peovle, was so named from the

German word Aokl, the English of
which is “hollow,” implyving a very
low e¢ountry.

or tentsch.

Sweden and Norway were anciently
called Seandinavia. which the modern
antiquarians think means a country
and woods, which have been bhurned or
destroyed. The appelintion Sweden is
derived from Sintuna or Svitheod, the
native term Norway, or the northern
way, explaining itself.

Prussia, from Peuzal, a Selavonie
race; but some writ rs suppose it wok
it2 pame from Rossia and the Sclavonic
svilable po, which means adjacent or
near.

Denmark means the marches, terri-
tories or boundaries of the Danes.

Russia is the ancient Sarmatia, which
bas been subsequently named Muscovy.
1t derives its present nnme from Russi,
a Sclavonic tribe who founded the
Russian monarchy. The original sav-
age inhabitants used to paint their
bodies in order to appear more terrible
in battle. They generally lived in the
mountains, and their chariols were
their only habitations.

Turkey took its name from the Turks
or Turcomans, which signifies wander-
ers, and originally belonged to the
Sevthians or Tartars. It is sometimes
called the Ottoman empire, from Oth-
man, one of their prineipal leaders.—

Some
have moveable chins, which enable the
wearer to eat, drink or smoke in a nat-
ural manner without removing them.

You will notice that the wrinkles are
perfect, being bent in wire and  artisti-
cally touched up. By simply opening
the mouth I open that of the mask with-
out discomfort. What do they cost?
They come at 50 cents to s £1 50, and
are made in Paris.”

Ammonia Better than Soap.

A housekeeper says ammonia when
purchased in large quantities, is cheap-
er than goap, and cleans everything it
touches. A few drops in a kettle that
is hard to clean makes grease and
stickiness fade away, and robs the
work of all its terrors. Let it stand ten
minutes before attempting to scrape
off, and every corner will be clean. It
cleans the sink, and penetrates into the
drainpipe. Spots and finger-marks on
paint disappear under its magical in-
fluence, and it i equally effective on
floor and oil-cloth, though it must be
used with great care on the latter or it
will injure the polish. There is nothing
to equal it in cleaning the silverware,
and it gives a higher polish and keeps
clean longer than anything else. If the
silver be only slightly tarnished put
two tablespoonfuls of ammonia into a
quart of hot water, brush the tarnished
urticles with it and dry with a chamois.
If badly discolored they may need
little whiting previous to the washing.
An old nail brush goes igto the cracks
to polish and brighten. For fine mus-
lin or delicate lace it is invaluable, as
it cleans without rubbing the Tinest
fabrics. Put a few drops into your
sponge bath in Lot weather, and you
will be astonished at the result, as it
imparts coolness to the skin. Use it
to clean hair-Lrushes, and to wash any
hair or feathers to be used for beds or
pillows. When employed in anything
that is not especially led, use the
waste water afterward for the hounse
plauts that are taken down from their
usual position and immersed in the tub
of water.  Ammonia is a fertilizer, and
helps to keep healthy the plant it
nonrishes.  In every way, in fact, am-
monia is the honsekeeper's friend.

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“Consumption in the Family.”

There is no more common ohserva-
tion than that “consumption runs in a
family,"" or in a side of a family.
