As They May Be Found "Within the
limits of Gotham.

Spot In Ihc JtlelropoIU IT here Na.

Then are many lanos on tho maps of the

citv of Sew Y"ork. but the only thing rural
eU-u- t tu.-i- is their names. There are, how-
ever in tnis city of wonderful contrasts of
the 's nnd silendors of modern life,
certam sp-i- in which nature still lingers.
Uvr cit farms cro not nearly as numerous
now as twenty years ago. Eut there are
some left et, even in the heart of the city,
and wit'un the limits of
Gotham thousands ot acres still return their
yearly crips in produce instead of rents.
There are old farms nul jieaceful pastures,
and ain..ng thorn --pie who lead pleasant
rural lives, environed by the turbulent mul-
titude that tinrsuos fortune with a feverish
fury, m factones and stores, and the great
marts of commerce and speculation. Feople
w ho are not Sew Yorkers picture the metrop-
olis as one monumcutol mass of brick, and
stone and iron, with enough timber thrown
in here and there to mske a roaring firo
onco in a while. They know that there aro
some parks, great and small, among these
rows of h..us?s, but there, as far as they
know, the touch of nature which brightens
and purities the city, ends.

Among tho rocky undulations of Jlanhat-tan- v

i.'o, agriculture still holds its own.
There is quite an extensive settlement of
market gardeners on the west side of the
city, between Central park and Xnrth river.
There are fanners hire who live in the same
hoa-e-s and till the same soil their grand-
fathers lived in and tilled nearly a century
ago. The improvement in the city has made
their land worth a much a fCKit as it once
was worth an acre. Tho eld farm-hous- e at
lianlittanville, the district above Central
pcik and near the Hudson river, was built
ever a fc indnxl years ago. Two miles further
on, a. Heights, tho upper end of5IanLjt:.in is Smder's lane, .. country
road ar ind the side of a hill, with a great
row of vnement houses and French fiats at

it, and a cornfield at the other.
AVithm a quarter of a mile of Snider's lane,
the iif- - of iho inetroj oils bustles aud seethes.

the ciani.ng elevated trains, dissipate tho
tueasau: ian. y. Beyond the Harlem river,
and still within the city limits, which extend
fur f .ar nules and take in the village of
F riham, jierched on its wooded hills, Sew
York exhmiu a strange alternation of city
and country.

Splitting n Ten-Doll- ar Greenback
Italics Method or Tracing the

IJnes tr the Engraving on
the l'litle Caught

In

Louisville Post
United States Detective W. G. Bauer re-

turned from Memphis, announcing the con-
viction of tho celebrated counterfeiter Mar
tin Ogle. A re lorter found Detective Bauer
in his rojm surroun led by piles of counter-
feit Lilts and looking over the tools with
winch the counterfeiter accomplished his
work. To the reporter ho explained the pro-
cesses, w hich certainly display a wonlerful
aniuimt of ingenuity and delicate workman-
ship.

Ogle had procured a genuino IU bill and
split this in halves, this being in itself a

operation. Tho two sheets thus
mado were so thin that they were transpar-
ent He niAd.) a pluto of copper and brass,
a littlo larger than the bill, and spread one
of tho sheets on the top of it With a steel-traci-

penL-i- l o' his own manufacture ho
engraved throuah the sheet its exact coun-
terpart on the plata The other half was
eugraved on a different plate in a similar
maimer, and then ho was ready for printing
his spurious money. This method of work-
manship looks very simple, but it is the first
timo it has beeu done by a counterfeiter, as
it is almost impossible to split the MIL

Tho method always before used is as fol-
lows: Tne workman took, say, a $10 bill,
ad spread over it a pieco of transparent
gclatir.3 paper, and traced tho figures of the
former on the latter. The metal plate was
next put in u-- aud was coated with a solu-
tion of shellac. On this the gelatine paper
w as posted, and when torn oil it loft on the
shellac the outline of its figures. By follow-
ing the.so in tho solution they were also
traced in delicate lines en tho plate. The
shellac thon being wa hesi off the latter they
could be cut to tho right depth, and tho
counterfeiter was ready for his work. Ogle's
mothodsobviated these three or four methods
an 1 rendering tho engraving on the plate
fur more accurate, as tho correctness of
the lines was necessarily lost through so
many transfers. This man thus accom-
plished a piece of work alone and unaided,
with tools of his own manufacture, when
tho national government jiaid over t lOO.OOJ
for a steam machine to do tho same thing.
Detec.ivo Bauer showed Ogle's tools, which
were f '.ted to rough wooden handles, but
possessed points as sharp as steel. He also
displayed tho genuino bill split in two sheets,
and perfectly transparent He hal on a
table soveral packages of bills of Oglo's man-
ufacture, amounting in all to &50,000, in tons
and twenties. Thoy were ?11 on the Third
Sational Bank of Cincinnati, but the naw
plates were intended for the Queen City
bank.

