Conant was man-
aging editor of the Times, a short time
prior to the mysterions death of its
chief editor, Henry J. Ruvmond, his
first name was regarded as by no means
a misnomer. He was the mildest-man-
nered managing editor that ever order-
ed a two-column article to be cut down
to a paragraph. But quiet as his gen-
eral demeanor was, he held the reins
firmly and sharply eurbed any tendency
to undue briskness on the part of the
editorial team he was driving. He
could, howevier, take a joke and match
it with another.

One cold night in  the winter of 1869
the box in which copy for the editor
was sent up-stairs from the publication
office suddenly shot up to the editorial-
rooms, and a sharp ring of the bell an-
nounced that it had arrived with some-
thing in it.

Could it be that the man who
edited the city news was in collusion
with some outsider who was sending
him *«a tirst-rate notice' for insertion
in the pewsz columns, smugeling it
without paving duty at the m?\'uru.-ing
desk? 'quia was worthy of immediate
investigation. He immediately sent
for the man to Whom the package was
addressed and  closely scanned his
countenance while the latter opened
the envelope.

The Beauty of Coal.

Lyell, in his oxperiments with 'N!I
remarks “that after cutting 8 slice so
thin that it should transmit light, it
was found that in _many parts of the
ure and solid coul, in which gvni-:finls
I:ad no suspicion that they should be
able to detect any vegetable structure,
not only were aunular rings of the
growth of several kinds of trees bean-
tifully distinet, but even the meduolary
rays, and, what is still more remarka-
ble, in some cases even the spiral ves-
sels, could be discernedl.”  Again, in
another place, “the high state of pres-
ervation in which many of the objects
occur, the perfect condition of the
leaves, and other parts of many of the
ferns, the preservation in which many
of the sharp angles of numerous stems
and plants known to be of soft and
juicy nature, with the surfaces of a
sagillarie, especially  marked with
lines, streaks, and futings so delicate
that the mere drifting of a day would
have inevitably destrayed them. togeth-
er with the occurrence of certain fruits
which are found in heaps and clusters.
together with many other facts of like
nature leading to similar conclusions,
convince us that these objects have
never been subjected to drift, but were
buried on the spots where they lived
and fourished.” We quote these evi-
dences of the perfect preservation of
fragile plants and of fruits of a remote
age as an important reason why further
inquiry as to its cause should be made.
If these plants were suddenly immers-
ed in a fluid which execluded light and
air and preserved them while becom-
ing solid, it is analogous to the preser-
vation of plants and insects in gum
copal, and does not require unusual ar-
guments toobtain relief. The presence
of trees standing upright where they
w and imbedded in coal suggested n
probability of immersion in the same
way. The recent discoveries of im-
mense deposits of petroleum in subter-
ranean cavities or streams suggests the
theory which is here offered—that this
“mineral oil,” as it was first called,
may be the origin of coal and not its
product. Note the thickness of many
strata of coal—some are sixty feet
thick and are of uniform structure—
with slate of limestone floors and roofs;
and coal also has stratification closely
resembling stratified rocks which de-
serves attention. Petroleum, bitumen
and aspbaltum are classed together as
of a similar nature, although the first
is a liquid and the last-named a solid.
We find a great difficulty in believing
trolenm to be a vegetable product.
f any ies of vegetation yielded
more resinous or oily products in form-
er ages than those of  to-day, these
products were either drawn from the
earth, water or air to supply the vege-
tation that held them. It also seems
unreasonable to have so much vegeta-
tion derived from the vegetable fiber,
when the entire growth of vegetation of
any soil or climate appears inadequate
to represent & uniform body of coal
sixty feet thick.
