The use ot
hose by aid of frame, sticks, or by any other
than human, personal aid, is strictly forbid-
den. A permit tor a street washer gives au-

thority to wash sidewalks, building, etc , for
lhe premises for fifty feet only; It ustd be-
yond that distance or for any other purpose,
an extra rate will be required to be paid.
