babies. Live props, such as dogs, cata, billy
goats, donkeys and horses, are also under
his chargs, and are much  disliked, as caus
ing & vaie amount of troubla The aide
props are taken from the property-man
every night by the oall-boy, whose duty is
to deliver them to the wctors and return
thom after they have boen used to the prop-
erty-room. A good property-man is bard te
find, for he must be something of & carpsn-
ter, an artist, a modeler, and a mechanician,

Paper-mache bas come of late years to be

ly used in the manufacture of proper
ties, and npearly all the magnificant vases,
the handsoms plaques, the graveful statues,
and the supert gold und silver plate sesn to-
day on the stage are made of that material
Boms of the imitations china are so per-
fectly done and so almirably painted that
it is not unusual to see an actor tap them to
find out if they arco real In making stutues
a cast js taken from the clay, and the pulp
in then firmly pressed into the molds, El!.-
sizo statuos which seems to be of bronse or
marble do not welgh more than five or six
pounds, look just as well ns the genuine, and
s re easily and quickly handled. For trav-
eling purposes the saving in freight alone i
s gireat sconomy, Entire suits of armor and
fruits of all kinds are mude of this usefual
and inexpensive material,

In most New York theatrea the p
man has one regular asuistant and two pight
nlds, who are needed to bandle beavy oar-
pets, plunos, and furniture, In the old days
carponters asud property men were often
prove to dispute about the exact lines which
divided their dutiss, but in wellregulated
theatres tho departments are now generally
williug to belp each other. Btill, a carpen-
ter or grip Is not actually bound to put a
finger to a carpet or plece of furniture, nor
is & property man, even If not occupled,
obliged to help with & scens. Bome of the
distinctions drawn by custom seem to be
singuinr; thus, a whole tree, if st upon the
stage and screwed to it for support, ls con-
sidered a part of the soens, and, ns suoch, be-
longs to the carpenters, while a stump upon
which s porson may sit fs In the property
man's department. Again, a flight of stairs
is set up by the curpenter, but if a carpet is
put on it, that must be done by the property
man,
