A GREAT MAN'S LIFE.
Uhlef Justioe Dnly's Address on the Life
and Charactor of Charles O'Conor,

Before the New York Historical so-
ciety, Tuesday evening, says the New
York 2%mes, Chief Justice Daly read a
paper on the life and character of
Chinrles O'Conor, Inte vice president of
the soclety. The “npor was propared
at the request of the Bar association,
Judge Daly explained,but was not read
before it, as he did not understand that
<he nddresses of the meeting to take
uction on the death of Mr. O'Conor
were limitod to fiftoen minutes each.
As the acknowledged head of the bar
of the motropolis, said Judge Daly,
Mr, O'Conor occupied aposition so un-
common that when he died the press
devoted many columns to his lifo, and
gave a mass of information minute and
Recurate,

“My acquaintance with Charles
O Conor," he said, *extendod over a
period of sixty years, a portion of
which time I ocoupied the bench in &
court whers he frequently a]- ronred.
1 speak of this ns knowing of his high
integrity, his scorn of anything illibor-
al or mosn, his great sense of justice,
tenderness, benevolence, self-sucritice,
and what is not so generally known, of
his modesty over his acquirements a8
o lawyer.

Though a descendant of Roderick
O'Conor, the lust King of Ireland,
Judge Daly said that in many conver-
sutions with the great lawyer, in which
Irelund and Irish history were discuss-
od, he never heard him refer to Roder-
iek O'Conor or the tines in which he
lived. Charles O'Conor's tivst employ-
ment was delivering copies of the War,
o weekly newspaper giving news of
the war of 1812, hur wis thon B years
oli. In 1818 Gen. Zebnlon Pike saw
the lad in his father's ollice und spoke
some kind words to him, fow
mounths Inter the general was killed in
battle, The shoek of the news of his
death, said Judge Daly, gave the boy
0'Conor a hortor of war which lnsted
through his life.  All the education he
had in schools was one month's tuition
in & school In Barclay streot.  His
father taught him a little Latin, and
luter lLe studied French for a time.

In 1817 Mr. 'Conor entered the law
office of Henry Stannard, where he
learned nothing, for the lawyer had no
practice. In 1820 he entered as a stud-

ent in the office of Joseph D. Fay, who

saw *‘signs of ![(I.‘lllll.?i in the Iad.” He
was a hard stodent, and in the ward
vourts often tried cases. In two years
he was admitted to practice in the
court of common plens, where the rule
was that only counselors who had
prueli('ml two years could Argue cuakes
and make motions. But his cuse was
made an exception, and three months
later he was granted these privilege

**He had no law books,'" said Judge
Daly, **and there were no law libraries,
It was natural that, remembering his
difficultios, he should leave #20,000 by
his lust will to the Law isstitute. There
was a small Hbravy bhe eould get for
160 i il‘l'llril{ wus given, His proud
nature stooped for the first, and prob-
ably for the lust, time to ask a favor
His note was indorsed by Mr. Pardoe.
Yoears afterward be proved his grati-
tude by adopting a  granduughter of
Mr. Purdoe, to whom he left a share of
Jhis fortune.

*It was in the common pleas that 1
first saw Mr. O'Conor engaged in the
trial of a cause. 1 well remoember him.
He was tall, spare, and very erect,
with lustrous, piercing black eyes,
flowing ruven hair, and a sharp, pene
etroting voice. This telling voice and
riveting look of t e oye remained with
him when his rayen hair had turned to
white, and his erect form was some-
what bowed.*

In 1827, the year of his nri'minian to
the supreme court, Mr. O'Conor sue-
cecded In the trinl of a case between
"actions of the trustees of the Barclay
street Catholie church. This brought
him the most of his practice in his
earlier years from (.'nl[:ulh:u. In 1838
he alr.-lmuml for the prosecution ia pro-
ceedinga in the county court for the re-
moval of a clerk named Cowdry in one
of the justice's courts. The clerk was
charged with disvespoctful conduct,
ecommenting on the justive's decisions,
und going so far as to refer unyone
asking for information to “that just
uss there.""  Judge Daly suid he never
pould forged the picture Mr, O'Conor
drew of Cowdry and his denunclution
allim. In this he was a specinl mas-

For ten years after his admission to
the bar Mr, O'Conor pat by nothing,
his fees were so wmall, though he ne-
cumulated a library. ‘Iwenty yoars
sfter his admission he received his
first large foo in the Lispenard will
ense.  His contemporaries, sald Judge
Daly, wero s remarknble body of men,
and he hud his equals in those years
and even his superiors in some lines,
for even Mr. O'Conor admitted that he
could never make n pathetie appeal to
a jury., But his course of training was
such that he becnme s more general
lawyer than any of his contemporur-,
ios. Mr. O'Conor studied law not so
much by the reading of treatises s by
the study of cases. His ‘style was u
peculi r one, moted for its purity,
tersemess, und point. It was s plens.
ure for him 10 overcome obstecles and
grasp new problems.

In answer 1o & quesiion as to what
he owed his success st the bar, Mr.
O'Conor answered briefly, *Study."
His habits of life were so ilxed thuf it
seamed difficult for bim to unbend, but
all this passed away as he grew older,
Fow, however, cared to approach him
unasked. He was a mun of fits and
moods, sometimes vory communioative,
at others ohillingly repellant. He had
n cutiluﬁ irony and power of sarcasm
that at times was withering, But when
he had achieved groat success the whole
man seemed changed, and he became
considerate of human infirmities, in-
stead of trying to Iay bare wen's weak-
