the people; rascals with schemes afoot
—none of these are favorably inclined
toward the reporter. And just hore
may be cited & fact of specinl moment
as fudieating the very responsible po-
sition oceupied by this unpretending
member of the press.  The people have
become wo accustomed to trusting to
the newspupers for in ormation regard-
ing [mhl‘u wilairs that almost entire
dependence is placed upon them for

knowledge relating to the conduet of
publie affairs. If thece is anything
wrong in the administration of these

trusts it is left to the noewspapers to
discover it and, by muking due report,
to enable the people to upply the prop-
er romedics,  Tonis work s nssigned
the reporter. They, therclore, go about
as representatives plenipotentinry of
the people,  There cannot be much
more important employment than this,
That the trust l"l!'llv.\(-fl is fl}l]‘l" regard-
ed, the downfall of many u publie rob-
ber attests,  And a loyal set of fellows
are these reporters! How incorruptible
they are, every newspaper proprietor
knows, Many an overworked, poorly
paid,  shabby reporter hns refused,
without hesitation and with the ntwost
scorn bribes that would have made him
almost rich, and gone on unswervingly
in the line of duty, with never a
thonght of regeet, tinding his gole re-
ward in the fact of duty fullilled. Thoro
are black sheep in every flock, but the
fewest number in the newspaper fold.—
