with tho object of claiming Russian Inter- -,

ventlons, is said in Downing Street to plain-
ly indlcato tho fixed resolve of Russia to
continue her march to tho south regardless
of engagements and treaties.

The negotiations between the two
aro being seriously delayed by the

Russian demand that England accept re-
sponsibility for tho nets ot frontier tribes.
Lord Urnnvlllo is obliged to acknowledge
that England has no power whatever over
ineso truics. n w admitted to bo perfectly
reasonable that Russia should be free to
deal with them since England can not, and
freedom to doal with them means tho repeti-
tion of the process which has brought Russia
step by step almost within striking distance
of the British frontier. Yet to consent
officially to Russia's claim Is to yield every-
thing for which tho Quoen's Ministers have
been contending.

It Is assumed at tho era hassles that Lord
Granville will decline to assume responsi-
bility for tho tribes, and that Russia, having
cart blanche on this point, will gracefully
allowGrcnt Britain to reap any supposed
advantage that may accrue from the Impos-
sible condition ot British control over the
foreign relations of A fghanlstan. If Russia
Insists on maintaining a Minister at Cabul
thcro Is grounds to bellcvo that Mr. Glad- -.

stono will seo his way to concede this also.
But hero we arrlvo at the juncture where
India steps in. It was on this point that the
war party in India plunged Great Britain
Into the last Afghan campaign before the
imperial mithotlties had time to realize tho
danger, and them Is sound reason to fear
that similar results will follow afresh at-
tempt of Russia to plant a representative at
Cabul, no matter what the Ministry at homo
may think. It is tho settled policy of tho
Indian Government that Russia must be kept
out of Afghanistan at all hazards. Russia
once established at tho capital, pretexts for
Russian Intervention in Afghan affairs, a
call for Russian troops to assist In putting
down civil war, and the annexation of the
country to tho Russian Empire would fol-
low as surely as night follows day. The

MEXICAN IDEA OF JUSTICE.

A Prisoner's llralns Mown Oat by Ills Cap-
tor Terrible Affair at Lofltollln- - In
Georgia.

Eaolk Pass, Tox., May 18. A few
xmths ago, Aldefonso Weurta, a Mexican

ranchero, living near Predras Negraa, Mex-lo- o,

was arrested for drunkenness and badly
beaten by a Mexican policeman named
Danis Montoz, for which Weurta swore
vengeance. Friday-- morning, about ten
o'clock, Weurta decoyed Montoz to an Iso-

lated part ot tbe outskirts of Predras No-ira-s,

and shot him three or four times, kill-
ing him Instantly.

The news of the murder was brought Into
town and a squad of mounted police started
out after Weurta, under charge of Corporal
Juan Roderlguez, a brothor-ln-la- of Mon-te- z.

Weurta was oortaken seven miles
from Pledras Negras, and after a sharp
light, In which no ono was seriously Injured,
Weurta surrendered. Rodcriguez then rode

p to Weurta, and pulling his pistol, coolly
Mew tho prisoner's brains out, and, accord-
ing to Mexican ideas of Justice, the matter Is
Considered settled and Rodcriguez will not
be arrested.

He was the last survivor ot the party
who, under Captain James Lawrence In tho
Government man-of-w- Hornet captured
the British brig Peacock. He was the
man who climbed the mast and first dis-
covered the white flag flying from tho Pea-
cock. On the way to New Tork Burckess
was unable to sleep one night and thought
he would go down and talk with the guard
over tho 136 captured men of the Peacock.
He found the guard asleep and ran
and Informed the men ot it About ten of
the prisoners had succeeded in taking off
their Irons preparatory to capturing the
vessel. The men were once more placed In
irons. Arriving In New York Burckess was
one of those Imitodto the great dinner in
honor of the victory. In 1809, when eighty-on- e

years ot age, he went to California,
where two of his sons rcsldo, to take, as he
expressed it "a look at tho country."
