nile from tbis total of 81,645 there remains a
circulation of 23,000 from other departments,
an increase over tbe circulation of tbe Ger-

mantown library of about 8,000 volumes. Tbe
question naturally arises in view of these sta-

tistics whether the restraining ot all fiction
increases tbe circulation of more reading In
any community. Tbat fiction should be
carefully selected it no doubt important and
true and it the course the Board of Trustees
of tbe Springfield library have pursued in
their purchases. But that all fiction should
be shut out is evidently unwise, at it confines
readers to heavy and often dry reading with-

out any of the relief and relish which a spicy
or good moral tenor novel intpiret. Right
reading can be taught not by excluding fic-

tion, but by leading young minds to tbe very
best, and when once they have a tatte formed
for such novels at Scott, Cooper and Dickens
tbey will readily discard tbe trash.
