The City Tax Commission met at the oflicc
of the Water Works Trustees last evening
and finished Iheir business for another year so

far as to arrive at n decision as lei the rate of
tax to I levied In this city for municipal and
school purposes ; also for three sewer dlstilits
distinct from tbe city at large. The Com-

mission will meet again tomorrow nfiertioon
tj bear the minutes tctd mid clone up the
record preparatory to making llnal olli-ci-

sta'emctit and report. A resolu-

tion was alopted at the tueeilng last
evening directing tho clerk, Mr. Showalter, to
prepare a tabulated statement nnd spread it
on tbe minutes. A resolution nns also
adopted to limit the totnl rate for
rity, school boaiil, county, State and
township taxes to two percent., and Ihe Com-

mission then entered upon the pinning, or
rather process, to bring the rate
down to that limit and jet allow for running
tbe city government In all its departments.
This was finally accomplished, the general
city rate, distinct from special levy on three
sewer districts, being lived at nine mills,
against 12.1 mills, the rale adopted by Coun-

cil. The rate for school purposes was fixed
at four mills, the board a loptlng n 5A mills
rale. The general levy, for the City Council,
Is divided among the separate funds as fol-

lows:
General expenso luud, 1 8 mills.
Streets, 1.2 mills.
l'ire department, .8 mills.
Ga, 1 3 mills.
Police, 1.3 mills.
Public lit rary, 3 mill.
City poor, .1 mill.
lluilding aud fire engine, ,2 mill.
Water works bonds, 2 mills.
Total 'J mills.
A deficiency in the police lund, by

withdrawal of receipts under the Scott law,
causes an increase in that rate. The first In-

stallment ol $20,000 water works bonds falls
due within Ihe year and Is provided lor In

the two mill levy. No levy lor a bridge fund
was made, as the city receives about $.1,400
from the county lor such purpo-es- , which
will hale to cover the ground. No levy was
made, either, for a right of wav (street ex-

tension) fund.
