And with this, he has
his books, and pictures, and morning or
evening newspapers, aud the wood or coal
tire to sit by and chat with wife, children
and neighbors.

financial policies, of nalioral and state admin-

istration, are cf the most deep concern to the
people. I also believe, while I am not dis
posed to raise tectbroal issues, that the rtpub-li'a- n

platform expresses sound sentiment
when it says tbe right to vote and
to havei that vote counted, is the concern of
all the people of this country.

Tfiere are people discussing public ques-
tions in this canvass who believe, who express
themselves, at least, so, that there Is but one
issue involved. Now, my fellow-citizen- s, tbe
republican arty was in power In this coun-
try for many years. I need not recount its
uloriom history to the iutiihpent people ot
Clark county. It saved the life of
1he nation, preserved free institutions, freed
four millions of slaves, reconstruct! il the
union It adopted a financial policy, by and I

through which tbe nation grew ns uu umui '
nation ever grew Rlore, and when It went
out of power on the 4th ot March lust, it
went out ot power In a country that was the
freest, the best governed, and the happiest
people upon the lace ef the earth. How did
itgttouiof power. Why did it go out ot
power?
