Things now looked so
bad that the military were called, with fixed
bayonets, but happily It was ml deemed
necessary to use them.

The constables now charged tho mob, club,
blng them right and left, and succeeded In
dispersing them, but not belore they had
wrecked the greater portion ot
Ihe court house windows. The mob
broke up Into different bodiea and proceeded
lo break the windows of Ihe Herald office,
and the windows of the offices of the med-
ical advisers, chairman of the finance com.
mittee and the public vaccinators. Hut few
arrets were made.
