whereby the colored children ol the
city were given permission to attend
the white schools of --. our rltr.
and while it was the feeling of
our citizens generally, that they were

to mixing ol the schools, il was eener-all- y

After falling smoothly thus far, the war
again began v. hen the following resolution
was presented by Mr. Warren :

Resolved, That vie commend the faitbtul-nes- s
of Mr. Fred Schlters, janitor of the
street building, in that he did not heed

demands recently made upon him, but re-

fused to open the house tor any purposo not
authorized by vote of the board.

A motion by Mr. Lorenz to lay the reso.
lutlon on the table was lust by vote of 10
toG.

Quite a discussion followed as to the nec-
essity ol passing the resolution, Mr. Martin-de- ll

claiming that If the JHnitor did his duty,
he did no more than he onght to do. After
all sides cf the question had been presented,
a vote was taken, and the resolution passed
by a vote of 10 to 0, Messrs. Dillon, Doyle,
Ilisenmenger, Lorenz, Martiudell and Miller
voting no.

Mr. Warren presented another resolution
as follows;

Unsolved, That while recognizing the
tact that there is an honest difference of opin-
ion on the part of members ot this board and
the public generally with regard to the best
method of providing proper school facilities
lor all who are entitled to them under the ex-
isting circumstances we see no course open
to us except to reaffirm the aciion taken at
the last meeting of tho bo'rd, whereby the
overcrowded condition or the Pleasant street
school house is relieved, by sending some of
the pupils to the buildings nearest to them,
where the rooms .are not already filled, and
by authorizing the superintendent to admit
Buch as the grades will well accommodate.

Hy this course facilities are at once pro-
vided for all without a dollar ol additional ex-
pense to the city. Nor, by this action, fs in
justice done to anyone. For those who live
ID districts Immediately affected by It
are only called upon to be content wllb the
bame arrangements which have been pre-
viously made. Tor those living in other por-
tions of the city, arrangements which have
added to, rather than detracted from, the ef--
lectiveness ol the schools; and which have
Wen cheerfully acquiesced In by those who
were most immediately concerned. Citizens
living in any one portion of the city have no
riyht to demand that which cannot be
granted to citizens living in other portions of
the city.

Moreover, with the levy allowed the board
by the tax commission for school purposes, it
is imjiosslhle for us to furnish any additional
school facilities for any class of pupils during
the present year. With the most rigid econo-
my we eanuot possibly do more than meet
our present obligations as they shall mature.
True, we can buy lots and put up
buildings and issue bonds to pay for
tme. But we could not opeu schools in

such buildings when they might be
for we have not a dollar at our dis-

posal with wh'ch to pay teachers and other
current expenses.

We cinnol, therefore, whatever may be cur
personal preferences with regard to mixed
schools, W failblulto the oaths we took when
we accepted the trust which has been

to us, if we fail to make the most of
the present means at cur command lor

the Wst facilities possible for all
children of school age whatever may be their
race or nationality.

Mr. Lorenz arose and said that under rule
70 of the board, when notice was given hy a
member, that a rcMullon must be laid over
for two weeks. He therefore gave notice, and
in consequence nothing was done with the
resolution,

Hy Mr. Lorenz The following resolution:
Whereas, some of our teachers and janitors

have Wen acthely and prominently engaged
In politics to the detriment of our school
system, and to prevent quarreling about poli-
tics among our teachers and scholars:

Therefore, be It resolved: That the teach-
ers and janitors lu our employ be earnestly
lequested to abstain hereafter from ollenslve
or partisan politics and act more in a con-
servative spirit, which Is In accord with our
publio school system.

A motion to amend by Mr. Marllndell to
Include all employes was made, but this was
thought by Mr. Lorenz to be too general,
and It was withdrawn.

On a motion by Mr. Klienmenger the ques-
tion of music books was taken from the table.
A proposition was read by Mr, Marcl. from
Jubn Church k Co,, ol Cincinnati, agreeing
to sell the Cincinnati music readers, part J,
lor ten cents, and a copy of part 2 or 3, of
old readers, In good condition to be used. On
motion this proualtlou was accepted.
