same condition. Treatment: Changes
in diet according to the condition of
thc horse, will often cure a simple case
without any medicine. H it does not
yield to this, let the animal be sponged
daily with a weak lye of salerattts
Water, into which throw a little sulphur
and sassafras, equal parts. Do?, one
ounce daily. The covering of the body,
which maybe needed in consequence
of sponging, should be linen, instead
of flannel.

It is know n to be" a highly con-
tagions disease, and therefore an in-

fected animal should be located by
himself. Various opinions are enter-
tained regarding its nature. The most
popular opinion is that it is dependent
on the presence of ammalcula; minute
insects bnt men of practice are of the
opinion that the mites, as they are '

called, are the effect and not the cause;
that they are generated in the meta- -
morphosis of the cttticular tissues.
Poverty and insufficient food have been
assigned as among the causes of mange,
but this can not always be the case, for
it often occurs in horses that have
been well fed, and it occasionally
occurs in dogs that eat a largu
quantity of animal food. It probably '

originates more frequently from de- -
'

ranged digestive organs than from any-oth-

Treatment: Hefore making any appli-
cation to the skin let the annual be
ponged all over tlie body with lime-wate- r;

after the skin becomes dry
anoint it by means of a sponge with
pyroligneous acid, four ounces; spirits
of turpentine, one ounce; linneed oil,
three ounces, and sulphur, one ounce.
Mix and shake up well on using. Med-
icine: Take two ounces each of sul-
phur, cream of tartar, sassafras and
powdered mandrake, and nib them to-

gether in a mortar. Divide, the ma.ss
into twelve parts, and ghe one night
and morning in the fodder. It is nec-
essary also to make some change in the
diet, and by all means aoid musty
grain and ground meal while treating
the disease.

Cracked heels is a very common
among horses in this country,

and is often attended with considerable
lameness. It may be considered in the
light of local plethora, or congestion
of the capillaries. If they hat e existed

ny length of time, an "oilensivc dis-
charge sets up. and the surrounding
kin becomes tender and the limb tume-

fied; sympathetic fever then sets in, the
animal loses his appetite and falls off
in flesh. Cracked heels may be treated
on tho same general principles as
grease or scratches. It is necessary at
times, in order to keep the edges of the
crack in contact, to apply a soft pad
wetted with balsam, and encircle the
parts with a narrow roller. To relieve
pain, apply a tent moistened with su-
lfuric ether. Philadelphia Record,
