oil,' which U used for fine watches and
the delicate kinds of machinery.
About four ounces of this oil are found
in the average porpoise. It i.-- very ex-

pensive and worth about -- ixtv dollars a
gallon.

"The skins of the porpoise, the aver-
age length of which are ten feet, are

' dry-salte- d, packed and brought to this
city, where they nndergo the tanning
process, which require about seven
months before being fit for the market,
We spoiled hundreds of skins before

succeeded In tanning them properly.
