pany. All the firms lost their entire stock
of goods, with the exception of Bennett.
Tbe loss will approximate $100,000.

Boston, January 13. The most exten-

sive fire of the new year broke out yesterday
morning In the five-stor-y granite block on
Clinton Street, owned by the Jane E. Qulncy
estate, and known as the Clinton Block. It
Is a substantial structure, and is occupied, In
tbe lower portions throughout, by produce
end fruit commission firms, and In the upper
portions as storage warerooms. Tbe fire
started in the store of S. T. Fletcher, on the
first floor. The flames spread to the apart-
ments above, thence to the adjoining build-

ing, and soon the block was a mass of
flames. Loss about $100,000.

Chicago, January IS. Yesterday morn-
ing fire was discovered in the upper floors
of the Continental warehouse, a brick build-
ing located on North Water Street. The
fire soon had gained such headway that the
firemen could do nothing bnt protect adjoin-
ing property.

A more important piece of political news
is a Cairo dispatch announcing that the
Khedive has recognized the Sultan's suzer-
ainty In a practical way, by requesting his
aid In restoring the authority of the Egyp-
tian Government in the Soudan. The action
gives a fresh proof of Uie complete ascend-
ancy of England in the administration ot
Egyptian affairs. It really means, accord-
ing to the current Interpretation of it that
Lord Salisbury intends to use Turkey to do
England's fighting in the Soudan. The
Sultan will gladly send his troops to the
Soudan, proving thereby to Die whole Mo-

hammedan world the reality of his sover-legn- ty

over his dominions. Lord Salisbury
thus protects the Interest of the British
holders of Egyptian surities In an expensive
way by appealing to the Sultan's vanity.
The British troops at present in Lower
Egypt under General Stephenson, will be

Madiiid, January 13. The attack made
Monday on the Fort of St Jullen, at

by republican insurgents was care-
fully planned, and was probably as success-
ful as was expected. The enterprise was
the outcome of a meeting of revolutionary
exiles at Marseilles. A swift schooner was
bought with money said to have been fur-
nished by Senor Ruiz Zorilla, and was fitted
up as a coasting trader. She had a deck
load of empty crates and a cargo of weapons
and ammunition. A party of fifty men,
nearly all of whom had held commissions In
the Spanish army or navy, sailed In her
from Marseilles on New Year's day. The
vessel rode at anchorage In Carthagena har-
bor for several days, and It was given out
that she was awaiting charter for a Med-
iterranean cruise.

The pretended sailors lounged about Car-
thagena and soon became familiar with the
sentinels at the fortress, which is a trump-
ery affair of masonry. Many
Innocent looking barrels and boxes were
sent ashore and secreted in places which
have not yet been discovered by the police
or military authorities. These are now be-

lieved to contain arms and cartridges to be
used in a general uprising. The plans of
the conspirators were completely arranged
by last Sunday. Many soldiers of the St
Julien garrison had promised their assist-
ance provided that the attacking party came
in respectable force. Just after midnight
several boat loads of men left the schooner
and landed at different wharves in Cartha-
gena. They concentrated at the fortress
and carried the outer works with hardly a
show of resistance. They had reached the
parade inside of the fort before a general
alarm was given.

The whole garrison was called out bnt as
they came from their barracks the officers
were shot by skillful marksmen among the
rebels. The officer who was most seriously
wounded Is General Fajardo, the Military
Governor and commander of the fortress.
He will probably die. After delivering their
first round of shot the conspirators escaped
through a sally port which had been left
open for that puri-is- e. None of them were
captured, and there is no evidence that any
of them were even wounded. They hastily

the flooded district The business of tbe town
was at a standstdt and fully 1.500 employes
of mills and factories were idle. Should
the gorge go out suddenly an Immense
amount of damage will be done, as many
houses and some of the mills would be
wept away. The overflowed district com-

prises an area two miles long and half a
mile wide, and the water Is from five to ten
feet deep. It is claimed that the whole
damage has been caused by the State au-

thorities raising the dam at Battle Island
so the canal could be supplied with water.
It is probable that the State will have to de-
fend sever&l suits for damages.
