I f things go
right there, tbey. go right everywhere; if
things go wrong there, they go wrong ev
erywhere. The iloor-sill- the dwelling- -
house Is the foundation of Church and
State. A man never gets higher than his
own garret or lower than his own ceiler. In
oilier words domestic life overarches and
umlergirils all other life. The highest
houe of congress is the domestic circle ;
the rocking-chai- r in the uursery is higher
than a throne. George Washington com-
manded the forces of the United States, but
Mary Washington commanded (Jeorge.
Clirj sostoms mother made his tien for him.
If a man should start out and run seventy
years in a straight line, he could not get out
from mnder the shadow of his own mantel-
piece. 1 therefore talk to you this morning
about a matter of infinite and eternal mo-

ment w hen I speak of jour home.
As individuals we are fragments. God

makes the race in part, and then He gradu-
ally puts us together. What I lack, you
makeup; what you lack I makeup; our
deficits and surplus? of character being
the cog-- heels In the social mechanism.
One jierson has the patience, another has
the courage, another has tlie placidity, an-

other has the enthusiasts; tliat w hich Is
lacking in one is made iup by another, or
made up by all. Buffalos in herds, grouse
in broods, quails in flocks, the human race
in circles. 5od has iiiot beautifully ar-
ranged this. It is in this way that he bal-
ances society tnlseonservative and that
radical keeping tilings even. Every ship
must have its mist, cutwater, taff rail, bal--
last. Thank Grbd. then, for Princeton and
Andover, foifthe ofiposltes. I have no more
right to blame a man for being different
from me tlisfa a driv el has a right
to blame tK Iron shaft that holds it to the
center. Jom Wesley balances Calv iu's In-
stitutes. J cold thinker gives to Scotland
the strong- - bones of theoloirv: Dr. Guthrie
clothes Utemwith a throbbing heart and
warm tlesla. The difficulty is that we are
not satisfied with just the work that God
has given ;is to do. The water-whe- wants
to come iiTside the mill and grind the grist
and the litopper wants to go out and dabble
in the wat-r- . Our Usefulness and the wel-
fare of society depend uiwn our stajing in
just the lUaeethat God has put us, or in-

tended wjj should occupy.

Attempt
has beeifmaile to take the marriage Institu
tion, which was intended for Uie happiness
and elevation of tin race, and make it a
mere commercial enterptLe; an exchange of
houses and lauds and equipage; a bus-

iness partnership pf two stuffed up w ith the
stories of romance and knight errantry, and
unfaltlifullness and feraimuH angelhood.
The two after a while have roused up to
find that instead of the paradiso tbey
dreauiedof. the' tune got nothing but a
Van Ambnrgh'a mautgerl. 61W with
iImts and wild cat. Eighty thousand di
vorces In Paris in one ear preceded the
worst revolution that France ever saw. It
w a only the first courts in that banquet of
hell; and I tell you what jou know as well
as I do.tlut wrong notions ou the subject of
riiristian marriage are the cause at this uy
of more moral outrage before God and man
tluin anv other cause.

There are some things that I want to
bring before you. I know tliere are those
of ou who hare had homes set up for
a great many year: and, then, there are
those here who hare Just established their
home. They have only bean la it a few
months or a Xew ears. Then, there are
those who will, after; a while, set up for
themselves a home, and it is rigid that I
should speak out upon tnatt themes.

My first counsel to ou is, bate Jesus in
jour new home. If tt be a new home; and
let Him who waa a guest at
Bethai.v be In your household: lei the
Divine blessing drop upon our eiery nope
and plan and expectation. Those young
people who begin with God end with
heaven. Have on your right baud the en-
gagement ring of the Divine affection. It
one of you be a Christian, let that one take
tBlble and read a few verses In the even- -

and then kneel down and com-
mend j ourselves no him who settetli
tho solitary In families. I want to tell jou
that the destrojing angel passes hy with-
out touching or entering the door-o- st

sprinkled with blood of the everlasting cov-
enant Why is it tliat In some families
they never get along well? I have watched
such cases, and have come to a conclusion.
In the hrst instance, nothing seemed to go
pleasantly, and after a while came devas
tation, domestic disaster, or estrangement.
Whv? They started wrong. In the other
cae, although there were hardships and
trials, and some things Uiat had to be ex-

