WHAT VOUDOO WORSHIP IS

The Mrntflvmtlon of the Word "1 outlon,"
Worship la llaytl Temples.

Sir Spenser St. John Bics n very
spirited description of Voudoo worship in
Hayti "According to the true secretaries
of the Voudoos," ho sajs, "who maintain
its principle and obej its ntles, 'Voudoo'
civilities an aUnovrerftilandhUpcniatuml
b!ng on whom depend all the ecnts
which take place in the world This
being is the serpent one
so common in Hayti and it Ls under its
ausplfcs that all those assemble, who pro-
fess this doctrine. Acquaintance with
the past, knowledge of the present, pre-
science of the futuie, all appertain to this
serpent, that only consents, however, to
communicate his pow r and presenbo his
will through the organ of a grand priest,
whom the secretaries elect, and still more
by that of the ncjrvss, whom the love of
the latter had raised to the rank of high
priestess These tt o delegates, n ho de-

clare themselves inspired by their god or
in whom the gift of inspiration U really
manifested, in the opiuion ef their fol-
low era, leAT the pompous name of 'king
and 'queen,' or the despotic one of 'moo-

ter' and 'mistress,' or the touching titles
of 'papa' and 'mamria.' They are dur.VinS tl'eir who1? ,ives,.the, cIllef9 ?f.'heK"t family of the Wdoojs they
have a right to the unlimited respect of
those who compose it. It is they who de-
cide, it the serpent agrees to admit a can
dldate into the society, who prescribe the
obligations and the duties ho hao to ful
fill, it is they who receive tho gifts and
presents which tho gods expects as a just
homage to him.

"To disobey them, to resist them. Is to
disobey God himself and expose one's self
to the greatest misfortunes This system
of domination on the one hand and of
blind olvlicnce on the other being well
established, the) nt fixed dates meet to-
gether and the king and queen of th(

J

Voudoo preside, following the forml
which were probably brought from Africa
and to xhlch Creole customs have added
many rariations and some traits which
betray European ideas, as for instance
tho or rich belt which the queen
wears at these assemblies, and which she
occailonall) vanes "

As for the practice of Voudoo worship,
it lti well tosa) that of the votaries ij
Hayti there seem to be two classes
thiMe who w QCship the serpent and ofTr
animal bacritice to appease his wrath or
court his favot, and those who kill hutnan
beings and not onl) offer thorn as sacri-
fices, but eat their uWi Of the former
fully IS per cent of the inhabitants of
Haytt arc alleged to be given orcr to that
kind of Voudoolsmto a certain extent, of

,

the latter sufficient has been told The
temples of theVoudoo are generall) small,
unpretentious woolen buildings called
by the nitives Humfort and are scat-
tered generall) throughout the interior of
llajtl. Some of them ar most incon-
gruous in their interior decorations, and
one situated a little distance luick nt
.Ueanx du Cap was profusely decorated
with illntrations from colored weekly
pamphlets, interspersed with gaudy
chromoic pictures of various saints.

per we rolled ourselves up in our fur
bags and la) down to sleep with nothing
above us but the branches of the trees
and the blue sky In the morning we
awoke refreshed, and found that four
more of the dogs had gnawed loose and
left tor home

One driver Vient back after the run- -
' awa) dogs, and after harnessing np wo

started, some of us helping the dogs in
the hard places After five hours' travel
wo came to an Indian village, and as the
usual custom is to assign a house to all
strange people we had one set aside for
us with a tire ulready built, and in order
to keep the heat in the hole in the roof
was covered The smoke, the retained
smell of stale fish, the odor of a group of
dogs, mingled with perfumes of various
kinds, mods it anything but a desirable
place The hole was uncovered, the lire
replenished and the cooking commenced
Th? atmosphere was becoming purer
when some dogs who were lighting on
tho root tumbled through the hole Tho
pots were overturned and tho room filled
with the smell of burning hair.

The people of this village were busy
making baskets, fish traps, snow shoes
and sledge The children were fat an J
happy 1 he owner placed a portion of his
platform at our disposal We Lleaned it
of dirt, covered it with our furs and pro-
ceeded to make ourselves at home.
Fresh reindeer meat and wild fowl were
procured, and, with hot biscuits, gave us
a good supper.