"Ogle," t aid Detective Bauer, "is the first
man who has issued anj-- spurious money
during the last six years, and he has shown
an almost unexampled skin and astuteness.
His brother, who has been returned to the
Pennsylvania penitentiary, knew nothing
about this workmanship, but was merely a
kind of head servant to Martin. The latter
did all his work on a ilatboat and scattered
the money chiefly at river points. He
turned over to mo m all JISU.OOO of about
the best countcneiting I ever saw.

rHE FAMOUS RICHMOND PRISON AND
ITS FOUNDER.

"A Terror to Evil Doers" A KeralnUcenoa
of the Wr Its Karly Hlitorr

CImi of Prisoner Con-

fined There.

Richmond State.
It has been nearly twenty years since ths

tocsin of war sounded and the north and the
south were ar-- ..yed in battle against each
Jther. Those were stirring times, and the
men that participated in the struggle are
rapidly passing the meridian of life. Some
have already passed that period and are
now quietly moving along under the weight
ot years. Sow and then incidents arise
which make the thoughts of the veterans of
tha downfallan Confederacr and thuaa
of the Union army wander back
to those days that tried men's
souls, when Joy and sorrow alternately
--eigned around tha camp-fi-r. Sow and
then the days of Libby prison, of Castle
Thunder and of Andersonville come vividly
before the minds of those who experienced
those hardships, and war life In tho north
and south Is similarly recalled.

Mr. Robert D. Ward, of this city, who was
an officer at Castle Thunder during the war,
in course of a recent conversotion with a re-
porter, related the following:

The people of Richmond who were here
during the war must well recollect Capt
Alexander, who was a conspicuous character
from the day he first put his foot in the ci.y.
Everybody had heard of the then recent
capture of the steamboat St Sicholas, on
the Potoma , in which he had taken a promi-
nent part, and his unique outre style of dress
made him conspicuous when he appearad on
the streets. Tbe St Nicholas was on its way
from Washington to Sorfolk, laden with
valuable commodities, and at one of tha
landings it was entered by CoL Zarvona
Thomas, Capt Alexander, and a picked set
of men as passengers, all iu disguise, some of
them in women's apparel, and at a concerted
moment the party threw off their disguise.
captured the officers and crew, and brought
the vessel to Fredericksburg, where
its contents were told. Capt Alexander,
shortly afterwards, was captured by
the Federal forces In Maryland, and
incarcerated in Fort McHenry, near Balti-
more. After some months' suffering In that
Federal fort he mads his escape in a manner
which greatly attracted public attention
and aroused sympathy. He happened to
have that greatest blessing that God ever
vouch-safe- s to man a true, noble, courage-
ous little wife, who visited him in his prison,
and conveyed to him under her dress a suit
of Federal uniform. She prevailed upon
him to don this suit and make his escape,
she remaining a prisoner in his stead, to
meet wnatever late Federal bate might as-
sign to her. He escaped, jumped over the
walls of tbe fort and swam to Baltimore,
and then came on to Richmond. Here he
was received with great cordiality by Gov-
ernor Letcher, who gave him a commission
in the Virginian forces, and scon after he
was appointed provost marshal and superin-
tendent of prisons by Gen. Winder.

The eclat ef these adventures made him
known to our people, and no man of Rich-
mond of that timo can have forgotten him,
as he often appeared on the streets in bis
tight-fittin- g suit of black trousers, buckled
at the knees, his black stockings, and black,
loose 6hirt, relieved only by a white collar,
w ith his long black whiskers flowing in the
wind as he rode on his black horse at a full
gallop through tho city.

Castle Thunder was named by Capt Alex-
ander because, as he said, be desired its very
name to be "a terror to " The
building was an old tobacco factory, in
which tha late John H. Grea.nor had manu-
factured many thousand dollars' worth of
tobacco before the war. It occupied one-ha- lf

of the square between Eighteenth and
Nineteenth streets, with its front on Car
street, facing the dock and the river, run-
ning back to an alley in ths rear divid-
ing the square. The building was
in the shape of a parallelogram, three sides
being occupied by connecting houses, and
the whole inclosed by a high wall, the inte-
rior space forming a large yard. In which
the prisoners, were allowed to take daily ex-
ercise. It had the capacity to hold about
1,600 prisoners, and it averaged daily from
1,000 to 1,500. The books of the prison will
show that its whole number of prisoners was
about 40,000. It was dividedinto compart-
ments into which soldiers who had commits
ted different grades of military offenses wera
respectively confined; and also into rooms al-

lotted to disloyal persons and civilians who
were captured as attaches of the Fed-
eral army, and all others not prisoners of
war, these latter being always confined in
Libby prison.