plained, still went on pleasant until the very
last Wh? They started right

My ndv f-- to j ou In j our home Is to ex-

ercise to the v ery last possibility of our
nature the law of forbearance. Pravers in
the household will not make for everything.
Some of the best people in the world are the
liardest to get along with. There are
people who stand up In prav
and pray like angels, who at home are
cranky and unconpromisUie. You may
not have evcnthlng just as vou want it
Sometimes it will the duty of the husband
and sometimes of the wife to iehl;but
both stand puuetiously on your rights, and
you will have a Waterloo with no Blucher
coming up at nightfall to decide the con
flict

Never be ashamed to aioIogize when
ou have done wrong in domestic affairs.

Let that be a law of your household. The
liost thing I ever heard of my grandfather,
whom I never saw, was this: that having
unrighteously rebuked one of his children,
he himself having lost his patience, and.
lierhaps, having been misinformed of the
child's doings found out his mistake, and
In the evening of the same day gathered all
his family together, and said, "Now, I
have one explanation to make, and one
thing to say. Thomas, this morn-
ing 1 rebuked, you very unfairly.
I am very sorry for it I
rebuked you In the presence of the whole
family, and now I ask your forgiv eness in
their presence.'' It must have taken some
courage to do that It was right was it
not? .Never be ashamed to apologize for
domestic inaccuracy. Find out the points ;

hat are the weak points, if 1 may call
them so. of v our companion, and then stand
aloof from them. Do not earn- - the tire of
your temper too near the gunpowder. If
the w ife be easily fretted by disorder in the
household, let the husband be careful w here
he throws his slippers If the husband
come home from Uie store with his patience
all exhausted, do not let the wife unneces-
sarily cross his temper; but both stand up
for jour rights, and I will promise the ever-
lasting sound of the warwboop. Your life

ill be spent in making up, and marriage
w HI be to you an unmitigated curse Cow-p- er

said :
The kindest and the happiest pair

Will find occasion to forbeai :
And something every day they llTe,
To pity, and perhaps forgive."

I advise, also, that you make your chief
pleasure circle around about that home. It
is unfortunate w lien it is otherwise. If the
husband spend Uie most of his nights away
from home, of choice, and not of necessity,
he is not the head of the household ; he is
only the cashier. If the wife throw the
cares of the household In the servant's lap.
and then spend five nights of the week at
uie opera or theater, she may clothe
her children with satins and laces
and ribbons that would confound
a French milliner, but they are orphans.
Oil. it is sad when a child has no one to say
its prayers to because mother has gone off
to the evening entertainment In India
they bring children and throw them to the
crocodiles and it seems very cruel; but the
jaws of Xew York and Brooklyn dissipa
tion are swallowing down more little chil
dren today than all the monsters that ever
crawled upon Uie banks of the Ganges!

I have seen the sorrow-o- f the crodiess
mother on the death of a clflKtlumad neg--
lecteil. It was not so much grief tliat she
felt from the fact tliat the child was dead
as the fact that she had neglected it She
said: "If I had only watched over and cared
for the child. I know God would not have
taken it" The tears came not; it was a
drv. buttering tempest a scorching simoon
of "the desert When she wrung her hands,
it seemed as if she would twist her fingers
from their sockets; when she seized her
hair. It seemed as if she had, in wild terror,
grasped a coiling serpent with her right
hand. Ko tears! Comrades of th- - little one
came lit and wept over the coffin: neigh-

bors came In, and the moment they saw
the still face of the child, the shower broke.
Xo tears for her. God gives tears as
the summer rain to the uarched soul;
but to all the universe the driest and ho-
ttest the most soortching and consuming
thing is a mother's heart if she has neglect-
ed her child, when once it Is dead. God
may forgive her, but she will never forgive
herself. The memory will sink the eyes
deeper into the sockets and pinch the face
and whiten the hair, and eat up the heart
wiUi vultures that will not be satished, for-

ever plunge deeper their iron beaks Oh,
you wanderers from jour home, go back to
your duly ! The brightest flowers In all the
earth are those which the garden of a
Christian household, clambering over the
nerch of a Christian home.