We rcsolv ed to await our dogs here and
devote the time to the study of Indian
life and character Both sexes use
tobacco Smokers generall) discharge the
smoke from the mouth In this way
much of the essence of the tobacco escapes
Thes people swallow the smoke, and in
this way lodge about the stomach and
lungs what w ould otherw ise be lost

We had an application from a sick
Indian, who asked to be cured, and said
Much hurt ,,,,. v e applied a blister
of Spanish fly, and the next morning the
invalid was in high spirits We expected
to find the breast raw, but the blister hail
only left a clean spot on lus skin. The
man was cured, and our reputation as
good and great medicine men was estab-
lished

Our dogs arrived, and we pushed on
tip stream for several days and halted at
another Indian village for a rest. Here
several warm spriugs kept the water tree
from ice at all times Here the finest
salmon abound, and when all other
sources of food fall, give support to the
entire village cud many people round
about. Sticks thrust through one of
these fish as he comes writhing from the
water and held over the tire without fur-
ther fixing until roasted, makes a de-

licious morsel fit for a king
Leaving the stream we struck direct

across the snow covered country for the
Stecheon river, and after eight) days of
hard tiavel were on its broad surface.
It seemed indted a sen, for its opposite
shore was three miles away, with an oc-

be sure, ulhUlics were stimulated by the
end war. Pknty of )oung students who
went into the army illy prtied for hard
physical exercise came out strung, vigorous
men The) comprehended, then that they
might have hod tho some physical training
along with their mental dov elopm lit
From tliat tuue gymnasiums on the Geruiaii
plait began to spring up all over the couu
try.

"Thero ore now few colleges, either for
men or women, without gymnasiums. Col
leges for men take eins:ial pride in turning
out representative athletes It would
havo been ixuios.,ibIe previous u the war
for a college to havo rabssl tho money
tliat is now annually expended for the pro
motion of athletic exercises.

"America has widened very materially
in the List three decades, ami not a little o
it Is duo to tho German element In all ath
letic matters (rerinan) u tho modern Gieece
of the world German gymnastics aro
more scientific than the old l!n k exercises,
which consist). 1 mostl) of games."

"When were tho first turner societies es-
tablished In the United btates"

camo hens. They were naturally ohoure,
and had but few members.

3.),000 turners in this countr) New York
has tho largest number, Chicago next ami
Milwaukee, third.

THE WORD "TDRM.lt,"
"What is tho meaning of tho word 'tur-

ner"
"Turners aro considerably divided in their

opinion m regard to its ongm The word
turnkunst, or turneu, is now accc pted as tho
common German meaning of gymnastics.
Turning was a phrase first employed by Pro-
fessor Ludwig Jahn known to all turners
sa 'Father Jahn' who organized tlio first
society in 1812

"After ajsileon's invasion and Ger-
many's defeat, 'Father Jahn conceived the
idea that if the German youth were trained
and developtsl ph)sically they would be
able to successfully cope with France

Gymnastics had Win but little practiced
up to tliat ilate, and chiefly by the nobility
Tho Germans then were stiff in their wn)s
and dress. They put themselves into gar- -
ments that swaddled them up Iiko women
Father Jahn said, "Wo Germans can't even
turn ourselv es around We have no use of
our bodies. No wonder the French
whipped us. Come, let us join together for
the puirose of turning ourselv es around till
we are a strong and as capable of en
durance a. any men In this way the
turners became adi.tlnct body

It was not diflieult for Jahn to popular
ize anv muv emeut he undertook, for he was
not onl v a w riter and of note, but
an agitator and &u ardent patriot It was
but natural that a rapid growth of Intelli-
gence, as well as ph)tical development, ami
consequent!) an advance in liberalism.
should be tbe result or tbis coming together
oriiwjoutuofthelaad. TMshberalspint
grew luee an J finally took shape in the ad
vucac) by tho turners of a republican
form of government 'or Germany. The
Prussian government feared revolution,
and regurded these republican ideas with
alarm. The students' societies and the
tumvereins were put under ban and con-

demned as hotbeds of dangerous liberalism
Jahn and one of his favorite pupils were
arrested In Januray, 1820, the govern
ment aliolisbod turning in Prussia and closed
all of tho grounds Jahn was acquitted and
reltsijed in lt2, but there was no more
turning in Prussia until 184 J

' Meantime, his pupil, Francis Lienor,
came overto Boston in 1827, and took charge
of the Tremont gymnasium, where h also
established a swimming school

It A BIO UTMNASITJM.

"The teaching of gymnastics pays quite as
well as teaching other things. Somo of our
.nstructors get 1 000, $1,200, $1,500,
$1,800, oral upward j r )ear "

Dowutsaus in tho great gynasium were
150 little girls, clod in flannel suits of navy
blue trimmed with w htto braid. Small,
sturdy lassi-- s of 6 marched as precisely and
held themselves as erect as trained sol
diers One little girl swung herself re-

peatedly up and down a ladder with her
hands. When somo pair of hands slipped
from the rings fastened to the ends of the
long rojies that wen1 sspended from the ceil
ing a great shout of laughter would go up as
the little girl fell flat on the safety lustiluu
beneath.

"We have nearly as many American pu
pils as German Amreicon," said Professor
Henry Suder, t bo teacher in charge "Every
season our attendance increases. We have,
too, another girls' class, comjiosed of over
100 whose ages are from 10 to 14

"There are throe boys' classes on the
north side, numbering in all over 400 Then
there's the young men's class and the 'age
class.'

"What Is the 'age clnss' "