I adv Lse J ou also to cultiv ate of
occupation. Sir James Mackintosh, one of
Uie most eminent ana elegant men mat ev er
lived, while standing at the very hetttitol
bis eminence, said to a great company ol
scholars "My wife made me." The wife
ought to be the advising partner in every
firm, bhe ought to oe interested in au ine
losses and gains of shop and store. She
ought to have a right ahe.has a right to
know everything. II a man goe into a
business transaction that he dare not tell
his wife of, you may depend that he is on
the way either to bankruptcy or moral
ruin. There way be some
things which he does not wish
to trouble his wife with; but If he dare not
tell her, be Is on the road to discomfiture.
On the other hand, the husband ought to be
sjinpatiietlc with his wife's occupation. It
is no easy thing to keep house. Many a
woman that could have endured martjrdom
as well as Margaret the Scotch girl, has
actually been worn out by house manage
ment There are a thousand martyrs ot
the kikhen. It b very annov ing, after the
vexations of the day around the stove or
a table, or in uie nursery or pallor, to have
jour husband saj--

, "You know nothing
about trouble; you ought to be in the store
half an hour.' sympathy of occupation:
If the husband's work cover him with the
soot of the furnace, or the odors of leather
or soap factories, let not the w ife be easily
disgusted at (1)0 begrimed hands or un-

savory aroma. Your gains ate one, your
interests are one, jour losses are one; lay
hod of the work of life with both hand.
Four hands to fight the battles; four eves to
watch for the danger; four shoulders ou
which to carry the trials. It i a very sad
tiling w lieu the painter has a w ife w ho ijocs
not like pictures It is a very sad thing
for a pianist when she has a husband who
does not like music It is a very sad thing
vi lieu s vvife is not suited unless her
husband ha. what is called "genteel
business" So far as J understand
a ''genteel business" it is something to
uhkll a man goes at ten o'clock in the
mornmg, and from which be conies home at
two or three o'clock in the afternoon, and
get. a large amount of mout) fpr doing
nothing. That Is I believe, a ''genteel bus
iness;" and there has been many a wife
who has made the mistake of uot being sat-
isfied until the husband has given up the
taunlng of the hides, or the turning of the
banisters or building of t'e walls and put
himwif where ha has nothing ti (Jo but
smoke cigars and drink wine, and get him
self into habits that upset bun, going down
in the maelstrom, Uklmf hU vvife and his
children with him.

has been greatly excited during the past two
days over a threatened negro uprising. So
great were the fears of the white people
that assistance of military was asked from
Vicksburg.

Fowler, a negro who stood well
with the white and colored people recently,
was discovered to have been intimate with
a respectable widow who stood high in the
community.

Threats were made to tar and feather
him, but older men said the woman was as
guilty as he was and nothing should be done
with him unless both were driven out of
town. Finally the widow gave birth to a
child and disappeared. Fowler contlnu'jd
his business ami a few dajs ago went to the
house of Mrs Weir, whose husband Is ab-

sent and handed her a note containing
propositions The ladj seized a re-

volver and told him to leave the house. He
demanded the re'um of the note but the
plucky woman refused. She then gave the
note to the district attorney and preferred
charges against Fowler.

When the officers went to arrest him he
attempted to draw a revolver, but was pre-
vented. Upon entering the court room
Fowler turned upon the guard and attempted
to seized the revolver. In the scuffle that
ensued the weapon was discharged and
slightly wounded the Major. Instantly a
volley of bullets were poured Into Fowler
and he was Instantly killed.' The affair
created great excitement among the negroes,
who threatened to avenge his deaUi, but the
more d men among them quieted
them.

Mrs Smith has lived for some time post
n constant dread of her husband, who
ibnscd her at every opportunity that d,

and made her life almost unbear
able by his constant sprees I.at Thursday,
resolved to bear his abuse no lonirer, she
applied for a divorce. When Smith
3f his wife's action he came at once to her
and. it is said, endeavored to effect vmie
vort of a compromise, but she refused to
listen to his entreaties.

Later Saturday evening Smith returned to
the rooms partially intoxicated, but left
tf ter staying a short time. As he went out
the two defenseless women bolted the doors
to prevent his return, but about ten o'clock,
it Is supposed, he raised one of the windows
opening off the hall and forced an entrance
Into the room. The women greeted his en-
trance w.th cries of fright and fled Into an
adjoining room, where he followed and
heaped curses and insults upon their s

until It became necessary to call in Patrol-
man John Carroll to quiet the row.

About 8:30 Sunday morning Mrs TTattle
Wright the janltress of the building, went
down to the Smith room and knocked re-
peatedly and attempted to force tho door,
but to no avail. Hearing groans Inside she
called out "What is the matter?" but re-
ceiving no reply returned to hr rooms and.
securing a r mounted It and
looked over the transom and saw b!'L

She notified her leisband, who summoned
others in the block and broke Into the room
and discovered the three bodies Ijing on the
bed, the women with their heads beaten to
a jelly and the murderer lying between them
with his throat cut from ear to ear.

It Is supposed that the murder was com
mitted some time between three and five
o'clock Sunday morning. Smith, who had
been sleeping In an adjoining room, rose
from his bed and going into the sleeping
apartment of the women, d'&gged his wife
from bed first and armed with a hammer,
pounded the woman on the
head. She resisted and struggled, evident-
ly, to free herself, but the Infuriated brute
hit her again and she fell to the floor.

Mrs v ilson was probably awakened dur
ing the struggle, and to add to the fearful
evidence of his fiendishness the bloody
butcher seized her and. raising the hammer
aloft, brought it down with terrific force on
her head, bbe probably put tip her hand to
ward off the blow, for the set was broken
from her ring. Not satisfied with what he
had done. Smith evidently struck both
women on the head with the hammer after
they had fallen to the floor. Picking up the
bodies he placed both on the bed as they
were aiierwaras round, ana went into the
adjoining room. In there he seized snazor.
and grasping It in his bloody hand, he drew
It across his throat With the blood stream-
ing from the gasn, he returned to the scene

Little
shreds of flesh hung from her cheeks the
nose was broken, crushed and flattened, the
skull was crushed in and there was not the
hundredth part of an Inch of space on her
head that did not bear the cruel, brutal
marks of the deadly hammer.

Smith was taken to the Huron street hos-
pital m the ambulance. The terrible struggle
which the man had just passed through no
doubt weakened his determination and
swerved his aim when he came to killing
himself. The razor blade passed through
the skin of tho neck, making a gash ex ten

almost from ear to ear, but not deep
enough to sever either the jugular or smaller
Important veins or the wind-pip- The
wound bled fearfully and the great loss ot
blood is that which eudangers Smith's life.
One cut was stitched together by physicians
and everything done to bring back life.
When taken from the room the snieide had
not regained consciousness but occasionally
writhed his body as if In pain.

She waa an ardent Spiritualist and since
their removal to Cleveland had delivered
Many lectures on the subject She was ad
vertised to speag at a enurcn on uie west
Side at three o'clock; Sunday afternoon.

Both toe man and wife originally came
from Oswego. X. Y.. where they had spent
their childhood and were married. They
took the rooms in the Crocker Block two
years ago last Xov ember. Smith was a
sailor on the lakes, making the run last sea-
son on board the "Grace Darling." In
April he quit living with his wife, because
et the family jars and since the close of
navigation has worked at various odd jobs
around the ship yards boarding at a sailor's
boarding house, tie has been in the habit
of calling upon his wife, evidently to her
great annoyance.

The
women being together sn Intimacy sprang
up, ending In Mrs Wilson's taking up h
residence In the rooms Recently
she sold some nronerty. a house and lot in
thlaetty, and announced her intention of
removing to California, The murdered
widow has a daughter married and living on
the West Side, and a sister, also married,
residing In Detroit

The frutts ot the Illstarred marriage be-

tween Altliadine FIsk and Alfred Smith are
two children, a boy and a girt as stated
above. The children, since the separation
of their parents have lived with their moth-
er In the Crocker Block until recently. They
were with her Saturday night when Smith
first called. The mother was evidently im-

pressed with a premonition ot a pending
calamity, tor she refused to let the girl and
her brother remain in the block over night
They were both aeat to the houses oi
friends In the city, and wen thus spared
